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WILL JAPANESE EMIGRANTS CONQUER AMERICA?

THE JAPANESE THREAT
LOCMSOVERUS.

We read daily of the wonders
of Japan. A country which is
an industrial giant with the
second highest rate of exports
in the world. While her eco-
nomic expansion has passed
up the rest of the world, it has
been accomplished at the ex-
pense of the Japanesa people.
Here is a nation where there
is almost never a strike and the
majority of the workers are
grossly underpaid by Western
standards.  Because of long
hours of work and low pay, Ja-
pan is able to undercut the price
on other nations’ produzfs.

One should not be lulled to
sleep by false propaganda on
the “paradise” which supposed-
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ly exists in Japan. .One must
compare the living standard of
the average Japanese to that of
the average American. Japan is
an island group about the size
of Montana and four-fifths of
it is uninhabitable mountains.
Squeezed into the liveable space
are 102 million people. (Half
the population of America.)
The svorld’s largest city is Tokyo
with 11.5 million people. This
city is growing by 94,000 people
each year. Tokyo is first in
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many things, world's worst hous-

ing shortage, worst sewer and
water shortage, traffic jams,
noise and smog worse than
Los Angeles. Forty per cent of
its housing are slums of one
and two room units housing
one-fourth of the city's families.

Results of Kennedy
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These are cold water flats with
communal toilets and public
baths nearby. Millions have
given up hope of ever owning a
home of their own. A tiny 600
square foot home on a 2,000
square foot lot costs $60,000.

This housing averages only
40 square feet per person. A
confidential poll recently re-
vealed that Tokyo housewives
complain that a major source
of domestic friction stems from
the fact that they must make
iove to their husbands in the
same room with the rest of the
family. .

Astute observers represent-
ing the views of the people of
Tokyc describe the world's larg-
est city as “A living kell - a great
octopus whose tentacles suck up
everything within reach.”

Thus, Americans should not

.be swept up with the reports

of Tokyo's modern _structures.
bright lights and fancy eating
establishments. The true mea-
surement of a nation's great-
ness is in the standard of liv-
ing it provides for its masses.
Japar has fniled in this as all
the facts attest.

The question facing us is
this: Are we going to allow
cheap foreign imports to close
down American factories and
place our workers on welfare?
Presid2nt Nixon was correct in
placing the 10 per cent tax on
imports. but that will not be
enough to stop the Japanese
from flooding this nation with
cheap products. Further con-
trols zre urgently needed to
protect U.S. labor and industry.

More and more Japanese are
emigrating to America. Along
with other Asiatics they pose a
threat to the continued control
of America by the present Euro-
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pean descended majority (when
the Asiatics form a political
alliance with the growing Mexi-
can and Negroidal communities
in America we will face a.real
crisis.)

In a recent speech in Hono-
lulu, Gov. John A. Burns called
on the U. S. government to ex-
amine, “rew ways to attract
more Pacific and Asian peo-
ples to our skores.”™ He further
added: :

Overpopu-
lation threatens our effort to
gain @ maximum quality lifz for
all. It is ndiculous to risk shar-
ing the poverty of these over-
seas people just to pride our-
selves on an open-door policy.™

thy Robert R. Midki{f, presi-
dent of the American Security
Bank of Hawaii joined Gov.
Burns in urging increased Asi-
atic immigration.

American businessmen have explains it: “Japanese influence

Hundreds of textile
mills have closed down, displac-
ing thousands of American
workers due to cheap Japanese
imports. This only scratches
the surface of our trade war
with Japan. In every category
where they substantially en-
gage, they soon end up copying

what we have produced, and’

build, export and sell them

cheaper than we can.

JAPANESE FOOTHOLD IN
. THEU.S.A.

The reason Gov. John A.
Burns (a Caucasian) is so strong-
ly in favor of more Asiatic im-
migration is because he is con-
trolled by the Japanese who
supported him for governor
of Hawaii. He has worked close-
ly with the Japanese since aid-
ing them in taking over the
Democratic Party of Hawaii
in 1954. They have been in com-

plete control of the islands pol--

itics ever since. ™

Subsequently the Japanese
have gained majority control
of the state’s legislature, hold
its two U. S. House seats, and
one U. S. Senator (the other is
Chinese.)

Since the congress made the
grave mistake of making the
tiny islands of Hawaii into a
state, the Japanese have em-
erged as a political force to
be catered to by national poli-
ticians who now seek their sup-
port. 8

Japanese, 34.3 per cent; Ha-
waiian, 21.1; Caucasian 19.;
Chinese 6.2; Filipino 8.8; Ne-
gro and Other 10.6.

EUROPEAN STOCK
MUST FIGHT FOR

It is clear that America is
under an invasion of hostile
elements which seek the down-
fall of the European elements
whose culture, labor and scien-
tific know-how made this nation
great.

Philippine Immigration Booming

The population growth of the
Asiatic nations is about to burst
through the roof. It is shocking
to report that some U. S. poli-
ticians want to bring their ex-
cess flow here to alleviate their
crowded conditions.

The Philippines have one of the
most rapidly mushrooming
populations in the world. Their
rate of growth is 3.5 per cent.
“Medical World News” tells us
that nothing is being done to
curtail this rise. Foverty
abounds as the growth rate has
outstripped the Philippines ann-
ual economic growth rate. They
are facing a population of 70
million by 1920, far too great a
number for these small islands
to hold.

President Marcos has urged in

Manila that immigration to the
United States be encouraged
among his people to help ease
the problem. During.1970 the
Philippines sent 31,203 emi-
grants to America. This is a far
cry from the 2,500 a year that
entered our land in the past.
With the passage of the Ken-
nedy Immigration Bill in 1865
this entire picture changed.
The Kennedy bill favors vast
immigration from South Ameri-
ca and Asia, to a degree of ai-
most excluding those from
Northern Europe? In fact the
immigration from the Philip-
pines last year was higker
than all the immigrants from:
all of tke naticns of North-
ern Europe combined.

SOUTHEAST ASIA
SATURATION

The Southeast Asian nations-

are comprised of Cambodia, In-
donesia, Laos, Nepal, the Philip-
pines, Thailand and South
Vietnam. There are 280 million
people residing here and this
number will increase by 50
per cent over just the next 15
years. Experts tell us this will
add 147 million people to this
already over crowded area of
the world.

The minister of Indonesia’s
welfare system, Dr. Kujai Id-
ham said: “Demographically,

economically, socially and polit-
ically, the situation in South-
east Asia is one of the most
critical in the world.”

President Suharto has warned
his people that unless the popu-
lation explosion is checked, it
will “by far outstrip economic
development and will creat
national tension.”

Unless something is done, this
island country alone will have
close to 300 million inhabitants
by the year 2,000.

Few Americans realize that
there are hundreds of thou-
sands of communist Chinese
living in Hong Kong. The com-
munist party is the largest
single party in that Island
city.

China now is the most populous
nation on earth, with cver 740
million people.
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
