Hirabhayashi challenged the constitutionality of the
World War II incarcerztion of Japanese Americans. 1.8 .
District Judge Donzald Voorhes has ordered a new trial
on Hirabayashi’s conviction for violating & military
curfew. Hirabayashi’s lawyers presented declassified
documents which show the Justice Department hid key
evidence from the eyes of Supreme Court justices.
Outside the Federal Courthouse in Seattle, Hirasbayasshi
was optimistic he’ll get an honest rehearing of his

Case.
