I assisted in the writing, stenciling, printine and distribugion
of these bulletins. With the approval of a body which attended
the Fair Play Committee meetinks, I wrote the comvosition for
these bulletins. I assisted the writing of the original composit-
jon which appeared in these bulletins, Some of the supnlies which
were used in the publication of these bulletins were purchased _
by me at the canteen located at the Heart lJountein Relocation
Center. The supnlies which were purchased in the canteen were
mimeécraph paper and stencils. limeoperaph ink was supplied.
However, I am unable to state where this ink was secured. The
tyvewriter which was used in cutting the stencils and also in
tvping the original bulletin was borrowed from the block office
b other members of the Iair Play Committee for use in preparing
these bulletins. I am not cerpain as to the exact block office
from which the typewriter was borrowed but I believe that it
wes borrowed from the block office number 30, The typewriter
used was of portable type.

There were one thousand copies printed for eech publication
of the bulletin.
