KiOW ALL ¥EN BY THZSE PRISENTS THAT

This Nation was founded upon the belief of an Cmnipotent
God. To this is attributed those elements that contribute
towards happiness. With this pelief as their foundation, the
Revolutionary Patriots of this Nation instituted a system of
Government for its People ... a Government free from restraints

in the pursuit of thelr happiness. 2

In the formulae of these Instruments of Government, they
feared the granting of excessive power to any individual as
repugnant to God and to Man. Thereby, they made certain and
definite provisions for the protection of their posterity.
Among these was the election of a President from the People
and for the People. This proviso was in strong contrast to
Dictatorship, Tyrants, Kingship and Imperialism ... all emana-
ting from gangsterism, self interest, monopolles, vested
interests and deceitful tactics. The guldance for the Presi-
dent was vested in the Constitution, the Bill of Rights, and
a trust. in the Individual's honor and integrity to uphold the

various instruments of this Government.
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Ip spite of these precepts and guarantees, the Hon.
Franklin Delano Roosevelt waived aside the fundamental guaran-
tees that bred confidence and trust in the moulding of a great
Democratic Nation. With such disregard did the Third Term
President emasculate one hundred and eleven thousand People
from thelr rightful inheritances without due process of oW s
cornerstone that guarantee Life, Liberty, Freedom, Justice and
Equity to the Inhabitants of this Land.

To datse, after a lapse of more than two years, this fla-
grant violation still remain uncorrected.

The apvlication of those methods and procedures of Mental
and Spiritual cruelties that accompanied the Pauperization,
and Evacuation, the Concentration, the Maladminstration, the
continued uncertainties of our Fats, the silence and inactivity
toward the correction of these Evils are not CUR LOSS AICONE.
TH% VERY SALZ UN-CONSTITUTIONAL INFRINGEMENTS AND UNA:ZZRICAN
PRACTICZS WILL BE VISITED UPON THE OTHER MINORITILZS OF THIS
NATION AT SOk FUTUR: DATE UNLESS THE PRESENT DICTATCRIAL
AND TYRANNICAL ASSUMPTION OF “NIL7UL DISPOSITION QF HULANE
DiSTINI:S IS IIADE TC STOX? AND REICTIFICATICN MADE OF THOSE
3REACHZIS IN THE CONSTITUTION NOW IN EXISTENCE.

ioreover, uncalled for expenditures of the tax payer's
money are involved 1n amy denials of these demands hereabout
to be made. In addition, the mockery of the President's
discovered Freedoms of the Atlantic Bharter, the Ideals and
Princioles of Americanism and Democracy, the Battles and Blooed-
shed on foreign battlefields, the Preachings and Indoctrina-
tion ofiiissionaries and the efforts of Educators ... all these
will be considered as vanity and hypocrisy in the thoughts of
millions in Africa, South America, Mexico, India, Polynesia
and in Asia unless the Citizens of this great Democratic Nation
awaken to the abserce of Humanitarian usages, Equity, Justice
and Fair Play to its very Citizens confined behind barbed wire
fences on account of color; race and creed in the very midst
of the Common wealth from which these gacrifices and efforts

emanate.

For these reasons the undersigned and his friends ...
all legitimate Citizens of this Nation and desirous of pursulng
the American ways of Life ... make the following demands 1in
conformity with the intentions of receiving prooer and equitable
settlement against the injustices inflicted upon eighty thousand
Citizens of this Nation through un-Constitutional procedures, i.e.,

. RESTCRE TC US CUR RIGHTFUL UTRITAGES, PRIVILEGES, RIGHTS,
FREEDOL AND LIBIRTY AS IS INTZNDED FOR US 3Y GOD ALD BY NATURE,
AND IN COWFORMITY WITH THE GUARANTEES OF TH= CONSTITUTION, THE
BILL CF RIGHTS, THE VARIOUS ANENDLENTS AND IN CONFORIITY TO THE
STANDARDS, IDZALS AND PRINCIPL:IS OF DIVILIZED USAGES. Among these
are our Rights to
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(a) Live wherever we choose without restraint, prohibitions,
red tape, regimentations, coercion, persectution, faglse
propvaganda dnd discrimination of any nature of manner
whatsoever.

(b) Pursue our course towards happiness and security in the
mgnner ordained to the individual by God and by Nature.

In view of these attributes intended for Mankind, we ask
for judicial and equitable considerations and pronouncements to
the following:

(1) Give us immediate release from Milidry and WRA custody,
and re-entry to those places and emmironments from which
we were pauperized, emgscul-ted and evacuated with proper
transportation and other considerations.

(2) Giveus protection against coercion, restraints, intimi-
dations, persecution, threats, false ppopaganda, prohi-
bitions, red tape, regimentation and discriminations
wherever we may be.

(3) We make these requests because we challenge the Consti-
tutionality of our pauperization, emasculation, evacua-
tion, concentration, removal to forelgn environments,
deinal of Liberty and Freedom, the infliction of Social,
Zental and Spiritual crfielties...all these inhumane
conduct enforced by thregt of bullets, tear gas, internal
police, the Dictatorship of the Yra Relocation Authority
and other coercive and un-Constitutional methods and
procedures.

(4) Restore to us those conditions, rights, and privileges
to free enterprise as is due to free iien and Women who
havenot consented to the yokes of slavery, stool
pigeoning, or subserviency.

(5) Iliake compensation for the loss we incurred through the
process and mehods of our pauperizatioh, emasculationt
evacuation and concentration. L

(6) Give us compensation for losses incurred through denial
to us Citizens of this Nation of the Right and Liberty to
FREE ENTERPRISE.

(7) Make us compensation for the losses we suffered through
the evacamation and subsequent regimentation of those
Social and Economic securities and advantages that were
ours through toil, denial, suffering, persecution and
legislation during the course of the past forty years.
These are elements which enabled us to pursue our liveli-
hood against odds and handicaps such as discrimination,
legi&lation, persecution, denials and ostracism.

{8) Restore to us those esteem, good will, business connections
and economic sufficiencies which were forced to be
relinguished through the inconsiderate manners and

methods of the evacuation.

~
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Restore to us the homes, valuables, chattels, and the
status of social and economic securities we enjoved <o
assets_bgllt and accunulated throuzh years of ecanomy
frugalities, sufferings, denials, sacrifices and toil,
but lost throuzh the methods and procedures of tne
evacuation. :

Restore to us the esteem, soclal and economic arrange-
menps that were at our disvosal before the evacuation...
family and neighbourly relations, financial (tanomoshi)
accesses, recreational facilities and our moral supoorts
wnich were lost through the Evacuaftion and Concentration
... all denials of Freedom and Liberty which rightfully
belong to us dy virtue of inheritance such as honesty,
virtue, fruzality, loyalty and sincerity. These are moral
and soiritual supports and elements of guarantee that
enapled us to sustain courage and endurance into the
belief of the righteousness of American ideals, vrincinlss
and institutions in the face of persecutions, handicawns,
denials, legislations and discriminaticns.

Restore to us those Social and ZEconomic Securities and
assets that have been overlooked in these demands but
nevertheless inflicted upon us by the Zmasculation ---
those intanzible things pertaining to the building of
morale, hapoiness, good cheer, friendship and nelzh-
bourliness.

Give us compensation for the mental and sviritual torture
endured through the ovrocess and methods of the Emascu-
lation, Evacuation, Concentration, Removal from our home
environmsnts and the uncertainitisg of the future that 1is
constantly danzled beBore us by the WRA pollcies of in-
decisions and vascillations.

As an alternative, build for in the Rehabilitation
Program or in those of any other procedures or mzthods
for an equitable settlement of our losses, tortures,
sufferings and disillusionments, those guarantees, de-
dands, stioulations, restitutions, compensations and
dissatisfactions in such manner as to be equitable and
satisfactory to the Party of the injured by the un-Con-
stitutional methods and procedures Perpetrated by the
Roosevelt Administration upon eizhty thousand Citizens
born under the American Flag or on American Soil.

give us in the Rehabilitation Program such securitlies,
assurances, justices, guarantees and equity that would

be in conformity and commensurate to those conditions

we would have enjoyed were we not forcibly disvossessed
of our rightful inheritances. -These are provisos and
guarantees as safsguards against any inability or lapse
arisinz from the orientation, rehabilitation or resettle-
ment envisioned for us without ocur consent, approval or
narticipation in the formulation thersof.
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Glve us in the Rehabilitation Program or any other
Instrument of similar intentions such conditions and
environments that would be of benefit toward the res-
toration of our ioral and Spiritual values we had en jt
previous to the Emasculation.

Give us 1in the Rehabilitation Program or in any mannej
of adjustment those conditions of climate, topography.
resources, and facilities to which we have been habit.
ated in order to enable us the pursuit of a normal
course of existence.

Ve specifically disclaim any desire for the treatment

- accorded the American Indians in the fulfillment of

promises and obligations. We do not wish to be rele-
gated tc desert wastes or mountain fastnesses unless
provided for, compensated for and equipped to us by
the vroper authoritieswith such resources as would be
benefit to the undertakinzgs of new and untried enter-
orises. This 1s in accordance with the boasted Americ
ways of Life.

e make this provision on the understanding and know-
ledge that this Government have been negligent and taz:
in the fulfillment of their promises and obligations
toward the Indian after they were forcibly disinherite
ejected, dispossessed and limited of their rightful
possessions and inheritances. Lven the payment of ble
kets to the naked and disappering Indians have been
postooned needlessly long. There is no assurance of ¢
Life hereafter. Thereby, we desire to enjoy the fruit
that rightfully belong to us while Life is still
within us. :

Establish for us a Community Existence conformable to
those we enjoyed before the Emasculation. This condi-
tion was evolvéd naturally and by transition through
years of fortitude, triaals, struggles, dehials and suf
ings to fit into the needs evolution transpring withir
our ostracized modes of existence. We were enable by
thie® means to pursue our social and economic objective
in honor, integrity and loyalty. Such Settlements and
Community Existence were the cornerstone of our
ability to smrvive in the face of financial and econon
denials by the financial institutions, the land owners
the householders and the Legidglators of the Land.
Because of the destruction of this Social and Economic
Fabric, family unity have suffered; ties of friendship
and gcquaintances, good will and business established
thpough long years of sacrifices, sufferings, toil and
frustrations have been eradicated. Thereby, place

in any and all the Governmental.Guarantees hereinafter
to be made those assurances of Soclal and Economic
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stabilities that we may not be placed in the condition
of the African Slaves when they were auctioned as chat-
tels and mortgages. :

(18) Give us living wages commenmurate with those prevail-
ing in those areas we were emasculated from for the
duration of our enforced detention in these Concentra-
tion camps through the wilful necessity of the Roose-
velt_Admlnlstration -+« by threats of bullets, tear gas,
sentinels, machine guns, internal police, military zuard,
and other armed or moral forces such as the Dictator-
ship brought to bear upon us by the WTRA Administrative
Staffs. , g

(19) Fulfill the promises and guarantees made us, and assured
the Public at the time of the Zmasculation. Cn these
promisés and assurances, we placed confidence and trust
to such an extent that we hoped consolation, ameliora-
tion and compensation for our trials, disillusionments,
and sufferings without the necessity of bickerings,
accusations and demands as have happened throughout the
course of the unethical treatments accorded us. In
so doing, we bore in mind the unprecedented nature of
this Nation's difficulties. Our acts of compliance,
cooperation, and any absence of rebellious acts to ham-
per this Nations efforts were our contributions to make
safety for Democracy, Freedom, Liberty, Justice, Equity
and Americanism. Such were our thouzhts, and such were
our loyalties to the Ideals and Principles that moulded
this Democratic Nation. ‘e have complied with the ex-
vectations made of us. Ve expet a great and powerful
Government should be able to satisfy our infinitismal
needs, requests and demands.

(20) Restore to us those Civil and Political Rights that is
lawfully our Inheritance and Rizht, but nevertheless
have been frozen. COCtherwise, we demand an immediate
clarification of the status we have been forced into.

(21) WE DZIAND RuCTIFICATICN IN THZ CCNSTITUTICN, THE
BILL CF RIGHTS AJD THE VARICUS AL .NDii.iTS WITH 2i0VI-
SICN3 AND SAFZI GUARDS AGAINST ANY AND ALL W AKi :5S3:S
THAT S¥A3L.D THZ UNLAWFUL AND UnCOLSTITUTIONAL PRCCEDURSES
OF DISINH:iRITANCE, DISFRANCHIS.::NT, PAUPERIZATICH,
SHIASCULATION, EVACUATICON, CONCENTRATION, A3DUCTICN
INTC ALCTH:X STATE, CUR FUTURZ ILLS AND DISILLUSIO..sNTS

IN SUCH MANNEZIR THAT FUTURZ GuuERATIONS OF AFTRICANS
NitiD NCT FEAR AND DREAD LIKE TRZAT:-ANTS AT THE HAXDS OF

(22) e specifically demand immediate fulfillment of the
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forementioned demands, restitutions, provisos, 5
restorations and éissatisfactions. :

(23) All these, the foregoing are requisites for any i
considerations of Justice, Equity and Falr Play establish- ;
ed in the Ideals and Principles.of the Constitution,
the Bill of Rights and the various Amendments IF IT
THETENDED AwD DESIRED THAT TEIS GREZAT NATICN SHALL :CT
GC TC TE:s DCGS. The only tie that binds DiIiCCRACIES
js Justice and Fair Play. The entrance of discrimina-
tions and Self Interest are the beginnings of disunity
and disintegration. Freedom and eguality of opportu-
nities are the salt and the splce that give Life and
novement to Ci¥ilization and to Progress.

(24) In the makings of the foregoing presentations, we bear
in mind the following conditions:
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(a) ‘e are not responsible ... cause and origin ...
for the Zvacuation.

(b) %e did not consent to our removal from the States
of our habitations into other portions of the
Country.

(¢) e deny the right of others to mould our Fates

and Destinies through Decrees by Agencies, through
wilful promulgation, without representation and
voice or without consent.

(a) Te affirm the formulation of any program OI like
Instruments of Rule, Oppression, Dictatorship
or Guidance in our behalf without our consent or
representation is unlawful, un-Constitutional and
therefore, null. and void. We again reiterate a
... that we adhere to the concept of Rule by Law,
and not to any decrees by Agencies.

(e) wWe hold the President's acts are responsible for
the condemnation of elghty thousand Citizens
of this Nation into the status of Paupers, men-
dicants, Imbeciles, and Citizens without a Country.

(f) Thereby, we charge to the acts of President -
Ro0sevelt and his Agents the establishment of
PIRST CAUSE, or Crigin and Cause for all our
risfortunes, evils and frustratiocns. As such,
we hold them reponsible for anything and all the
-losses, the miseries, the gufferings, the punish-
mehts, the injuries and the disintegration of
our moral values that have happened in these
Concentration Camps oOr during the process of the
emasculation in the past, and.td6 those that may. - -
happen in the future until after such time as

. an equitable settlement is made in our behalf.

(g) We challenge the Right of the President, the

Secretary of War, the Commanding General of the
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Testern Defense Command, the *ar Relocation
Auphority or any other Agency or Agencles to
maintain us in continued detention, and denial
9f Freedom and Liberty. Thereby, we demand an
immediate release from custody with the acdition
of the heretofore enumsrated requests, demands,
conditions and provisions.

we‘dg so as Citizens and members of this Country
and Nation entitled to the Rights and Privileges
granted to its Inhabitants by the Constitution,
the 311l of Rights, the Amendments and the Pro-
clamation for the Zmancipation of Slaver.

The followinz are reasons, doubts and questions supplement-
ing the causes for the foregoing deuands.

I

Prior to the Zvacuation, the President made intimation that
our removal was of temporary duration throuzh the Army of the
western Command. This was implied through the Army order to
carry only sufficient change of clothing for two weeks. All other
personal effectsand necessities were prohibited ... even for
babies, pregnant mothers, the old and the sick. iloreover, there
were no intimations or offers of sugzestion that we were to be
removed to other locations. We were ziven to expect that we
would not be removed from the State in which we had made our
home. These have given cause for mental and spiritual torture,
social, family and economic disintezration.

II

The Government of the United States, under Franklin D.
Roosevelt and throuzh its constituted Authorities assured us
at the time of the ivacuation, certain obligations and responsi-
oilities. e were promised and the Pudblic was assured that Self
Government would be given us. The conditions under which we are
victimized is far from the blue prints of propaganda. On the
contrary, we are ziven a form of Communistic Dictatorshion. 1In
the hands of such a machinery, we, ... Citizens of this HWation ...
nave not a chance. e are victims of oolitical apoointess, out
to make hay while the sun shines. Helllsh temotations Dbeset our
administrators, and devilish cunning emdloyed to satisfy the
avaricious. Graft, zambling, moral purpitude, bootlsgginz and
other anti-social elemznts are worming themselves into our social
and economic structure. :

As its result, riots have already occured; lives have been
Snapped off by soldier's bullets; innocents have been maliclious-
ly mislabeled zs disloyal and people have been victimized into
Jails and isolation penetentiaries in the intolerance of the
Arizona Desert. ‘hat was the trouble? These victims were
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Americans enouzh toc voice their disapproval of the 7RA adminks-
trative stratezies. The cause of all these ... WHEO PLACED THEL
THiRE? We certainly did not come into these Concentration Camps
from our choice. The Federal Government assures us oblizations
and responsibilities. These have not been carried out aczording
to the requisites and demands of Americanism, Justice, Fair Play
and Democracy. The negligence is on the Bhoulders of the
Federal Government through its appointees. They must shoulder
the obligations and the responsibilities they themselves assumed
and be answerable to us, to cilvilization and to Posterity.

ITI

Another ‘zuarantee made us at the time President Roosevelt
caused us to be militarily evacuated without due process of
law...contrary to the Rights, Privileges, Liberty and Freedom
assured us in the Constitution and the Bill of Rights...is that
of oroper and adeguate health service. These are question-
abbe value. Their fulfiliment is left to Nature, to God, to
Providence and to promises and empty gestures. (Please take
note of accusations and demands already made. Demand #2)

As a conseguence of their neglect, we, Citizens of America
treated as ien and Women without a status or a Country have
deteriorated into a condition of the LIVING DZAD. %We claim the
following as contributing factors:

(a) Our drinking water is polluted by sewage disposal at
a higher elevation. This necessitatcs excessive use
of disinfectants. In .turn, the excessive use of chemi-
cals have brought on epidemics of skin eruptions, itches,
boild, stomach ailments and weakening of the digestive
organs. The health director...he is so quiet that
we do not know of his existence. Why? =Zven milk for
the babies went beyond his ken until forced upon him
on two repeated occasions. It was found the dairies
from which these supply came from necessitated sani-

& tary changes. This negligence was brought to the hzalth
officer's attention by an individual that hold no pre-
tentions to sanitary operations. Yet, upon investi-
gation, revelation has acknowledged the existence of
bacterial dangers to human health.

(b) The elevation of our camp is seven thousand feet,
approximately. This contributes to higher blood
pressure and increased heart beats.

(c) Another supvnlementary cause for our physical deterio-
ration is due to the C ration regimented upon us ...
an outmoded formula. The sufficiency of vitamins is
lacking. It is wholly out of conformity with the re-
quirements of our metabolic structure and physical
requirements. .oreover, we are habituated to climates

"with plsnty of sunshine and fresh air. These are

lacking in this area where clouds ooscure sunshine,
and snow prevent the daily exercise of physical develop-
ment. There is too much confinzmznt in i1l ventilated
rooms. Consequent to thesg, ocur zyesizht has weakened
and the §namel of the teeth is thinning. These are
due to.tne unbalanced diet to -hich we ars subjected.
As an illustration ... two immediate acquaintances

of this writer went suddenly bliné within a space of
two months ... no anoarent cause. Say? . Tate s
imdortant for the undersignesd nave 0:ly a very few
soeaking acquaintances...about twenty. Two out of
twenty 1s fifty oercent. Thouzh this illustration

may not aonly to the whole center in similar ratio
nevertheless, the insidious atiack made upon ths egyes,
the tzeth and the ohysical structure is something that
cannot be detected by doctors diagnosis. Jor this
resason, orevention is better than cures. And, for that
same reason, zreater and better attention to our health
would be in accordance with Civilized usazes. These
mentions oertain to the normally sound. “hat then of
the invalids, ths 0ld, the babies and the dependents?-
Assuredly, thsy arc not being ziven opoortunities to
fi1ll their neseds and requirements. It is hers reinter-
ated...”7ou zave us sssurances that orovisions for the
a2rotection of our hezlth would be made. In this con-
nection may I suzzgest that many ovabies vorn in this
Center are not as sound as could be expected ... cont-
rary to nosnital claims. How may it be expected that
sound Phabies be Yorn when their mothers are under-
nourished? An investigation is in order.

To De surs, we are given a hospital and a msdical
staff. (refer to comnlaint #2) 3ut, what can pe
exnected of physicians wnhnen they are paid only
ninesteen dollars psr month? And, what may be ewpected
of the Hospital administrative staff when they are
there as political pawns? ZXZEfficiency and the tax
paver's money is not the prime consideration.
Assuredly, the hospital surgeon beaten up durin g the
Tule Lake riots, andthe beatings received by our

local nurse did not happen because they weres efficient
and because they took interest in their jobs. The
appropriations made for the hosnital and sup»plies...
are they sufficizsnt? It is a certainty that supslies
desired by some of the doctors are not on the shelves.
I have asked for vitamin tablets ... Vitamin A in
varticular...they are not furnished. Again we ask,

wno caused us to be vlaced into this heloless position,
confined within varbed wire entanglements, patrolled
by military oolice and internal security nolice, and
ham strung by the 7"RA Administrative staff against
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vhe privileges that could be had from freedom and
liberty.

(e) Because of these facts, the sick, the babies, the old,
and the handicapped are forced into uncalled hardships
and denials. Up to the time of their Evacuation, thei
relativesand friends were unabled to ease their
sufferings and wants. They were free then of regiment
medical care, purchase of necessities and freedom of
movement. As it exist here in this Concentration
Camp, the parents, the husbands, the wives ang the
children are forced into resort to the local canteen
to supplement deficiencies. The Commissary Department
does not supply them in spite of the existence of diet
kitchens in an official form. The diet kitchen itself
1s a sham. The local canteen &re contrary to pub-
licized and insidiously labeleg " CELAUNITY INTERPRISES
is not our enterprise. It is a 7RA foisted enter-
prise for the sake of political plum.....their conten-
tions to the contrary. (The problems present eé
by the Community Enterprise itself is a source of tur-
moil in this camp to the extent that suspicions are
constantly uopermost as to their designs and procedures
It is a orofitable enterprise for those that are
interested in it. :

In the great hajority of our cases, we were already pauper-
i1zed through the methods and procedures of the curfew law and the
evacuation. Conseguently, the financing for the sick ang the old
from out of our own pockets are matters giving worries and
concern to many. Cthers are making sacrifices and denials as
contribution towara easing the sufferings of their dependents.
Cne individual of this writer's acquaintance is in bed from
a stomach ailment. He does not expect to survive the Winter.

He is receiving scant attention from the authorities. Clothing
and allowances that should be his from assurances and guaran-
tees made us in the vast are denied under one pretense or
another. Still, this family was able to give him solace and
comfort until their freedom and liberty to pursue their voca -
tions were taken away Dby their concentration. Humanity and
Justice demands that an equitable situation should be evolved
for such cases. But, as a matter of fact, there has been no
effort to compensate their unequal hardships. ¥Work suited to
the wife or son is unavailable under the WRA rulings; the 7RA
i1tself does not pay more than twelve, sixteen and nineteen
dollars per month for services that renumerate a minimu. of &
hundred dollars by outside standard. WHY IN TH=Z NALE OF
HUHANITY ARE THESE H:LPLZSS IXVALIDS FORCED INTO THESE EXCRU-
CIATING M:NTAL AGAONIES? IS DEOCRACY AND ROOSEV.LT WAGTHG WAR
AGAINST THX UNDERDOG?

We repeat again...the ma jority of us were already apuperi,ed
by the methods and procedures of the evacuation...forced sales,
sacrifices, abandonment, theft, etec. In view of the assurance



given us at the time of the evacuation, why the deliberate or
inconsiderate manner of our physlcal and moral destruction?

In this connection, it must not be forgotten that g promise is
a promise; a guarantee is a guarantee. These are moral attri-
outes that binds confidence and trust in the maxing of agreements.
uoreover, we are not here through our choice. The Honorable
Franklin Delano Roosevelt, as President of these United States,
made to us certain guarantees and assurances fhfough his
Agencies. _ Among these was H&ALTH. Also, the intactness of
family unity was assured. Are they in existence? Thereby,

we call upon those resnonsible for our condition, and to those
that gave us those assurances to maint-in their agreements.

we are forced to abide by them throush threat of armed zight.

Iv

Another item that was solemnly nromised us was that of
clothing. They did not, at that time, offer any stipulations.
But, after we were in their cluthkes, red tapes, stipulations
and denials have come into existence. Ve demand that clothing
be given us according to the intents and purposes for which
sums of money was aoprodriated from the tax payers of the
Nation. g

7hy is there any need for a Social Agency witnin our
widst? Is it a orocess of disfranchisement? ihy confront us
with the disgrace of pauvers and mendicants under a Ffederal
sponsored “RA 1s a matter we would lik=s to have answered.

ork was guaranteed us. Only menial labor is their offer.
No effort has been made to create or establish avenues or
channels of employment wherseby wz could maintain ourselves
according to our orofession, avility, training or desire. If
e refuse the work offered us...unsuited to our capabilities...
We are thereby automatically nlaced on the 3LACK LIST. The
comd>ensation for these emoloymsnts arse twelve, sixteen and
nineteen dollars per month.

As said, the renumeration given us in these Concentration
Ca.nns amount to twelve, sixteen and nineteen dollars ver month...
slave and veonags standards. To care for the sick,. our deoen-
dents and to maintain ourselves in self respect and in health,

a better ana hizher payment is requisite in view of the fact that
the 724 does not live up to'the pnroper discharze of their
rssoonsibilities and oblizations. We desire to educate our
children, and our health must be maintained.

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Ve thereby make demand that you give us employment commensu-
rate with skills, abilities, desires ana esteblish for us those
opportunities that maintain Hope within our breasts. As it

exist, we are made helpless at your own volition and force.

e are helpless and concentrated within a barbed wire enclosure.
Your ¥ilitary and your appointed administrators hold all the
avenues against our desire for free exXpression and movement

in the pursuit of our Eappiness, social security and economic
independence. You have made of us virtual caged animals.

After all these, we ask ... why the discrimination, the
red tape, the vrovisos and the 3UTS AXD IFS in the proper

distribution of clothes and allowances. Why the denial of
proper work? 'hy denial of proper wages? HUSMANITARTAN AND
ETHICAL PRINCIPLES DI ArD THAT PRCEISIS, ASSURANCES AND

GUARALETEES BE PRCPLRLY HAINTAINED.

VIII

In addition, we were given to understand that American
standards of living was to prevail during the period of our
evacuation and concentration. Cn the contrary, we find
ourselves forced into guarters such as is oermissable only to
raebbits and noultry...total strangers conzgested into com-
partments of twenty feet by twenty four feet; fathers and mothers,
sons and daughters, the adolescing and the babies forced into
cohabitation in such restricted areas. There is no orivacy for

decencies.

Living under such oromiscuity, denials, and dictates

of Humane Rizhts to privacy...these are not healthy contribu-
tions to the mental, moral and spniritual developments of
children, the adolescing, the bachelor, and for the husbands

and wives.

::oral degemmration has developed; family unity has been
disrupbed and veople have been vpunished for conditions placed
-there by the Roosevelt Administration. A cutting and stabbing

affair has taken place; disgrace have visited innocent
children through moral turpitude induced in one or other of the
parents by the negligence and disregard of the Administrative

Authorities.

As outgrowths of these, the WRA authorities have visited
punishments on the participants. As such, we ask these

(f) Is it Jjustice to evade responsibilities throuzh drum
courts established in the name of Self Governument but
which is in reality, nothing but dictatorship?

If these are the so much vaunted BAN:RICAN WAYS CF LIFE"
then, strange indeed have Deen our concept of morality and
ethics. ,

Assuredly, we deny the right to the President and his
appointess to rectify wronzs with added wrongs, or to white-
wash inability, derelsction, or miscarriage of justice by the
employment of evasive ohrases such as "military necessity,"
emergency needs, and other coinages habituated so much by this
Administration. Thereby, we demand rectification of Evils
and not alibis. 3

IX

Civilization is aware for the necessity of education.
America in particular recognize this fact as could be construed
from their nast efforts to educate the Heathens through their
.issionaries into the doctrines of Democracy, Freedom and
Christianity. But for us here in these Concentration Camvs,
no osroper measures have veen adopted to orientate our altered
conditions. A high school dbuilding have been given us. But,
the intellizence that give guidance is empty...imitators trans-
mitting the imitations they imitated from previous imitators.
As 1ts attendant consequence, is college education to be denled
our children? This guéstion is reinforfced from the fact the
wherewithalls...liberty, freedom, initiative, enterorise and
resources arc denied their narents for to so properly equin their
children as already intimated throuzhout this proclamation.

As they =xist, High School and College students whose careers
were interrunted are forced throuzin no alternative to vegetate
in these camps...with what consequence to themselves and to
Society? A half baked votato is scsldom palatable.

X

Not alone have oromises and guarantees been placed in
contempt as methods of humilistion to seventy thousand Citizens
of this Nation. To cap the insults, Constitutional Rights and
Privileges have been tossed to the winds by the employment of
flambuoyant adjectives. The acts of military detention behind
barved wire fences, and reinforced by military guards with
their bayonets, tear gzas, bullets and machine guns are un-
American measures in soite of the hyoocritical formulas such as
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"+o save democracy, the fight for freedom, the vari

of the Atlantic Charter, military necessiéy, emeigzgg; gg:ii?ﬁ:
etc." These alibis of wilful convenience are not sufficlent 0
to disguise the dastardly acts azainst the Constitution, the
Bill of Rights, the various Amendments, to the People in the
concentration camps, to the Rights of Humanity and Civilized
usage, and to the sacrifices of mother's sons on foreign and
strange battlefields in the eyes of History and Posterity.
Their hypocrisy and insincerity are found in the living proofs
right here in the very heart of these United States of North
America, where Freedom, Lioerty, Humane Rights and Democracy
are guaranteed by the Instruments of Government established as
a result of the Revolutionary “ar. WE DENAND CF THIS AD.INIS-
TRATICK THAT IT SPEKD LSS TIki IN THS CCINAGE GF =YVASIVE ALD
ALONYCUS DEVILTRY. GIVE US TNSTIAD, A GREATZIR SINCERITY IN
UPHCLDING THE SACR=D TRUST IMPOSED UPCON A PRZSIDENT.

The application of the word "disloyval Japanese" and their
segregation to Tule ke is a gross distortion of certainties...
venality of responsibilities and egvasions.

As a matter of fact, the causes for our dissatisfaction
were not of our making. They accrued from Presidential weakness
to political »ressure brought to bear by an infinitesmal
‘minority of this Nation's Citizenry.

This so labeled "disloyalty" is simply a manifestation of
disgust and disapproval at the tyrannical manner of disposing
our fate without our consent, rcpresentation, or through due
process of Law. Certainly, one of the privileges granted us in
the 8ill of Rights as Citlzens of this sation is the unhampered
right of thought and expression, and the rizht to live wherever
we please in the manner of our abilities and requirements.

Tor that purpose has been estaplished the various Courts of Law..
This orocess has been denied us. “hat alternative have we then?
Slaves must of necessity fawn and lick the bootbhat kicks them.
But we, as free born Americans refuse such servitude and

assert our right to express our resentment -at the treatment
accorded us. :

%e therehy declare that loyalty is a matter of sentiment.
It is a covenant of good faith between two parties. Ve react
thereto in accordance to the manner of fulfillment of the
contract. With such an interpretation, the President's methods
and oprocedures, throuzh his-appointees in the handling of our
affairs...all without due process of Law as mandated by the
constitution, the 3ill of Rights and the various Amendm:snts...
have been of such a nature as to invite resentment and differ-
ences of opinion. The President himself, throuzh his acts,
initiated the breaking of faith. As its reaction, no effort
has been made for proper mediation or understanding to adjust
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the difference of opinions. Cnlv g Hearing 3soard has been
gstadlished. In this process, the accused were not educated to
their charges or glven o»noortunities for advisors. Such acts
should be rforeigzn to American practices. They pertain to the
pictatorship of Stalin. :

In the making of these charges against the Presidzant and
his appointees, we have zZranted obedience durinz the hardest
periods of our confinemsnt. This does not imply allegiance to
nim as an Individual. He forfeited our respect and confidence
wnen hs Decame Third Time President in defiance of orecedent.

Cn the contrary, our alleziance and loyalty belong to the ation,
the Idedls and the Princioles inculcated in the fundamentals that
ouilt the hsterozeneity of thsse United States into a zreat
Democratic Nation. T 'us, when the Honorable Franklin D. Roose-
velt scrapoed the Constitutional procedures in the orocess of

our 2auperization, evacuaticn and concentration, the said Pre-
sident should have exneted fres expresslions of disaponroval and
havz orovided for oroper-and Constitutional mzasures to air the
srievances tunrouzh just and impartial orocedures. Tahnis was
lacxing. 3ut, to justify his disorderly acts azgainst the Prin-
cioles and Fundamentals established by the 3lood and the Lives of
the Revolutionary Heroes Tor the suidance of this iNation's
Destinies, the said Roosevelt resorted to violence and duplici-
tizs...immolating childrsn, the sick, the invalid, the old,

the adolescents, women, the pregnant and wives in a mass sxodus
without rezard to Humane Decencies, Humane Rizghts, Civilized
Ethics or Chrigtian Teachinzs. His acts in reference to our
tnreatment has rivaled the atrocities of Communistic Stalin in the
mass murder of millions. Decidedly, these acts consented to Dby
the President are un-American, un-Democratic and un-Christian.

It must be conceded that a Citizen remains a Citizen until
after such time as the individual's cnolce of Government 1is
decided under falir considerations...himself knowingzg his acts
after rzmoval of the causes for compnlaint and resentment. ‘e
maintain this consideration has not been accorded them. They
were railroaded into the category of disloyal Citizens from fear
of a iiinority voices howling their un-Democratic, un-Christian
and un-Constitutional halluciaations. Such weakness im an
Adninistration steering the destiny of a great Nation is bound
to loosen the joints of Democracy and Freedom with its attendant
consequence of .throwing the efforts, sacrifices and heroic
strugzles of the past three hundred years to the .ONZRIL DCGS.
In the heat of controversies placed before us by interested and
desizning forces, we should not be unmindful of the fact that
THI I&DIVIDUAL'S RIGHT CF 3RITH, RIGHT OF _NHIRITANCE, RIGHT
TC CITIZZiSHIP AND 2IGHT TC EUNNAR CCNSIDARATICNS L.A:ATe FROU
A HIGHZR “CWER THAN THAT OF i:3% PRESIDENTIAL ACQUIISCENCE.

In spite of the universal judicial admonition that the
accused should know the Law, nevertheless we represent the fact
that wé have been Law abiding Citizens, and not practitioners of
Law. The educational system of the Nation have not inculcated
into us thne intricacies of Rights and “'rongs. %Ye accepted our
teaching of Americanism from our instructors and higher
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Authorities such as the Ward Healers, the ten cent Politicians
and the Demagogues in good faith. Thereby, we disclaim the onus
of responsibility when we were deceived into acceptance of the
promises, assurances and guarantees as provisions for our consent
to the evacuation. Yie gave this, our consent to the emasculation
of our rightful inheritances out of loyalty to the Hation in
expectation of honor, integrity, justice and equity as compensa-
tion for our self denial, sacrifices, disillusionment, mzntal
and spiritual torture and, moral disintegration. In =ffect, the
Teachings, the Ideals and the Principles we have gathered as
Americans of Oriental Aneestry 1s in strong contrast to the
practices of the Roosevelt Administration. The discriminations
against us in favor of other linorities such as those descended
of German and Italian racials indicates an absolute disregard
of the principles of Liberty and Zguality . Is such a practice
an interpolation of Hilter's superiority of the iordic Race...
meaning the Colored Races of the American Commonwealth is infer-
ior to the White Zlement composing the hemogeneity of the United
States of Korth America? And of course, such charges and ;
utterances will be called disloyal?

It is here reminded of the President's own utterances, i.e.,
"No Loyal Citizen of the United States snould be denied the
Democratic right to exercise the responsibility of his Ciltizen-
ship regardless of his ancestry." Now, thereby, what did he mean
when he made that statement? Did it apoly only for that period
when the Secretary of #ar was bedding his every efforts to draft
a battalion of volunteers from among us to be massacred on foreign
battlefields for the benefit of lionopolies? Or, does 1t apply
to our enforced condition? If so, then that statement 1s a dis-
bolical varadox to the facts of our condition for, how may we
exercise the responsibility of Citizenship when we are throttled
by soldiers and bayonets, thelir machine guns and poison gas and
the Dictatorship of the WRA? And, TEIS IS TH:i LAND OF THE FREE
WHZIRE THE SCRAPPED CCNSTITUTICN AND THi 3ILL OF RIGHETS PRCOMISES
ITS CITIZ.NS " JUSTICE AND TEx 3LESSINCS OF LI3ERTY AKXD EQUALITY."

Tor these reasons, we maintain the aoplication of the
word "disloyal" as applied to those Citizens segregated to Tule
Lake because of their refusal to acknowledge his un-Constitutional
Acts as justice under cmergency measures is without good and
sufficient cause. It simply indicates venality of his sub-
ordinates ... an evasion of responsibility to justify a wrong.
SUCH COYARDICE IS UNJUSTIFIABLE WHI EMANATING FRCE A GCVERN.ZNT
IN YEICH SHCULD BE S&CURED CCHNFIDENCE; TRUST, SANCTITY AND
JUSTICE. :

The charge of disloyalty should not be made against us.
On the contrary, the odZum of disloyalty should be placed
on the shoulders of those political anpointees who have distort-
ed the meaning of democracy, justice, freedom, liberty and equal-
ity into arrogance, discrimination, dictatorship and tyranay.
By their.acts have they set back the growth.of this Nation from
Freedom and Democracy into the chaos of bewildered subserviency?
To what avail all the bloodshed and mother's sacrifices in
Africa, in Italy, in the Aleutlans, in the Solomons? By his



acts, the President destroyed within us those very fundamentals
that mould loyalty. Justice and Fair Play are attributes of
Eumane Rights that direct loyalty or contempt. Thereby,

nonor demand that the word disloyal be placed where it properly
pelong...on the shoulders of those who olaced the cause at our
feet as stumbling Dblocks.

XII

As a corollary to the foregoing whitewash, the President
caused to be instituted a "Hearing 3oard" intended as a belated
due orocess of Law for clearance and leave from these Concentra-
tion Camps...a process of whitewashing the stain against Civil-
ization and Humane Rights as evidenced in the un-Constitutional
and un-Christian procedures of our Pauperization, ivaucation,
Concentration and continued denial of liberty and freedom unless
they be under stipulations, conditions, regimentation and red
tape. Is 1t expected to rectify the Satanic crueltles inflicted
upon us such triflings? In the making of thls questilon we
affirm to the existence of the following facts and suppositions:

(a) The President and his Agents have consisteatly denled
us the Constitutional Right of legal advice or repre-
ssntation for the clarification of our side of the
controversy. This has been made effective through the
“RA denial to us of egress ‘rom these Concentration
Camps through armed force unless 1t Dbe under thelr
terms. On the other hand, those frlends oun the outslde
desirous of giving us friendly counsel have Leen
detered from their desires through political and moral
pressures. i

(o) 7ie have been unable to transact corresvondence through ‘
the mails with confiidence. The WRA itself flunction
in the capacity of jailors and inquisitorial bdody,
and not as a staff appointed to adiminister the needs
of American Citizens unproven of guilt. 1In so doing,
they have discouraged educatiomal facilities in matters
vertaining to omr Civil and nolitical Rights. All
efforts to solicit same have been frowned uson...%WRA
rulings and instructions for the government of the
various Camps, or evasive issues raised to discard the
noint at issue. As an illustration, they have re-
fused access to the WRA rulings and. instructions.

To be sure, a droject attorney is aponointed. 3ut,

for our protection they are of little worth. They are
nlaced there.to orotect the WRA itself. Thus, we

arsz held virtual prisoners...Citizens without a
Country through the wilful application of the WRA
bottleneck. As a further precaution of a deanlal

to us of educational facilities and counsel for the
protection of our civil Rights, they have erected
barbed wirs entanglements; towers stationing senti-
nels with communication linces and arms; military

As a further oprecaution, g vattalion of soldiers are
stationed in the vicinity with tear guns, machine

guns, bayonetz, etc. Indeed, we are hcld virtual
crisoners without Hational Status in spite of our
nllhts as Citizens of this Nation.

With such coercive, tyrannical and dictatorial procedures

of cne way traffic, we are now given the Rehabilitation Program.
There are no assurances, guarantees or equity contained in it.
from the standpoint of moral, socizl, and economical wellbeing,
this Instrument is devastating. To rsiterate and for the sake
of memory, we have already bDeen pauverized, our moral concept
have been made into stricutres, methods for rcecorientation lacking
and means of adjustmcnts are avsent in that 2rozram. In
substance, we are asked to relocate in the nudism after our
equipments accumulated through forty years of toil, denials,
sacrifices and hopes have been emasculated throuzh the process
of our pauperization and evacuation. :

Any individual vossessed of thouzht and understandinz will
concede the fact that years are required to duild good will or
the establishment of scund business relations in any new community.
Added to this is the need of finance and capital as sudsistence
during the interval. Even in the redimentary pursuits such as
that of farming and agriculture, a veriod of adjustment is man-
datory...the purchase or rental of land; its gradation into
production; acgquirement of implem:znts and tools and the reguire-
ments of subsistence during the interval. All these reqguire
years of patience, effort, tolil, sacrifices, denials, and
capital for investment. The majority of us still left in these
Camps are -unable to face such undertakings. The best portion
of our years have been devoted to the building of the Pacific
Coast areas agricultural and economic wealth; we have dependents
and families upon whom responsibilities demand equipment of
essentials to cope with the strides of Civilization. These
means have been deprived from us througsh the often repeated me-
thods of our pauperization and evacuation. We are vauperized;
any and all the rights and privileges that should be our normal
nossessions as Citizens of this Nation are denied; the means
of social and economic security we built throuzh forty years
against persecution, discrimination and legislation...where are
they and who possess them? Is there any rectification for these
diabolical dispossessions? Certainly not through the Rehabili-
tation Program as it now constitute.
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After such nudation of oup material oossessions, we are
offered the lump sum of fifty dollars ver individual as relocation
alimong. If ever there existed a Shylock then, this transaction
is that usurer's pound of flesh...confiscatory, oregudiced,
unjust and illegitimate, ang contrary to all the basic orincinles
of Civilized usage. 523, 5 g

This statement is reinforced from the fact that the re-
ception of the fifty dollars from the hands of our Social Agency
necessitate the pauper's oath. Those that already have re-
located was not given to be aware of the siznificance of that
oath. This oath is tantamount to disfranchis -msnt and disinheri-
tance...veritable Issau's o0t or porridze. This in turn nre-
vents us from seeking Bedress, justice and equity in the Courts
and Tridbunals of the land as established for our protection by
the Constitution and the 3111 of Rights. IT LUST 3& R .iilBZRED
TH:SZ PROT:CTIVZI RICHTS WIER: LSTA3LISHLD BY TH:I BLOOD, LIFZ AND
SACRIFICIS CF THZ RaVCLUPICNAXY HEROES FOR ALI_RICA AXD ITS PCSTa-
RITY. In view of these desecrations against Humane 2Wghts, what
avall the shedding of blood; iother's sacrifices on foreign
battlefields and the acts of bewildering the American Public into
hatreds to save Democracy, to fight for the Freedom.

XV

As another item of complaint aszainst the Rehabilitation
Program is the false impression crsated among the American Public
to the effect that eighty thousand Citizens now impounded
in the various Concentration Camps are to be given their freedonm
throuzh the gristmill of the Hearing Board. This imoression is
not only false but maliciously concoted to evade responsibility
of giving justice and equity in our Tinal settlement. Theres exist
in the oresent form of the 3Zehabilitation Program no such a thing
as FREIDC.. in.the sznse intended oy God and Jature; the Heroes
that died for Liberty, equality, fresdom and justice and the
Shedding of blood and Life for the emancipation of Slavery.

It must be argued that freedom does not mean regimenta -
tion which is now imposed updn those who have relocated. Free-
dom is the absence of restraint from Buresaucratic Agencies. The
Rehadilitation Program is full of red taoe, Jrovisos and
conditions that binds the rslocatee to the central authority of
the "RA. It is regimentation on the sly. !

Again, in the formula of the Rehabilitation 2rogram, there
€xist no ethical procedures of reoressntaticn by us either
throuzh eclected members from among the Internees th:=ms<lves, or
through delegated powers to People of their choice. The orero-
gative of 7oice in the formulation of any business transaction...
in the moulding of our future and destinies...is ths absolute

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Right of the Individual as uaranteed in the basic structures
of our Government. Thereby, THZ BUIAHS IIGHTS OF EZVEN THE S:ALL-

1In
vier of such, then, why the denial of unconditional restitution

The Society for the
orevention of cruelty to animals have outlawed the twisting of
animals tails or people may not outrage the feelings of animals
by cutting thelir ears or tails. Stern legislation has placed
fear in the callous or the vruel soO intended. And yet, the ver-
petuation of mental and spiritual cruelties are permitted to
ravage the happiness of many ... persecution, discrimination,
legislation, ostracism, segregation or concentration.

After all, EHumanity with all its weaknesses ... what 1s
its equation? Cats and dogs fetch their price. Are we then, of
lower worth and value as compared to the price of hogs and steers
fattened for the slaughter? And yet, we are asked by the _

life anew ... after the best portion of our physical strength
nave veen devoted toward the welfare of this Nation, and.our
nunble securities destroyed ... in new environments with mo
assurances, with no guarantees, with no securities but the Ll by
dollars that spell disinheritance and disfranchisement through
its pauper's oath. Yes, fifty dollars is all that is offered

to go out on relocation with the ultimate result of tracing our
wearied forms into the categories of social and economic out-
casts ... 1nto penetentiaries, insane asylums and institutions
of charity ... a neucleus of paupers add mendicants from a pcople
dedicated to industry, frugality, pvatience and honor. Uhat is
the basis for such foreboding charges? It is simsly this...

the nlanners of the Rehabilitation Program have not been able

to forget planned security, which is fit only for felons and
criminals; they have been unable toforget regimentation which

is suited only to slaves and chattels Bor massproduction, and
they are certainly devoted to the task of white washing the de-
secrations commktted against the Condgitution, the 3111l of Rights,
Humanitarian usages and the decent concention of education and
civilization. All toward what objective? Bureaucracy and g

job for themselves in verpetuity...tennure of office. That

is the RIHA3ILITATICN PROGRAM AS IT IS NO%W CCN3TITUTED.

The imperfections of moral, spiritual, and mental consider-
ations bestowed upon us throuzh the Rehabillitation Program and
in these Concentration Camps is ghoulish enough. Any considera-
tion of Humanitarian princinles and usages would have rcemoved
any and all the indecenciss of self interest by giving judicial
considerations to justice and equity in the hands of competent,
fair minded individuals dedicated to the preservation of the
ideals and orincivles that motivate 4 this heterogeneity of
Minorities into the cosmopolitanism and democracy of these U.S.A.
Indeed, the stability of a Soclal Structure is dependent upon
the dominant characteristics of the Poeple. In ths confinement
of cizhty thousand of us Citizens of this Country without due
orocess of Law, is a deliberate attempt at the destruction of our
moral and spiritual worth. Toward what objective? <+s it worth
the effort, and the one hundred and twenty millions of dollars
of the ta x payersmoney already expended in our confinmment and
more in sore next year unless the errors of judgement are
rectified in timé?

In the meanwhile, what voice have Christianity, American
Ideals, Democracy, Freedom, Liberty, Justice, Zquity or the
coinsgd phrases of the various Freedoms uttered by our President
in the disposition of our future and fate? The efforts of
the iissionaries, the efforts of our Zducators...have they all
been nothing but cat's paws to pull the chestnuts out of the
fires for ijonopolies and selfish designs?

Democracy is fighting for Freedom and the American ﬁgys of
Life...so assures the President to us. In spite of tkis Presi-

What is fair as compensation in such situations as that
which confront us? Can they, as a matter of social and econo-
mic justice, be measured in terms of so much per individual ®©
soften the ingured feelings or mental and spiritual anguish?

In the making of this question, it must be remembered that the.
situation, the conditions, the methods and orocedures of our
pauperization, evacuation, concentration and the uncertainties
of our futures are not of our making. THE CAUSE OF CUR COKDITIC
. ..CONDENATION OF ~IGHTY THOUSAND CITIZZNS CF THIS NATICN
WITEOUT DUE P3IOCESS OF LAW...LIADS DIRZICTLY TO TH3 ACTS CF
FRANKLIN D. ZO0SEVSLT AND HIS POLITICAL APPOINT .ES.

In all fairness to the injured, should not the People of
this United Stated of Worth America consider thelr equitable
adjustment in terms of social, economic, mental, soiritual and
moral contributions toward the wealth of this Nation? A close
acguaintance of thsir characteristics will reveal the fact that
the Laws of the land forbid acceptance of them as Citizens thrc
naturalization; that they have been discriminated against both
by legiglation and moral persecution. In the face of these cdds
they nevertheless indicated strong tendencies toward this
Country as a land of theilr adoption; many have buillt their hopes
and invested their all with the fond intention of finding a
grave yard on these Soils; they denied, sacrificed and toiled
to bring up their children in the ways of America to the exclu-
tion of their own inherited sentiments; they have abided by the
Laws of this land in a manner that need not shame anyone; thelr
frugality and toil hgve been used by their detractors as
instruments of pr=judicebut from the sense of sanity such
attributes should be credited to them as tangible moral worth
inasmuch as these denials were the foundations for their
contribution toward the economic wealth of this Nation and tovar
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the elevation of the social and moral structure of their
communitises in the light they wers permitted to evolve agalnst
the handicaps of denials, legislations and versecution. Indeed,
thouzh denled naturalization they nevertheless acted and bzshaved
through intention and throuzh thelr acts, in such manner that
condemnation cannot be aimed at them. Their living proof lies
in their children. There are many fathers and mothers whose
hearts bled with divided emotions at the time of the draft 1into
Army serive. Thelr Sons were needed and they save their consent
from an acknowledgement of gratitude for the p;ivileges they were
niggardly permitted to enjoy during their sojourn in this
Country. After all, they could have made conscientious denial
for such sacrifices. And, what is their reward? Thesepapas
and mamas are ziven scant consideraticns as Humans, while their
sons are spilling thelr blood, or leaving thelr carcass on the
bleak stretches of the Aleutians, the Torrid heat of the SoUth
west Pacific Island, the burning sands of Northern Africa
and at the heel of the Ttalian Boot. Indeed, these old Peopnle
brought up their children in such ways that they never need be
a burden upon the society and tax payers of this Country.

As consideration then should not the REZHA3ILITATION P OGRAL
be built in such ways as to satisfy thelr emasculation in a
Jumahitarian manner backed up by the American jdeals and princl-
nles of falr olay, Jjustice and equity?

Finally, we are led into a belief by the President that
Democracy is threatened with extinction Dy the Axis Powers. Cn
the contrary, we adners to the belief that Democracy 1s threatened
from witnin this Nation itself. The agitations carried on by
organized and seclfish minorities on the Pacific Coast Areas
are, oy their very acts, destructive of those elements for which
the Revolutionary Hzross shed their blood, and sacrificed
their Lives. They are uprooting Americanism through abuse of
Liberty. In justice and fairness to all, these are the elements
of disloyalty to the State and to the Nation in contradistinction
to the so-labeled disloyalty of those Americans confined in
Tule Lake for causes made justifiable throuzh the President's
acts of delegated powers. Indeed, if confinement behind
barbed wire fences are considered humanitarian, then these
individuals of organizatlons snould be in our place. Certainly
if is they were notb delegated by Nature of by God to deny us
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those privileges and prerozatives that oelonz to us by Right
of Inheritance as Citizens of this Xation. The acts of the

President himself are denials of those suarantees established
by the Boston ®a Party, the Declaration of Independence, the

freming of the Constitution and the Bill of Rights and the

Proclamation for the Zmancipation of Slavery. The President
himself have been giving Democracy too many beatings for her

safety and security.

Thus, as loyal Citizens of this Country...adhering to the

Principles, Zthics and Ideals contained in the Constitution,

the Bill of Rizhts, the Constitutional Amendmznts and Lincoln's
Proclamation for the Emancipation of Slavery...we are unable

to give conscientious adherence to the Third Term President's
policies and interpretations through his political apnoointees
such as the ¥War Relocation Authority and its Rehabilitation
Program in the mouldinz of our Destinies and Fate. Wo CERTLISLY

(a) In none of the Acts and procedures of the Evacuation,
Concentration, apuperization, Emasculation and the
moulding of our Destinies have there existed any sem-
blance of equity, justice, democratic practices,
fair play or due process of Law that have made this
Country into a great Democratic lation.

(b) The WRA have not discharged its responsibilities and
obligations as given us in the assurances and promises

: at the time of the evacuation.

(c) The whole Administration have flagrantly violated
the principles of fair play by reducing us into a helo-
less condition first and then making an effort to
unload the responsibilities upon us. :

(d) - The responsibilities of satisfying the obligations
imposed upon themselves by their wilful and forceful
methods and procedures of the evacuation, our pauperi-
zation, Emasculation, Concentration and the moulding
of our Destinies without our consent or through our
representation is strictly and wholly within the



. keeping of the Roosevelt Administration to perform.
(e) Ve maintain any and all the consequences that have
happened throuzgh the evacuation, concentration and our
vauperization ahopened throuzh the causes olaced there
oy the negligence and impotency of the various Govern-
mental Agencies handlingz the same. THZ CRIZIN CF ALL
THESE CAUSES IS THzZ HAXINGS OF THL RCOSZVELT AD.LIHIS-

TRATION. The same charge hold true in any future

_ developments until such time as an eguitable settlzment

is made in our behalf.

we maintain the removal of our Person and 30dy from the
nlaces of our habitation were not of our volition; and is in
direct conflict with the nrinciples and ideals set forth in the
Constitution and the Bill of Rizhts.

After all, a promise is a oromise, guaranttees are guarantees,

and oblizations are obligations. And, this is America. It 1is
sunsosed to be the land of the FREE. Justice and Democracy are
susposed to dwell in this U.S.A. But, where are they today?

A sizht of them would give assurance to the sincerity of the
Presidents utterances on the various Freedoms of the Atlantic
Charter, the fight for fresedom or the war to save Democracy to
the 7orld's enslaved Pcovles. A little application of sincerity
and Humanitarian aspets toward those eizhty thousand Cltlzens
confined behind barbed wire fences for no Sins of the own, and a
better fulfillment of his Presidential vows, would be more secmly
in the Zyes of the Unbelieving, to History and to Posterity.

Thereby, has Justice, Democracy, and the Ideals and Princi-
pcles of Americanism fallen so low as to necessitate the making
of these accusations for any rectification of manzled Rights
and Privileges?

e repeat azgain ... the paupsrization, the emasaalation,
thz evacuation, the concentration, the denial of Liverty and
Freedom and the lient21l tortures that now inflect us my be
visited upon other Minorites tomorrow unless America awakens
to the sacrileges made upon the inalienable Rizhts of American
Citizens throuzh false interpretations of the Instrumcnts of our
Government, and by the use of vain and begulling words.
Rectification should be immediate and complete.

In view of thess charges, we refer you back to our claims
and demands, and pray that America, throuzh its elected Reoresen-
tatives in Congress, take immediate steps to rectify the cruel-
ties and injustices now un-Constitutionally visited upon cizhty
thousand Citizens of this Nation without cause or vroof,

The acts of our pauperization, emasculation, evacuation,
concentration, and the moulding of our Destinies without our
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consent or representation are several of these infringements upon
Humane Rights guaranteed by the Constitution and the 3111 of
Rights. Our Instruments of Government were established with
judicial thouszht as zuidance for the destiny of the kation and
its people, and was not established for the purpose of a cloak

to disguise unholy ambition.

Thereby, the further submission by us to these un-Consti-
tutional acts and oprocedures is not only demoralizaing to our
mental, ohysical and moral structures, but on the contrary, a
further submission will contribute toward the sabotaging of the
social political, and economic fabric built by the sacrifices
of past Americans...a retrozression of the efforts conceived
in Liberty, Justice, Freedom and Democracy into the Age of

Tyrants and Dictators.
