It is the only ene of the ten other Camps that have re-
fused to bow to WRA dietatorship. It was forced inte a Trusteeship.
For this activity, this affiant became f persona non grata with
the current edministration. This was early in the year of I943.

(p) Next, he was elected as Chairman teo represent Block # 22 in deal-
ings with the WRA's loeal administration. As sueh, he saw the en-
trance of petty politics within the administration itself. To this
was added the experience of dictatotial tendencies on the part of
Guy Robertson, the Project Director towards the welfare of the
Internees. There was no indication of justice, equity or coopsra-
tion on his part to discharge the obligations and res.onsibiliti es
he was entrusted with upon the assumption of his office. This
affiant opposed all of his suggestions,measures and dictatorial
proceedures as hurtful to the future and destinies of the Evacuees.
Robertson and Todd became more resentful .because of theks opposition

When the so-called Self Government was instituted, this affiant
was elected Councilman to superceed his Chairmanship from Block # 22
In this capacity, he maede himself still more obnoxious to the
Administration for the following reasons...(I)...Robertson had
menaged the organization of this Body tg his satisfaction.

that saw danger in s the measures introduced or, sponsored by
the Administration and consequently opposed. (3) The reasons for
any such oppositions were Dbroadcast &t the affiant's regular
lionday night's meeting to the discredit and consternation of the
other Councilmen who had agreed e discretion at Administration
intimations. Trust end confidence in these Block representatives
waned in direct proportion as this Affiant's interest and efforts
in behalf of the Evacuees became kowmn. This earned for him the
envy and hatred of his fellow Councilmen &s well as the admini-
stration desire to become rid of him. Seeing the futility of
progress in view of such opposition to the welfare and interests
of the Residents, this Affiant resigned from their partnerghip.
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(a) The Affiant orgenized the Fair Play Committee of One and apvointe
himself as m It's Chairman.
(The idea of a fair play Committee took form in this Affiant's
mind in the Fall of I942 when relocation was established at Heart
Mountein because of the following reasons, i.e.,

(1) JACL sell out
(2) WRA bondoegling and inconsistencies.)
(e) This Affiant established the formulae...'No commitment to # 27 of

questionaire until after clarification of our Citizenship Rights
and Status by Judicial pronouncement or by Congressional Act'.
(This was at the time of the I943 induction.)

For the reasons heretofore given, this Affiant i s familiar with
the psychological aspects of the WRA administrative staff at Heart Liounta
the Sentinel,which is an Administration sponsored publicetion: the Coun-

cilmenic Body;the hopes, the aspirations and the sentiments of the In-
terned residents of Heart Mountain Camp.

In particular, this Affiant is well acquainted with the editorial
policies of the Sentinel, the Pacific Citizen and the Rocky Shinpo in-
asmuch as their attitude mmmemmnmd directly concerned the wellfare of
the Fair Play Committes.

It took definite form about April 1943 when a
request for clarification of Citizenship Rights and Status was
placed before the President of the United States through the
intermediary of lerion Anderson of the Lagazine....Common Ground.
Actual sctivities was begun by thiks Affient in the Month of Octobe
when he issued a Proclamation of disatisfaction and demand for
redress to the President, Generasl Emons, the Public at large
through the medium of orgenizations and the Press...48 of them.
This was followed by a campaign of Public address within
the Heagt liountain Camp demanding justice, equity, mmbmemith &ass-
urances, guarantees and settlement in opposition to the JACL
and WRA program of pauperization and the wrecking of Internee
Future and Destinies as embodied in their Relocation Progrem.

About this period... Octobefg;December of I943...this Affiant
saw the need of a proper clarification of our Citizenship Rights
and Status either by Judiecial pronouncement or through Congress-
jonal 4ct. It is the pivotal concept around which revolve the
proper orientation of obligations and responsibilities of the
interned Nigseis.

Determined to place into execution ( at this time) a challenge
to the WRA and the Militaiz their right of detention. (This idea
was borrowed away back in April of I943 at the time of the Hira-
bayashi Case and, the escape of two youngsters from Camp. It was
constantly on the mind but, various obstacles intervened.)

Envisioned the applicetion of the Selective Service Aot to sus-
pended Citizens...(Interned Citizens of Japanese Ancestry).

By February of 1943, adherents to the ideals and principles ex-
ponnded by this Affiant (#7) had established itself in defiance
to WRA and Councilmenie frowns.

This connection was made known to the local Administration for,
Samuel lMenin, the attorney was held several hours in the Adrini-
stration office undergoing inquisition as to whom he wished to
vigsit and with what objective. He was also at the same time given
to understand by Guy Robertson that Xiyoshi Okamote, this Affiant
was a dangerous person and was destined for Tulle Lake in the
near future. Mennin's visit became public knowlege within the

Center the next da8y. In general, Robertson tried indirect inti-
midation as preveptive to Mennin's legal representation in be-
helf of the said Kiyoshi Okamoto or to the Fair Play Committee.

Numbers I4 and I5 was submitted to the Rocky Shinpo, Pacifie
Citizen, the Denver Post and the Chicego Tribune as news items.
The Sentinel, located within the Camp and tool of the Administ-
ration ignored it. So did the Pacific Citizen. To this Affiant's
knowlege, only the Rocky Shinpe acknowleged it in it's columns.

Reguests for Public education as to the ideals, principles &and
objectives of the Fair Play befame insistent. The Nissei sub-
division was formed seperately as an independent unit. This be-
came necessary inasmuch as the ST e rIawr o application
of the Selective Service Law became imminent. The members held
the idea Congress overlooked the rights and status of suspended
Citizens in Concentration Camps when It enacted the Selective
Service Law in I940. This opinion necessitated a clarification

of Nissei rights and status as & possible ammendment to that Law.

Because of # I7,an educational unit was orgenized. Used Mess hall
