l. Enclosed herewith is a copy of the memorandum form for the
Nisei-Kibei questiomnaire, some 1500 of which forms were turned over
to ‘Mr. McGovern, W.C.C.A. Manager for Camp Harmony, the Japanese
Evacuation Camp at Puyallup, Washington.
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2, These forms were taken down by Commander Luke S. May of the
Office of Naval Intelligence, Thirteenth Naval District and Major
Kellogg on June 25, both officers being in civilian clothes and con-
tecting no one except Mr. McGovern and two of his assistants. As per
telephone conversation this date between Major Kellogg and Major
Gustorf, James Sakamoto, Mayor of Camp Harmony started to distribute
these questionnaires for execution under the auspices of the Japanese
American Citizens League, but due to internal friction in the Camp,.
