o one can truly appreciate, I am sure, just what evacuation has meant to you,
Perhaps, your admiristrative staff and your Center Manager can come nearer to such
appreciation than eny other Csucasians. On the basis of their appreciation we can
do no less than aGrire the eririt, the morale, and the attitude of this wmmnity.
The ability and the willineucss of residents to do'ef‘fectively and readily most of

the actual work comecs0d with the “usiness of teking care of each other has made
the responsibility for the opersticr of this Censer a comparatively light respon-
sibility. It has made our job cesy wheo it might have been hard, It has given us

The Merced Assembly Center School
opencd on Juuc 10, 1942, and closed on
August 21, a session of 11 wecks. It was
an informal cducational progrum conduct-
ed for a limitcd timc. Thore werc many
handicans and difficultics to cope with
throughout the sossion, but duc to the
splendid coopcration of the Aduinistira-
tion officials, tocachors, and the rosi-
dents of tho Ccnter, we foel vo can call
the school a succcsse It was an cxpor-
icnec very poeculiar and unique in the
history of Amcrican cducution. We shall
attempt to gl¥e a brict pleturc of the
work donc by the Education Department.

MERCED ASSTMBIY CINTER AND ITS PEOPLE

Merced Asscmbly Center vas a com-
munity madc up of 4500 Jepancse of which
about 1000 wecre school~age children. All
the people were cevacuecs, forced by the
war to loave their normal way of living
for the duration and to rcside temporar-
ily in +this Centecr. Undcr their smilos
and seemingly good humor, thurc could be
dctectod a fecling of uncasinces and un-
certainty,

The Issci vere concorned over thelr:
immediate families 1in TJapan; all were
worried abrut their rclatives and
friends in other Ccntcrs. Haowovoer, the
grcatest concern was that of the Nisci,
or the Second Genorations. Thoy asikcd:
"thy weren't wo,Amcrican citizens to the
core, not askcd to help for the causc of
our country," and "That doos the futurc
hold for us aftcr we arc rcleased from
the Relocation Centor?®

With all thesce problems--couplcd
ith the cffiet of moving avay from buse
incss, homes and pcople they lovel=-=it
was casy to scc that the education of the
children was of last econecrn. Undcr nor-
mal conditions,thc Japanosc parcnts havo
gtrived and sacrificed for theo cducation
of their children, Undcr these condi-
tions cduecation had to take & back scat.

NO DEFINITE SCHOOL HOUSE

The Centor school was a school with-
out a school housc. Twe Recreaticn halls:

tho influx of late evacuecs.

Classroons vere too small, There
were no desks, no blackboards, no text-
books for scveral wecks. In many classes,
children studiod sitting or lying on the
ccment floore Tenchors had to typewrite
or mimeograph the lcssons for their stu-
dents or beeome hoarsc due to shouting
and talking incossantly to get the un-
divided attcntion of the students. :

NON~COMPULSORY

The school was not ecompulsory.Chil-
dren @id not havo to attedd: echoel,” Many
students, cspocinlly thce older ones,took
full advantage of this and switched to
rcereational activities  which were more
intcresting.

Children thought they were contitlcd
to make  full usc of their sumer vaca-
tion=-==hich to theom was a period of ro-
laxation from cverything. Parcnts were
rnore or loss leniont and did not urge
their ehildren to attend.

JLPANESE SCHOOL TEACHERS

Beeause the tcachers were Japancse,

Many of the chil=-
dren wiere so dependent upon and so at-
tachcd to their peronts, we had a diffi-
cult time in concouraging the children to
lcave their mothers and play with the o-
ther childrene The mothers helped us
overcome this diffieulty by graduslly
steying away,

We felt it was our duty to help
cach child to bc a kind of grosmup pe-
ronts went their child to be., Wo did not
want him to be a "yes" men, always sub-
missive and letting others walk a1l o-
ver hime Nor did we wan't him always to
have his o way, to be boss in ordor to
heve any sctisfaction in living. But wo
did want him to lecern that succossful
living is a mattor of give aznd toke,

Mergearet, for instance, lcerns thet
she has certain rights as an individual
and she may asscrt those rights. But all
the other children have rights as At
dividuals, too. Social 1lifo begins
vhen individual rights overlap with the
others,

Mergoret is eble to leorn very eer-
ly at nurscry school thet, "We all tcke
turns playing on tho shdo, Margarct,
Got in line end wait for your turn." Sho
discovers tlet +toking turns is part of
the fun of playing togethar,

Sanetike ;ﬂe can get quick results,
by saying, f..Te is a good boy because
he behaves, but ‘Peter is bad." However,
if we make a child feel he is bad or com
pare him unfevorable with other children,
we my give & burden of guilt or a feel~
ing of inadequacy. The stronger air ab-
ility to use the method of getting the
child to learn by observation and exper-
lence, the better we meet his immediate
needa and the better we prepare him for
a well-ad justed grownup.

Probably we ought to be able todraw
sorme- va luable dcduction and conclusion
from our c¢xpericnec in the mursery, in
rcgards to the problem of child rearing.
The only conclusion we've comc to is
pretty gencral and triic. Parents must
romember cach child is an individual. No
solution can be a megic formula to prob-
lems, always sure to succeed, but a sug-
gestion to bc adopted to individual ca-
S€ Se

Although our nursery did not have
tho proper facilitics and equipment, we
werc ablc to carry on our work quite
successfully dwe to the excellent ccop-
cration wc received.Wec arc very gratcful
to evaryone who helped and sincercly
thank the mess hall workers and munners S,
Miss Riasetto and the hospital : staf ©*,
Mre.
