the figures released by the "Information Bulletin•• of 
the relocation center. Since th• first c,xodus of 447 
from North Portland and Puyallup Assembly Center in 
~une 4, settlement of the center has been on the steady 
increase. 

Contingent of I07 from northet'n o.nd southern Wash• 
ingtoK entered the center June 4. Center's entire popu• 
lation along With that ot 
IvfarysvilH• s will be re-
moved to Tulelake connnenc• 
ing Jun~ 15 and cleared by 
July 1.

Partitioned latrines and flush facilities are already 
installed. Mess Halls are built to aceomodate from 250 
to 330 persons at one sitting and, cm the whole, are a 
lot cl~aner than the ones at Walerga. The food is not 
served eafeteria. ntyle • but waiters and wo.i tresses g3l'\l'e 
th~ people at th•ir tables. 

Eath Jlook, of 1vhich there are over ~O, •onsists of 
fourteen barracks for 250 persons, two women's showers 
and toilet, ono men's shower and toil~t, one laundry, 
ona building with ironing faciliti€s, one mess room and 
n reorention hall. 

Also gleanad from the detailed letter by Sugiyama 
vms the fa.ct that all evacuees going there on the train 
1.;ill be able to get off right in front of the Centor 
::1nd th(i trucks will be there to help with the bo.ggagQ. 
The Clarksburg group took a.pproxi:mately 16 hours to 
reach the destination. 

Among the facilities Sug;iyrunn o.ttended a 
d.a,noe held in the center 
and wc.s surprised to find 
girls in silk stockings 
n.nd high heels; nnd boysa 
l;lui·ts and ties.
