-In Marech, the year of 1000, all was thirty yens
in my pocket went to Canton, China, with restless ambition
and hope to accomplish something but all was in vain on
account of the Boxer War.

Four years from thence I wandered around the
different countries nameiy: Malay, Sumatra, India, Africa,
and Burope. And at last I was drifted to United State
America on the 28rd. Sept. 1904.

By means of self-supporting I entered to the
Buchtel Academy at Akron, Ohio, in 1905 and graduated
from this school in 1907 In the folleowing year I entered
to Buchtel College which now called Akron University. I there
remainéd only year in studfing mechnical engineering.

I passed the examination and I was admitted to
enter for the Architecture Department at Syracuse University
in 1908, and entersd en the 20th. Sept. 1908,

In the second year I was elected for the business
manager of the Cosmopolitan club at S. U In my third
year I won $50,00 prize by the competition of designing
the gate way to the Burkley Park, Syracuse, N. Y.

In my fourth year I was elected for the Vice=~

president of the Architecture Soceity, at 8. U.
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By the faculity of the Fine Arts, S. U. granted
me the membership of the Honorary Seceity which correspounds
to Phi Beta Kappa, in other college. In June 1912 I was
appointed as the Marshal for the class of '12, by l;can Parker.
I was awarded the Luther Gifford Prize $100.00 for being ‘mdde
the highest marks in four years at University.
