S, and uncovered al
cache of what police believe may|
be pre-Pearl Elarber Japanese
propaganda, was disclosed by juv-|
enile authorities here yesterday. |

The youngsters finally were ap-,
prehended when A, J. Holben, |
manager, became suspicious of re-
curring strange noises he heard
coming from the back of the ho-
tel, When he investigated he found
the boys using an ax to break open
the stored trunks of evacuated
Japanese.

The boys fled, but several were
arrested by police a few blocks
away.

Questioned by Capt. G. W. Kim-
hall, head of the Junior Safety
Division, the captured youths im-
plicated their companicns, The
boys related to Kimball lurid tales
of finding Japanese literature, ma-
chine-gun bullets, cartridge belts
and rolls of film. )

Detective Lieut. C, E. Neuser,
head of the nationa! defense de-
tail, reported the film was of a
“highly questionable nature,” and
'that a further investigation of it
will be necessary.

The ammunition and cartridge
‘belts were found to be of Amierj-
‘can manufacture, and Neuser said
‘the literature was “‘harmless” and
consisted mostly of American-pub-
lished books. .
