ong.
in New York during Mr. Kasson's visit,
and the material is already on the way to
Seattle.

"THE METHODIST CONFERENCE.

Both men are strong accessions to the
board of bishops, and will do good work
in their new offices.

It was clear that unless somebody with-
drew while the balloting for bishops was
in progress a deadlock would result and
that the matter would prsbably be indef-
initely postponed. Hamilton, Moore, Ber-
ry and Spellmyer were in the lead. The
friends of the first three got together and
talked the situation over. It was settled
that somebody must withdraw, and as Ber-
Ty was the youngest, and would therefore
_have another chance, the choice seemed
to fall on him. Moore and Hamilton were
too old to wait for another opportunity.
Hence at the opportune time Dr. Berry an-
nounced his withdrawal. He had just re-
ceived the highest vote, and the announce-
ment was a figurat{ve bombshell. In so
doing he had gone contrary to the wishes
of his strongest supporters. His with-
drawal did not cause his constituency to
forsake him at once, as on the succeed-
ing ballots he continued to receive a large
vote. At length the votes graduzlly me:t-
ed,away, and Moore and Hamilton came
to the front. In stepping aside when he
did Dr. Berry made many friends. He re-
lieved a strained condition, and as he him-
self said, he greatly relieved himself.
There is a tacit understanding that this
action on the part of Dr. Berry will in-
sure him the clection four years hence.
As he is a young man in comparison with
the other candidates, he can’' afford to
walt

The conference has been radical in some
respects—some think revolutionary—but
no mattertwhich word expresses the spir-
it of its conduct, one fact looms up with
great prominence. Many reforms were ac-
complished and ministers and  visitors
alike give strong-headed laymen credit for
it. They were conservative {n their view
and proposed no wild schemes, but they
did insist upon the application of bus'n-s3
principles in matters of admintstration
and finance. Changes were made that will
result in the saving of several hundred
thousand dollars during the .mext four
years, without impairing the efiiciency of
the church. There was no dallylng or.
temporizing—the lay leaders fought per-
sistently for retrenchment and reform,
and they accomplished their purpose.

NORTHWEST DELEGATES.

The delegates from the Pacliic Northwest
paid strict attention to business, and it
they did nnt all skine on the floor of the
conference, they worked diligently in the
committees and voted regularly. It was
nn small thing to get the floor, especially
when 2 hot debate was in progress and
about one hundred strong-lunged fellows
were clawing the air and ‘yelling “Mr.
President” with all their might. It is a
good thing to be able to get the floor and
then speak to advantage, but some people
think equally good work can be done in

the committees and lobby.

For the last seven or eight years the
publishing business of the church on the
Coast has been managed by an agent of
the New York house, with headquarters
at San Francisco. - Churches on the Coast
and as far east as Montana were expected
to order all their supplies from the San
Francisco depository. The department al-
so had the management of the California
and Pacific Christian Advocates. Fifteen
of the sixteen California delegates came
to the conference with a memorial asking
that the Coast publishing business be
tursed over to a commission of seven, to
be chosen from the California and South-
ern California conferences. This was done
and 2 bonus of $7500 allowed as a con-
tingency fund, to be used In setting the
business upon a self-supporting basis. This
will relfeve a condition that has seriously
distressed Puget Sound Methodists asmuch
as it has California Methodists. The com-
missfon will have full authority in the
-matter of electing managers and agents
for the San Fraocisco depository and the
Calffornia Advocate. A separate commis-
sion will manage The Pacific Advocate.

A FORMER SEATTLE PASTOR.

There are a good many people living in
Seattle who will remember Dr. W. P.
George, once pastor of the First M. E.
Church in that city. They will also de
interested in knowing what he has been
doing, how be has been getting along, and
what his future prospects are. Bishop
Goodsell was the presiding bisthop when
Dr. George was relleved of the pastorate
of the First Church. The bishop agreed
to take care of him, and as a preliminary
step appointed him to Beacon Hill Church,
a nominal! appointment. It was upder-
stood that the doctor was not to go to
his appointment. According to his view of-
the matter the bishop falled to “take care
of him.”” He soon found his way to Kan-
sas City, Mo., and became.pastor of the
Second Presbyterian "Church in that city.
In order to maintain his standing as a
Methodist he took 2 location as a Tocdl
preacher. While in the Presbyterian
Church he arnused the opposition of ths
aspiring Presbyterian preachers by his
popularity and an effort was made to get
rid of him.

When officers of the police department
have been questioned as to why they have
permitted so many bunco men to {nfest
the city, they have invariably replied that
they were all going to Nome as soon as
they. could secure transportation.- The
first rush to Nome 15 over, and no famil-
ijar faces are missing from the hordes
of criminals.

Van De Vanter’s friends claim that so
long as he is in office he is a menace to
the ring: he can curtail .to a certain ex-
tent their power, and make their work
very difficult. Hence the plan for his
removal. To accomplish this, as stated
in the outset, it is claimed the entire
power of the police force is being ex-
erted.

In one respect it is claimed the ring-
sters have Van De Vanter at a disad-
vantage at present. He cannot, it Is said,
fight them on their ground, and force the
criminal and sporting classes to terms
for the very sufficient reason that his
opponents have control of the board of
county commissioners, which can, at any
time, reduce the number of the sheriff's
deputies and render him absolutely help-
less. As it is the sheriff has barely
enough deputies to do the business of
his office.

Many Republicans charge that the
Humes crowd is endeavoring to build up a
machine, beside which the old Hunt-Mec-
Graw-Hellbron ring would stand as a
representative of purity in politics. It
is claimed that if this crowd succeeds now
in obtaining absolute control of the
party machinery, than an era of politi-
cal corruption will be inaugurated which
will stand unsurpassed even in the rotten
annals of the Republican party.

Religious Ceremony at ““Catholis
Mission.” /

‘“VANCOUVER, B. C., Wednesday, May
30.—The salmon fishing season has about
commenced and the Indlans are getting
ready to reap their rich harvest from the
sea, which, in many cases, enables them
to Jive in comparative luxury for the rest
of the year. A great number of fisher-
men live at the pretty village directly
across the inlet from Vancouver known
as- the “Catholic Mission,” and Father
Chirouse in charge yesterday called them
all together and told them that as they
were leaving their homes for a long time,
he wished to remind them of their ob-
ligations ,as good Catholics. The whole
village mbied and sang hymns in the
Indian tongue .while the village band
played the iment. A .pr
was then formed and the Indians taken
to the end of the village, where the birth
of Christ was represented. There was
the manger, the ox and the ass, and the
image of the infant Jesus; in the back-
ground was a hill where shepherds
watched a flock of sheep. A sermon was
preached in Chinook, describing the
scene and transjated into the Squamish
tongue for those who could not under-
stand the trade labpguage.. The proces-
sion then went to the other end of the
village, where a scene was presented rep-
resenting the crucifixior of Christ, the
lay figure of Christ op the cross being
raised on a hill. Here the entire popula-
tion circled tiae cross and bowed thelr
heads in prayer and sang bymns whick
still kneeling. Several visitors from Van-
couver who witnessed the scene said that
it was the most impressive ceremonlial of
the kind that they had ever witnessad,
and that tke Indians seei:ed to be ex-
tremely devout,and much impressed with
the object lesson afforded them. -
