In Germany, Mr. John-
son sald, thers appears .to be a deter-
mination’ to make the emplre a nation
of artisans, for in every clty of any con-
sequence thero are schools devoted en-
tirely to trade and technical education.
In these schools the children ars im-
pressed with the idea that their whole
future depends on their learning a trade
and the discipline 1s such that t.here
appears to be uo escaye.

“There are four schools in Munlch

alone where trades arg taught,” sald
Mr. Johnson, . “I cann? anticipate my
report to the board, but I will say that

my trip abroad has served to enlighten
me vastly and 1 will make recommenda-
tions alohg certain lines that will be
sweeping In- thelr character. Germany
is becoming a natlon of artisans and
America must tollow her example if she
does not want to lose In the racs for
supremacy in the world of skilled -labor.
“I found in England that apprentices
are very fond of attending night school.
At Manchester they have an fmmense
buildine that accommodates
students. - There the boys get .the theory
of the trade they have selected as their
vocation, while when they are at work
they f"’ the practice. The fact that
there school In Manchester. where
the art of -brewing 'is taugnt, convinces
me that the old country is not quite
ripe for prohibition.

“In Germany .every master must send
his apprentices to school for at least six
hours avery week and he 1s not allowed
to deduct anythine from -their twages:
The apprentices are also required to
attend nlght school & certaln number of
hours each week, s0 that thelr educa-
Ton goes on without interruption. I was

Figures Show That in This City
One-Eighth as Much Wine
Was- Consumed New Year's
Eve as in New York.

A little more than eight times as
much champagne was drunk. in New
York on New Year's Eva as in Sealtle,
according to figures obtalned by The
New York: Times. In that city The
Times says that in the principal hotels

thero were consymed 40,894 quarts of
the [fizzling wine. Its estimated cost
was $286,188, and a majority of it was
of a vintage that cost en average of
$7 a quart.

In Seattls, aocording to a deaier who
gathered up figures, about 5.000 quarts
of the wine was consumed that svamrg.
The cost was figured at the rawe of $o
a quart or an estimated cost of 325.000.

New York City’s population s a little
more than thirteen times the population
of Seattle, 30 it will be seen that more
champagne was consumed in  Seattle
New -Year's Eva than in New fork, ac-
2ording to poupulation.

At the Hotel Belmont, New York,
moro h ne was ed than at
any other hotel visited. Hhere, accord-
ing to the figures taken from the stock
books of the wine cellar, it was learned
_that 4,200 quarts .were sold in the course
of the evening and night, .and that the
majority ‘of this champagne was of &
vintage. which sold &t anywhere- {rom
36 to 310 a quart, and as the average
price recelved was $7 a quart, the re-
ceipts. for champsg‘ne at this hotel alane
amounted to $29.400.
