on

The new organization, a result of the
work of severa] prominent Secattle Jap-
anese business men, will be s&n ex-
clusivaly Japanese organization, al-
though J. B. Powles, a well known Se-
altle commission merchant, will be ite
manager. TUnder Powles® direction, a
superintendent will be employed who
will direct the work of planting and cul-
tivation this winter and will superintend
the picking, packing and marketing next

Japanese Have Control

The Japanese heretofore have con-
trolled 80 per cent of the island straw-
berry production. The hard Iuck they
suffered the past season has _forced
them into the new organization and the -
plan is to pool the product of the berry
gardens and market them next year
through Seattle commission houses.

Powles said today that, whereas last
vear and the year before the island
growers received from 80 cents to 31.08
a crate, with even better results In
1309, the average net return last sea-
son was only 40 cents a crate. MHe also
seid that the white berry growers would
be Invited to form an association and
cooperate with the new organization.

A new varlety of berry, especially
suited to this climate, has been dis-
covered by Powles and will be planted
on Vashon Island. The berry bears the
name “Klondike” and keeps longer and
is finer locking than any of the old
varieties. :
