After DVelng
buffeted about for a,couple of
years by American boxers, he re-
furned to Tokyo and opened-a
school for would-be champlons.

A few years later Watanabe sent
five of his best to Moose Tausig,

Franrisco.

I'wo were deported for some reason
or another. .Two more boxed with
varying success. One, Maguchi, won
a number of bouts in Cam'crnia and
the other, with a half dozen syllables
and three or four ks in his name, did
almost as well.
