England’s Purchase of Docks
~ ¢t Singapore Gives Her and
Japan Immense Advantage
Where Far East Is Concerned

Gives Alliance Command of
~ Gateway to Pacific—Simply
. Facing Result of Conditions,
Not Making Demonstration,

By. Associated Press, Special Cable via.

LONDON, Monaay, Sept 25—The fact
that the Brltlsh government purposes to
establish a vast naval base at Singa-
pore, which was announced by the. Sun-
day Obseryer with the suggestion that
this was the first tangible result of the
new Anglo-Japanese ' alliance’ ang the
conclusion of the Russo-Japanese . War, |
affords the newspapers an opportunity
to discuss the situation of using' Singa-
pore as a base, which was announced
some time ago ‘when Admiral, Fisher
outlined the rcorganizajion plan.

The newspapers now point out the
tremendous strategic value of Singapore
as guarding the gateway of the Pacific,
and when open to Japan's war vessels
as .glving Great Britain and Japan thao
‘whip hand over the other European
countries. when the Far Esast \ls con-.
cerned.

Some of the morning papers are in-
clined o dwell upon this phase of the/
acquirement of the Singapore docks as
though at this time it was a demonstra-
tion of power by Great 'Britain. But
the government’s intention to purchase
the docks at Singapore has heen any
open secret for many months, and ac-
cording to good authority the British
government is simply facing the result
of the new strategic situation in the
Far East ‘and providing her:navy with
convenient docks at -Singapore, which
is the center of the Far East.

The Japanese alllance permitted the
withdrawal of five battleships from the
China Seas and there is no intention in
times of peace to dispatch a’ battleshlp
to ths Far Wast. The three’ cruiser”
groups—the Chinag, thé East Indies and
the Austmllan squadrons——will remain
as-before.

Meanwhlile the extensive docks of the
Tanjong Pagar Company - will be* purs
chased at a price to be fixed by the
arbitrators now Iin the Far Rast, of
which board Sir Michael Hicks-Beach
is the umpire, and Great Britain™ will
have one of the flnest naval bases in
the world, and one which, .in the event
of war, would be of the highest strat-
eglc value.

OHN P, ST. JOHN
70 SPEAK

The Great National Prohibition
Leader Will Deliver a Tem-
perance Address-at the New .
Labor Templs Tonight,

He Was at One Time the Gov-
ernor of Kansas and Led His
Party in the Great Presiden-
tial Fight of 1884,

Hon. John Pierce St. John, ex-governor
of Kansas and presidential candidate for
the Prohibition party in 1884, will reach
Seattle late this afternocon and tonight
will deliver an address on prohibition in
the new Labor Temple, corner of Uni-
versity Street and Seventh Avenue.

Mr, St. John is one of the strongest
prohibition workers in the .world today.
He went to Portland recently "for the
purpose of delivering an address before
the Temperance Congress- assembled
there, and his speech was the hit of the
meetlng ‘While he voted for Bryan in
1800 he has always been a strong sup-
porter of prohibition and is firm In his
belief that some day the greatest states-
men in the Union will be found fighting
under the banners of the water; wagon
party,

Among the men who are lo sesert
the old parties for political Prohibition-
ism, he named Governors La Follette of
Wisconsin, eneen of Illinois, Hanley
of Indiena and Folk of Missouri. Each
name brought a round of applause in
Portland, as Mr. St. John marshaled its
owner under the Prohibition flag, and
the applause became boisterous when the
cheerful optimist gtretched his prophecy
to include Bryan and - Roosevelt. of
these statesmeéen he sald:

“William Jennings Bryan is coming
our way. He is a man of fauitless hab-
its and splendid personality.

“And there’s another man whose brav-
ery.no one questions——at whose approach
the very bears come down and surzeis
der. He understands nothing of this
question now. but when he wakes up to
the magnitude of the liquor evil-——when
he realizes that it menaces every home
in.the land, and even the perpetuity of
our government, then Theodore Roose-
veltt will lead the Prohibition move-
ment.”

NAVAL ARMISTICE =~

Line of Demarcation Along the -
. Coast,

ST. PETERSBURG, Monday, Sept. 25.
—Deteails were-obtained today of the na-
val armistice and demarcation line along
the Siherian coast arranged by the Jap-
anese and Russians September.18.
