Elsewhere in the state, however,|
shortages exist, and Mrs. Pearl
Wanamaker, state supervisor of
public instruction, - has announced
some communities have a dearth of
teachers.

Seattle {his school year has a
starting staff of 1,821 teachers and
principals and only 21 have left so
far for armed services. Forty-five
women teachers were ‘lost”
through marriage. Seattle schools
employ married women only as
substitute teachers.
