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Both Nations Signatories Of
Kellogg Peace Treatly To Out-
law War; China Sends Note
For Peaceful Settlement Of
Eastern Railway Dispute

MANY TROOPS ARE MASSED

SHANGHAIL, With
seemingly unobsessed by
charge the other with suspicions.
China and Russia show favorablg
inclinations to submit the Chinese
Fastern Railway issue to a diplomatic
means of settlement.

Although there has been TNO out-
break of hostilities on the Manchu-
rian-Siberian boundary, both countries
have massed forces of equal number
to be unleashed at a moment's notice
if the emergency arises. This 1S
about the only hostile-like move made
by both countries, during the current
répﬂrt. but otherwise both sides seem
eager to solve the issue through ne-
gotiations rather than by armed con-
flict.

China Sends Note

On July 22, the Nanking govern-
ment through Foreign Minister C.
T. Wang despatched a note to Mos-
cow showing its willingness to lay
the cards on the table before the
League of Nauons Or the Kellogg
pact signatories ior adjustment, but
so far no reply on the matter has
been forthcoming from the Soviet
capital. On the other hand Rus-
sia. also, has manifested an attitude
which speaks of solving the 1SSue
through diplomatic means.

However, the one obstacle for Rus-
sia to solve the issue through peace-
ful means is that she is not a mem-
ber of the Leacue of Nations and
that though she 1s a signatory of
the Kellogg pact she has not yet
been recognized by either the United
States or Great Britain, which powers
would undoubtedly take a hand 1in
the mediatory discussions if the 1is-
sue is placed before the Kellogg pact
signatories.

Both Make Changes

The only charges made so far by
both countries are that China on the
one hand declares that Russia has
started hostilities by seizing Chinese
cargo boats and freight trains. While
on. the other hand the Soviet govern-
ment acuses China ‘of seizing the
Russian section of the Chinese East-
ern Railway incurring considerable
inconvenience to Soviet employees of
the railroad and in some cases 1m-
prisonment.

Russian airplanes are said to have
flown over the Manchurian border
for purposes of bombing, It 1S charged
by some Chinese press, but these
accusations are believed to be ground-

less.

With both countries signatories to
the Kellogg anti-war treaty (o re-
nounce war was as an instrument
of national policy and that convention
going into effect on July 24, by pro-
clamation of President Hoover of the
United States, it is believed in many
circles conversant with the Russo-
Chinese situation that the issue will
be submitted for arbitration before
long to some body made up of the
League of Nations members, the Kel-
logg pact signalory members or in
a dire case to a joint committee of
Russian and Chinese statesmen.

The American delegation will be
represented by some forty members,
twelve of whom will be from the
Pacific Coast,

President Orders Temporary Restric-
tion of Passengers

WASHINGTON, D. C, — Owing
to the prevalence of the spinal men-
ingitis infection and the lack of faci-
lities for quarantine defense, the Pres-
ident of the United States has issued
an executive order restricting for
the time being the transportation of
passengers from certain ports in the
Orient to a United States port.

Under this executive order, no per-
son may be introduced into the United
States or any of its possessions or de-
pendencies from any port in China,
including Hong Kong, or the Philip-
pinc Islands, except according to the
regulations prescribed by the Secre-
tary o1 Treasury.

Regulations Given

The regulations governing embark-
ation, transportation and cases of
vessels with meningitis occuring en
route are summarized as follows:

1. Embarkment only under
supervision of medical officer
Shanghai, Hong Kong and Manila.

2. Detention of third class pas-
sengers for medical inspection prior
to embarkation.

| Sanitation Necessary

3. Medical inspection and absolute
sanitary conditions on board ships.

4. Quarantine of all meningitis
cases.

5. Quarantine of entire steerage
