WASHINGTON, D. C., J Every
indication now seems to point to-
ward another world disarmament con-
ference to be held either the latter
part of this year Or early in 1930 1if
current opinion here has gauged the
information emanating from the
White House.

The probability of another confer-
ence for the reduction of naval ar-
maments has long been manifest
herc since the beginning of the con-
versations between President Hoover
apd Premier MacDonald on the naval
armaments auestion, but it has never
became so certain until this week
when the information emanated from
the White House that President
Hoover will soon have an important
announcement to make, in regard to
his conversations with the English
Premaier.

Decision Seems Reached

This information is taken to augur
the announcement that the TUnited
States and Great Britain have come
ta a decision to call another world
disarmament conference sometime
this vear or early next year.

That this decision will be made
nublic after the announced finten-
tion of this country to go through
withh her building program of fifteen
cruisers and airplane carier, 1S

surprising to many; but as it is known

that the present cruiser tonnage of
thic country is not on a parity with
that of Great Britain and the latter
nation’s indisposal to reduce her
cruiser tonnage, at the present time,
current opinion understands the cir-
cumstances underlying the present
nava' situation.

Ir one way, there is the general
belief, that by raising the cruiser
tonnage of this country to a parity
with that of Great Britain, the con-
ference, if it should become a fact
will better be able to arrive at a
solution for reducing the cruiser ton-
nages without the complexities of
how many new ships were to be con-
structed and how many old type ships
must be scrapped to reach a standard
of parity.

Matters To Be Cleared

Of course, it is easy enough not
to build new ships, especially, if they
are to be scrapped, but the move,
it seems, is to make the matier a
clear cut one, by building what 18
to be built and scrapping what must
be scrapped.

President Hoover, it is believed,
has been working for a disarmament
conference in his conversation with
Premier MacDonald, through Am-
bassador Dawes, and the i1mportant
announcement he has to make in the
near future is looked upon as the
decision arrived at between this
country and England to call the na-
tions of the world to another arma-
ments reduction conference. It
should not be surprising if the con-
ference should be called the latter
part of this year, it is believed here.

Davis, president of the Seattle Glove
Manufacturing Co., located at 12th
and Weller St., remarked on their
diligence, industry and loyalty to the
organization, before the Associated
Pusiness Men's Club luncheon at the
Bush hotel on Wednesday noon.

One trait particularly noticeable
about Japanese women, said Mr.
Davis who employs from 50 to 60
Japanese women in his plant, is their
untiring diligence to their line of in-
dustry. Their work, were warmly
lauded.

Satisfied With Japanese

“For twenty years, I have employed
Japanese women in our factory and
supposing that women of all races
are diligent and industrious, I have
yet to find cause to replace the Japa-
nese women with women workers of
other racial origin’, he said.

“Always, I have found them
promptly on time for work, in fact,
almost all of them who work in my
factory come an hour ahead of time
to begin work, so that they might
prepare themselves to work -effici-
ently throughout the day. It is not
just come at 8 A. M. sharp when
the machines start; to them their
work is a study on how to do 1t
efficiently. When they are Sup-
posed to quit at 4:30 p. m. they do
not leave their work until they com-
plete ‘their particular duty of the
time. Often we are forced to tell
them to quit.”

No Trouble Reported

In his long experience with Japa-
nese women workers, Mr. Davis said,
no trouble has ever been reported to
his office and that they always con-
stituted a happy family of workers
cooperating in their industry to make
a, worthwhile living and not the least
of all to manifest their loyalty to the
organization for which they work.

Speaking about loyalty, the glove
magnate reminiscently harked back
twenty years ago when as a small
and trying firm down on Occidental
Ave,, a fire in the upper floor of the
building had started.

Truth Not Known

How true these reports are is only
to be accepted with qualifications
but within the last one week the
incidents reported have been quite
numerous as not to totally disbelieve
them, think many.

One despatch reports that Japan
has sent in troops to guard the South
Manchurian Railway Line, which is
under her direction, but this is taken
to mean that Japan is merely sub-
stituting the troops as she does when
the term expires for the soldiers on
guard duty there. Another report
states that Japan has refused to allow
the Chinese to make use of the South
Manchurian Railway Line fo use of
base operations which the Chinese
desired to establish in Japanese ter-
teritory.

Japan Remains Aloof

This report may not be altogether
untrue, since there has been somne
reflections cast against Japan and
which must have grown out of the
foregoing refusal. However, as far
as Japan's refusal is concerned, it
is known here, that she does not de-
sire to take a hand in the trouble
until she is forced to do so when
protection of her interests might de-
mand it.

According to the latest advices
China has presented to the United
Qtates and Great Britain a note ex-
plaining her position in the matter
and which reflects the sentiment that
China would negotiate for a settle-
ment of the issue with Soviet Rus-
sia through diplomatic means.

SECOND GENERATION
SHOULD INTERPRET
AMERICA TO JAPAN

Pastor Of Local Church De-
clares Young People Must
Learn American Ideals, Cus-
toms And Culture.

BACK TO SOIL MOVEMENT

Making a point of the fact
that Americans of Japanese an-
cestry were placed in a fortu-
nate position to interpret the
real America to Japan and the
Japanese people, Rev. Seizo Abe
of the Japanese Congregational
church, who recently returned
here from a nine months stay
In Japan, declared in an inter-
view, that these new American
should fully take advantage of
learning the culture of America
by seeing America first, and in-
terpret it to their fathers’ coun-
try for a better mutual under-

standing.

Japan is no longer {he country
of twenty years ago and the rapid
changes to modern ideas and customs
have effected the progress of the
country, he stated. It is at this time,
that the Japanese-Americans could
become a potential factor in the es-
tablishment of a better understanding
between Japan and the United States
by giving the right interpretation
of American customs and ideals, in
Japan. However, in doing this, the
second generation must first know
America’'s true culture by seeing
America .first, the pastor declared.

Desire To Learn

“In Japan, today, there i1s a strong
desire to learn the customs and tradi-
tions of America that a better un-
derstanding between the two nations
might be effected to a stronger de-
gree. Japan is no longer backward,
but is ever eager to learn more about
this country and the second genera-
tion is in a fitting position to inter-
pret America to her.”

Remarking about Japan, generally,
as she is, today, the Japanese pastor
said, that with the inception of the
Minseito government, he looked for
the Island Empire to make a greal
stride in her national economic wel-
fare. The Hamaguchi cabinet has

| declared itself for a policy of economy

and the industrialization of Japan
to stabilize the economic welfare of
the nation. Plans are afoot, he said,
where the government is looking for-
ward to establishing a highway the
length of the Empire to bring every
economic force into closer contact
and which would help to solve the
unemployment problem. This, might
not be started at once, but in the
Pastor’'s opinion it is bund to come
in the near future.
In Peaceful State

Politically, Japan was in a peace-
able state under the new liberal re-
gime, according to Rev. Abe. The
people seem to be satisfied with the
policy of economy under which the
government is ruling the affairs of
the nation, as fundamental in the
progress as of the Empire. There
is great confidence in Premier Hama-
guchi and his cabinet particularly
in Junnosuke Inouye, the Minister
of Finance, to establish fundamentally
a solid economic footing for Japan.
No grave issues, seem LO confront
the government at present.

What Japan is really doing, today,
he inferred, in an answer to a ques-
tion, was that she was coming to
follow a policy of ‘“‘back to the soil”
to make for a fundamental readjust-
ment of her economic condition. With
farming the basis and the backbone
of the nation’s economic condition
and well being, if the farmers could
keep up the raising of silk worms
as a sideline with some central buy-
ing organization to export the raw
silk. the silk industry in Japan can-
not fail he said. If the same could
be applied to other materials Japan
cannot but work out a fundamental
common sense basis to maintain the
well being of her economic condition.

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THE FAR EASTERN FIASCO

The lesson gained from the clashing prejudices of imperial-
ism. with minor infractions of the rule of reason and peace,
which culminated in the last great world conflict, has evidently,
passed by the Eastern frontiers without dealing an Impression.
In the Far East, today, both China and Soviet Russia sit 1dly
by, twiddling their thumbs, allowing fate to pass the final de-
cree upon the Chinese Far HEastern Railway squabble. It 1s
quite true, that incoming despatches have reported that ne-
gotiations for a solution of this trouble will be held in Berlin,
and again, that both nations would negotiate directly at Man-
chuli but the only negotiations which seem to have been proceed-
ing between the two nations have been with rifle shots and
raiding parties over the Manchurian border line, yet neither
China nor Russia has declared war on each other. This sort
of snipe warfare cannot long exist without plunging both nations
into an actual state of war. It seems that both nations are
not willing to fight but stand face to face 1n a game of bluff
trying to outglower the other for the Chinese KFar Eastern Rail-
way.

By allowing this unpleasant drama to lag along in the Far
East, in its present manner, the prestige of world peace which
found a boom in the Kellogg-Briand anti-war treaty cannot but be
made light of by this menace of war. World opinion, today,
is beginning to make a clamor for a permanent universal peace
and the Sino-Russo situation is not to be tolerated, especially,
when no damages of war have been incurred on either side and
in the absence of any real cause for war.

As the affair stands, today, both nations should assume an
equal amount of blame for the present controversy. However,
there is the indication that neither China nor Russia is willing
to shoulder the blame, and again, neither of them desires to
carry their half of the responsibilities of the Far Eastern Rail-
way complications. If either side 1s to be given any credit,
whatever, it is probably, belonging to China. At the outset
of the controversy the Chinese Foreign Minister C. T. Wang had
requested Moscow to negotiate for a solution of the trouble. On
receiving this message the Moscow Foreign Office stated to news
agencies that Russia would be willing to negotiate with China
but as to making a direct answer to the Chinese note, she has
been sadly negligent.

The one menace of the present situation is, however, the
negotiations which have been proceeding between the two gov-
crnments over the Manchurian border line with rifle shots and
raiding parties. In the present case of China and Russia war has
not, as yet, been declared and this sort of snipe warfare does
not carry the necessary dignity of importance for either na-
tion to consider a cause for despatching an ultimatum. Yet lesser
reasons have started wars in the past. This time may not be
an exception to what might be taken as the rule.

It is high time that both China and Soviet Russia came
together around the conference table to settle the present rail-
way dispute. They are both signatories of the Kellogg-Briand
anti- war treaty and this should be an added incentive for both
nations to bring their woes and troubles for a common threshing
of understanding. This is no time for bluffing and lest the lesson
of the World War has, indeed, been without 1ts impression, the

curtain must be dropped on the Far Eastern fiasco.

THERE IS MUCH truth in what Rev. Seizo Abe says, that
American citizens of Japanese ancestry should see America first
in order that they might give the right interpretation of the
customs and ideals of this country to the Japanese people that a
hetter understanding might result between the two peoples. All
too often, it is noted, some quaint and ill conceived notions about
America and American people come from the expressions of some
Japanese people. This is probably no different from the time
when Japan and the Japanese people were so utterly misunder-
stood by the American nation, until a few years back. The-trouble
with the American people was that they were too close minded,
while on the contrary the Japanese are 100 open minded to take
in any sort of interpretation about America. The second gen-
ration could be excellent interpreters of America and assist In
forming the bonds of a closer mutual understanding, if they
choose. But they must know their own backyard, first.

Coming To The Fore

Just around the corner the first
bright rays of cooperation are be-
ginning to shine and the various or-
ganizations of the community are
just starting to make the turn, the
signs indicate.

The present trend of community
affairs have come to show that no
organization can long stand by it-
self with out the support of the com-
munity and that the clubs and socie-
ties of the young people, especially,
do not cater to the interest of the
general public, but each to a few.
This. it seems, is coming to be un-
derstood., and the first lines of co-
operation that better understanding
between organizations might result,
is now. unconsciously, being thrown
out.

Citizens’' League Biggest

The biggest and the most import-
ant of these organizations, as far
as the younger people are concerned,
is the Citizens' League whose mem-
bership is drawn from all the organi-
zations. The happy feature about
the League is that it is the only
organization which includes both boys
and girls, men and women. The other
clubs are all either individually of a
feminine or masculine character.
However. in this community, it Is
particularly noticeable, thatl the clubs
are chiefly those of women and what
clubs the men have established are
purely athletic organizations.

Among the women, heretofore, the
Japanese Girls Club and the Fuyo-
kai have stood out prominently, but
recently there was organized the Sa-
tsuki-kai a society of Japanese women
either born here and educated 1n
Japan or born in Japan.

May Club Is Young

This club, although still in its first
stages, is rapidly coming to the fore
by its cooperative spirit with the en-
terprises of the community. The
women of this club do not have a
regular meeting place but once a
month their gathering is held at one
of the members home, each 1n turn.

The Girls Club has also been de-
veloping much interest in community
affairs and to its credit, it has ren-
dered some invaluable services o
the younger people of the community.
For instance, one of its important
labors has been to find employment
for girls out of work and in this
matter the club has succeeded in a
signal manner,

The Fuyokai is primarily a univ-
ersity campus club but it has not
limited its activities to the grounds of
their institution. If this club should
not become an exclusively campus
organization, it has a certain future
before it in assisting the community
in its social work.

Common Understanding Seen

All these organizations, between
whom were oOnce unconscious lines
of rivalry, are now coming together
or. 2 more common fcoting of under-
standing and cooperation as they ex-
hibited during the gigantic welcome
meet held for the Japanese training
squadron at Jefferson Park several
weeks ago, by assisting in the gen-
eral program of welcome. The big
welcome-mixer held for the midship-
men at the New Washington hotel
tendered by the second generation
of the Northwest also indicated this
fact.

According to the present outlook
these three organizations and the
Citizens’ League together with prob-
ably a Boys’ Club will become the
fundamental societies of the cOommu-
nity of which the younger generation
of Japanese will become members.
