Various Issues Make Conclusion
Of Trade Pact Very Compli-
cated: Minister Yoshizawa In
Conference With Shidehara

NEGOTIATIONS PROLONGED

Although the tariff auton-
has already been set-
recognizing China’'s
claim to it, commercial treaty nego-
tiations still persist without any
change affecting the situation.

Various issues are involved in this
matter of concluding a revised com-
mercial pact and the complications
which seem to settle in solving each
one in the most amicable manner to
both nations have prolonged the ne-
gotiations.

Minister In Conference

Kenkichi Yoshizawa, Japanese Min-
ister to Nanking, who at present
in this country on leave, is not paint-
ing a bright nor a gloomy picture for
the future negotiations of the commer-
cial pact, but he has been in confter:
ence with Foreign Minister Baron Ki-
juro Shidehara studying the matter.

For one thing the final settlement
has as yet, not been made on the
Nanaking and Tsinan incidents of last
summer. blocks the way to a quicker
conclusion of the trade pact. The
question of extra-territoriality also is
a question which is being brought up
in the negotiations and this problem
has proved a stickler on nearly everyv
occasion.

After a prolonged fight of some
five vears, the court finally ruled
that he should be given his entily
hack as an American citizen. The
case first began when this ex-soldier
wishing to visit Japan had asked for
his passport as an American citizen

This was denied him on the ground
that he was an Oriental and ineligible
to American citizenship. However,
the case was brought before the
courts and after five years of fight-
ing for his case, the former dough-
boy was granted his citizenship on
the ground that he had rendered val-
uable service to the American EX-
peditionary Forces in France.

Since
twenty years ago when the X-ray
was first introduced in dentistry, the
profession has made a marked ad-
vance in the uses of anesthetics and

There is no longer any excuse, Dr.
Vanderwall declared, for a man to
neglect his teeth since modern day
dentistry could perform miracles with
pus pockets, which often are the
curse of health ailments, cavities and
irregular teeth. The mouth, he said,
is the most frequent source for the
entrance of germs and dentistry, to-
day, has done away with a good deal
of the ills which start from the mouth
and teeth.

Dr. Vanderwall also told the club
of the wide development of dental
clinics here and in the whole county
as well as in London.

CELEBRATED HERE

Dr. Roy Malcon, Consul Leon
Morand Of France, S. Uchida,
Laud Outlawry Of War
Covenant At Meeting O f
Seattle .Peace Society

GOOD WILL NECESSARY

[Lauding the principle underlying
the Kellogg-Briand multi-lateral paect
to outlaw war, three prominent speak-
ers expressed their views of the cove-
nant at the commemoration celebra-
tion of the first anniversary, since the
treaty was signed, held at the Olvmpic
Hotel, on Tuesday evening.

One of the principal speakers of the
evening, before the audience and the
consuls of nine nations brought to-
cether by the Seattle Peace Society,
was ». Uchida, local manager of the
0. S. K. Lines here.

Praising the efforts of the world to
attain peace through the renunciation
of war as an instrument of national
policy, Mr. Uchida, remarked on the
necessity of good-will between na-
tions and peoples to sustain the Kel-
logg-Briand ftreaty to renounce war.
Misunderstanding between races and
nations, it was said, hampered the
ends of peace as it would nullify this
freaty which sought to bring a per-
manent peace to the world. Good-will
and understanding between the peo-
ples of the world is a prime necessity

lkeeping this pact alive, he said.

Another speaker was Dr. Roy Mal-
con, dean of the economic department
at the University of Southern Califor-
nia, who in glorving the pact as a
landable effort of the world to bring
1bout permanent peace, asked that a
propaganda should be carried on for
the end of a lasting peace. Peace
propaganda, he said, is a righteous
one in that it holds for its meaning the
interest of mankind. This sort of
propaganda carried on down through
the generations will finally bear the
fruits of a permanent world peace and
the well being of humankind, he de-
clared, Propaganda was a strong
weapon, and the need of it was essen-
tial to promote the aim of the Kellogg
Briand pact to renounce war an
instrument of national policy.

The French Consul explained the
history of the pact saying that orig-
inally France and the United States
had sought to form a bi-lateral treaty
but in order to give the world the
benefit of such a convention M.
Briand. then French Foreign Minister
and now Premier,"and the former Sec-
retary of State Kellogg had redrafted
the covenant to make it of multi-lat-
oral effect. This was done, he said,
and was made possible because of the
hereditary friendship between Amer
ica and France.

ent were: Czecho-Slovakia, Ecuador,
France, sermany, ireat  Britain,
Japan, Mexico, Nicaragua, Russia.

True enough to the casual observer
and the resident who has lived here a
long time, this community has already
lald its foundation. The truth of l.h;-=
!IIHTI{*I' 1S, however, that the commun-
ity has merely existed, with a natural
nough foundation, probably, but the
landmarks of human achievements
1ave not been there to denote the
permanency of the community uirtil
very recently. In fact, the residents
themselves in many cases, it seems,
lid not intend to make homes here
and to remain here to carve out their
niche in life.

Population Transitory

Because life seemed to be in a
transitory light the life of business it-
self was not of a stable character.
I'he population seemed to be floating
ind ready to make a transit at any
ime the moment arrived, and the
wconomic veins of the community had
\Iready seemed to have been worked
yut. There have been too many busi-
1ess men who learned their profes-
sions and trades here and after work-
‘ng their bonanza without investing a
rapital which would help to really
‘ound this community in a social and
wconomic sense, they make their
“pile”” as they say, and move away
rom this center.

This, it seems, has been the chief
illness provoking the community wel-
‘are. However, today, the residents,
sspecially those who have been here
since 1900 or before, and who are but
v handful, have come to have settled
deas in regard to this center and have
nchored themselves in this commun-
ty. Others with visions for their off-
springs and themselves too are com-
ing to see the possibilities of living
1 contented life and are beginning to
build homes here. These people, how-
aver. are still very few in number and
the majority still harbor the idea ol
retting rich quick and depart for parts
known only to their imaginations.

Few Establish Here

The few who have steadied their
nerspective and visions of the future
ire building their business and homes
that their offsprings might have the
henefit of security and establishment
which the parents so sadly missed
when they came {rom their native
land.

The foundation of the community
has. indeed, gone through a natural
snough process but the great lack in
‘he eroundwork was the steady
‘hought and intent to build and devel-
yp for the future well being of the
ommunity. Posterity in this com-
munity was a thing undreamed of.
However. with the second generation
>rowing in number and their ready
\daptation to American Customs and
‘deas the thought wave has struck
here and many a parent who dreamed
of returning to their native land or go
Jsewhere to found their homes, have
some to realize the necessity of found-
ine their homes here for the gake of
their children.
