Rejiro Wakatsuki, Admiral Ta-
karabe Plan To Pass Thru Se-
attle On Way To Visit Wash-
ington, D. C.

MATSUDAIRA IS CHOSEN

TOKIO, — With the official an-
nouncement of Japan’'s delegates to
the London arms conference to be
held from the third week in January
it has been learned that two of the
members of the delegation will visit
Washington, D. C., via Seattle, prior
to their arrival in England.

The three delégates selected by Pre-
mier Hamaguchi to represent Japan
are: Wakatsuki, former premier;
Admiral Hyo Takarabe, minister of
navy; and Tsuneo Matsudaira, Japa-
nese Ambassador to the Court of St.
James. With the exception of Am-
bassador Matsudaira, the other two
delegates will leave Japan Nov. 30,
on the N. Y. K .Liner Siberia Maru
for Seattle frony where they will
leave for the Capitol.

It is understood from the informa-
tion received that the two delegatles
will go to Washington and confer
with President Hoover in regard to
the questions which may arise at the
parley and on which Japan and the
United States may reach accord, in
order to expedite matters there. This
preliminary conversation, it is under-
stood, will be on the major points of
disarmament and on the subject pro-
bably of the 10-10-7 ratio which
Japan favors.

The desire of this country for the
10-10-7 ratio is brought out from her
reason of security that the Kellogg-
Briand anti-war pact sponsores an
element to outlaw war.

WASHINGTON, D. C,
Japanr's announcement of her dele-
gates reaching here last week, Pres-
ident Hoover has selected Secretary
of State W. L. Stimson, to head the
American delegation to the London
Conference.

Besides the appointment of Secre-
tary Stimson, Senator Reed of Pen-
na., and Sen. Robinson of Arkansas
have been elected to become members
of the delegation. Both senators, it
is understood, were official who fa-
vored the building of the fifteen
cruisers of the American Navy (0
reach a parity with that of Britain
but who strongly favored also the
Kellogg-Briand anti-war pact for the
renunciation of war as an instrument
of national policy.

GERMAN PARTIES
CLASH ON PLAN

BERLIN, — The aforeseen clash
between the united Nationalist-Fa-
scists and the proponents of the gov-
ernment resulted Sunday when the
former element endeavord to hold a
plebiscite on the Young Reparations
plan.

The Nationalists and Fascists, who
have been united ever since the gov-
ernment approved the Young plan,
are waging a nation-wide campailgn
against the Young plan and against
the blame of war guilt placed on
Germany.

The proponents of the government
have been following a policy of re-
conciliation with the country’s former
enemies and this does not strike the
discontented element any too well.

Many clashes all over the city took
place here Sunday and they indicate
a hectic period in the history of the
German Republic for at least the next
several weeks.

Tainaka Comments On Chances
of His Party’s Return to
Power 1 Coming Kebruary
Elections

DISARMAMENT SOUGHT

Not committing himself as to the
probable out come of the general
elections in Japan next February if
the Imperial Diet is dissolved, K.
Tainaka, Seivukai M, P. and one time
resident of this city who arrived here
from California on Wednesday eve-
ning, commented on an equal chance
of their getting a majority seat in
the Diet as the Minseito liberals, In
an interview Thursday.

Mr. Tainaka, who lived in this city
some twenty vears ago, made his first
return visit to this country eight
years ago and during the present re-
cess of the Diet he is now making
a visit of the Coast. The political
situation in Japan, he said, 1s as
uncertain as the weather and the
Seiyukai, which possesses a strong
foundation, may come back in power
if another general election was to
be held in February, as 1s supposed
will happen. The outcome however,
cannot be too certain, it was implied.

Surprising Changes

The Japanese Member of Parla-
ment noted the surprising changes
which have taken place in this com-
munity as well as in the city proper
and mentioned the optimism with
which he saw the stride of progress
Seattle making, In the second gen-
eration he saw a hopeful sign of new
American citizens who would make
worthy contributions to this country.

“The problem of the second genra-
tion is a grave one, indeed, but the
fact that thyey constitute a grave
problem is in itself sufficient to ex-
plain their potentiality as good Amer-
ican citizens,” he said.

Talks on Disarmament

The respected one time member of
this community harked the memory
of this representative to the question
of disarmament and declared it a hls
view that Japan must be assured
national security, but that the sentli-
ment of the public as well as of the
government is toward disarmament.
With that sentiment in mind and the
assurance of security, Japan would
attend the London conference with
an open desire to cooperate in dis-
armament which would lift the eco-
nomic burdens of the world to a great
degree, he remarked.

Mr. Tainaka will leave either to-
day or tomorrow for Japan.

Question Most Vexing.

The home fires kindle a little more
brightly, a little more warmer along

Main Street now. This is not be-
cause of the oncoming cold weather
as it might be thought, but through
the closer understanding the parents
are trying to effect with their off-
Springs.

Heretofore it has been generally
been made to feel that the parent
was not merely the leader of the
home but the autocrat of the do-
mestic domain over which he rules.
Today with the second generation
growing in years, as in number, this
conception of home administration
and family hierarchy is passing away,
with the sons and daughters showing
every indication of cutting out their
own niches in life.

Times Are Changing

Once upon a time, fathers never
consulted their sons or daughters.
They probably never had to, but to-
day the question is slightly differ-
ent. Not all the parents but some,
I hear, even ask the advice of their
children what sort of stove would
be the most beneficial and therefore

appropriate for their home.

This is probably because the parent
has no idea of modern stoves or other
modern necessities of the home, but
looking into the subject a little closer,
it is just as well to feel th.. the
father desires chiefly to creo@¥ 4 bet-
ter understanding with his son or
daughter by placing some of the res-
ponsibilities of home on thelir
shoulders.

areatest of Problems

The most ticklish problem of all,
however, which holds the two gener-
ations reserved from a closer con-
tact and closer home ties, is undoubt-
edly, the marriage question. In this
it is quite understandable that the
parents feel for the best interest o1
their offspring but on the other hand
the ordinary young man of today,
or it might be a young lady, are
quite of the opinion that they want
this sort of a mate or that sort and
feel capable of selecting for them-
selves.

Th an understanding between them
could be effected on this point, it
is probably safe enough to assume
that all the misunderstandings of an
important nature would be swept
away. However, this is a problem
of such magnitude to the individual,
whether father or offspring, that the
question cannot be lightly dismissed.
The parents are wont to follow old
traditions, not all of them of course,
but in many cases they wish to have
their children married in the same
way they were.

Outsiders Unnecessary

The young man or woman of to-
day in this community feel that a
third man to arrange their marriage
is not necessary and In mostL cases
the young man especially feels that
if he cannot win the lady of his
heart he does not deserve to win her.
This, of course, is too light a stale-
ment for any young man dead earnest
in love to assert, but that is the
psychology, a purely American one
I should say, which possesses the
second generation Don Juan.

In the selection of a middle man
the parents, of course, do not de-
gsire to force any young woman On
their son if he has no love for the
young lady, but the very fact that
a middle man policy would be forced
upon him when his marital moment
comes is not relished by the second
generation, I find.

Good Points and Bad

In one way the matrimonial go-
between system is good one in that
it assures a healthy marriage, but
on the other hand too often one Lype
of man becomes married to another
type of woman without an under-
standing between them. The middle
man system is a good one for the man
or woman already advanced In age
and who cannot find a mate for them-
selves.

THE CROSS-CURRENTS

The bright luster of world peace is neither manifested nor
reflected in the tonnage of armaments but in the unraveling, 1t
lights the way of the cross currents underlying the slow “and
tedious work of naval disarmament. "

Already it is known what the London naval reductions con-
ference will be forced to face when it convenes in January. The
question of parity which will come up to form, through 1ts solu-
tion, the sound principle of security 1s a difficult one which will
require not only the wise and patient judgment of nations but
an understanding of the causes which have aroused suspicions
and, consequently, competition in armaments. It 1S gratifying
tc note that the coniercnce will begin with the Kellogg—BrianZ
anti war pact as the basis for the parley. If war is an outlawed
instrument of national policy suspicions tending to make use of
that out lawed means o1 settling international disputes should be
fprced e‘li_rr_lination“ Thereupon the crossed wires of Interna-
tional affairs bearing cuch 1ntfiuence upon armanients compe-
tition and building mught be given the opportunity to run parallel
in the channels or peace.

National security is based upon parity and parity 1s so cor-|

related with security that 1t becomes a principle of the former.
No question ol parity can be decided without first consulting
the basis of security and there is no such thing as security unless
there be parity. There is no such applied principle of security
and parity, as yet, and the only measurement which can gauge
the degree lies 1n the good-will and understanding between na-
tions. London parley, if it is merely to work for the reduction
of navies without setting free the crossed wires of suspicions
will not be attaining the end it seeks.

The American Yard Stick plan is as good as any that might
be proposed to equalize the naval armaments of the world but
applying it purely as an adjustment of naval standards will not
__work for the best results. The Yard Stick plan 1s the most
reasonable and just one to make for a parity of navies but where
there are suspicions as to security equalization there are differ-
ences of opinion. If the degree of suspicions and the degree
of good-will could be measured, the plan is a good one.

| The London conference is, undoubtedly, a necessary one but
in order to reap the fruits of success it is a sorry lack that a pre-
liminary conference to make for a better economic understanding
could not have been sponsored. However, if this coming parley
will take the interest it will in world peace, through its proceed-
ings, the gathering should work to tne fundamentals and clear
away some of the suspicions that will make possible a definition
of parity which will be acceptable to every nation. The task
is a mighty one but if the roots of suspicion should be eradicated,
disarmament should follow naturally without the undercurrents
of fear and imperialistic designs. The unraveling of the cross
currents of international affairs and suspicions is essential In

any work of world peace.
