The dissolution of the Dietl is a
fo-coone conclusion and it is possible
that the Minseito liberal party will
be returned to its present administra-
tion offices, but if this happens it 1S
only because of the public t-ust which
has been replaced in the government.
The recent political corruptions in
public office have SO disillusioned the
voting element of the country tl}at
the faith in either of the LwoO major
parties ebbed to the lowest tide.

Tt 1S claimed by the
followers that it was betler
to await the outcome of the Kobashi
case and his subsequent exoneration
~eplaces the faith of the public in the
Minseite government.

Party Benefitted :

At the polls in February, this 1s
expected to benefit the government
narty since as one simple statement
i« made of the entire affair, that the
government was playing fair with
th~ country in not dissolving the Diet
before the blame of the Kobashi case
was entirely eliminated.

Though there is no doubt that a non-
nartisar - cabinet wii nol come into
being at this time as yet, there are
powerful forces working for such a
covernment with Gen. Issel Ugaki,
the present Minister of the War De-
partment, as premier of the contem-
plated government. How successiul
such a government would be at the
polls is a different matter again and

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BIG NAVAL POWERS
CERTAIN T0 REACH
ACCORD IN PARLEY

French-Italia Views May Hinde.
Conference But Big Three
- Agreement Sure

REPARATIONS MADE

LONDON, With the prepara-
tions going on to hold the naval con-
ference here, starting Jan. 21, the va-
rious issues as have given rise during
the past several weeks are now being
gone over to gain an inkling as Lo
how the parley will tare.

Public opinion is satisfied that if
the two Mediteranean powers should
not be able to reach an agreement
on their respective naval strengths,
the three great powers, namely the
United States, Great Britain and
Japan at least will reach accord in
regard to their auxiliary craft ton-
nages. The conference will begin
at the Court of St. James when King
George extends the word of welcome
after which the discussions are ex-
pected to begin almost immediately:.
five naval powers are to sit In on
the parley with the possible attend-
ance of a Spanish delegation also,
but the latter is not definitely cer-
tain.

Outstanding Issues

The outstanding issues are of course
on parity problems and the scrap-
ping of the submarine. Besides these,
it is possible for a four power Medi-
teranean pact of non-aggression 1O
be made prior to the parley by Italy,
France, Spain and Great Britain, but
this is not definite as yet. The at-
titude of the United States is an im-
portant tactor in regard to this coni-
pact,

The reports have been prevalent
that an agreement had been reached
between France and Italy whereby
the latter nation agreed to the stand
of the former to maintain a larger
navy, but this 1s being doubted here.
It is not possible that Italy with her
complex problems will give in Lo nav-
al superiority while Spain likewise
will have something to say in regard
to the matter, even though she may
not be at the conference,

Wwill Reach Accord

It is known here that the United
States and Great Britain will work
out some plan, respecting the demands
of the United States for parity, In
the auxiliary craft tonnages, What
stand Great Britain will take on the
Japanese demand for a 10-10-7 1n-
stead of the 5-5-3 ratio for auxiliary
crafts standard is not known, but oOn
this proposition it 1s assumed that the
three powers will make some sort of
concessions in reaching accord.

Second Generation Now Show
Greater Participation In
Community Life

VOTERS ON INCREASE

By JAY ESSE

The year is still in its beginning,
but various activities are well on their
way already to point to a fullness
which should speak emphatically of
the coming second generation day.

Although the number of ynunghpeo-
ple in business is still a small one,
they are gradually beginning to weave
themselves into the economic life of
the community by fitting into posi-
tions here in the political field the
Americans of Japanese ancestry, as
the second generation are often re-
ferred to, are rapidly coming into
greater participation and each year
has seen a larger number of volers.
In the social field, the young people
are awakening into action and vari-
ous enterprises are schedule to be
promoted this year which should place
this community on the social calendar
of the city.

Youthful Employees

The stores of the community are
still under the ownership and man-
agment of the older generation with
the exception of a few owned and
managed by the younger people, but
it is striking to note that within the
past one year a numbper of young
people have entered some of these
stors and Dbusiness houses as €m-
ployees. Probably about one-fifth
of the business places now employ
second generation help with more
bound to come in within the next
year. -

Within the next five or SiX years,
so observers feel, the younger people
will be taking over a majority of the
businesses here but others with a
more conservative estimate think that
ten years is more closer a time. Al-
ready there is an Associated Business-
men's Club which gathers on every
Wednesday noon to hear discussions
on business conditions and many of
the influential business people of the
city look to this organization as her-
alding the second generation day in
business.

Earn Own Livelihood

Aside from the business field, many
of the younger people are rapidly be-
ginning to earn their own way throughn
school and in some cases making their
own livelihood. Incidentally this has
a bearing on the community s €co-
nomic condition in that many of these
people bring in the money for their
labors from the outside, for instance
‘rom the saw mills, canneries and
by working for firms outside the city.

In the political field the Ameri-
cans of Japanese ancesiry are be-
ginning to win recognition and a poli-
tical institution is in the process of
being founded here in the local Citi-
zens League. Today it 1s recog-
aized as the leading second genera-
tion organization and in several years’
(ime it will be endowed by a Ccer-
tain power whose influence should
he wide in this state.

Voters Increase

Within this year another hundred
or more so can be depended upon
to enlist their votes with the League.
When the municipal elections take
place in April it 1S quite certain from
ndications at the present time that
some two hundred |voters will Dbe
added to the Japanese voting con-
stitutencies in comparison to the
number of 104 registered in 1923.

As a substantiating fact of the
growing prominence of the Citizens
League here, it will sponsor the Na-
tional Council of Japanese-American
Citizens Leagues’ convention here this
August. At that time the delegates
of the various citizens bodies from
the cities along the Coast and Hawall
will be represented to show the poten-
tial strength of Japanese voles On
thoe coast.

Aside from the political and ecoO-
nomic phases, the younger people are
working out a social system which
engages nearly every second genera-
tion in social activities. The Fuyo-
kai. Girls Club, The May Club, the
vouth League and the various other
smaller clubs are gaining 1n member-
ship strength 1o work for the better-
ment of the community through theil
organized efforts.

Greater Cooperation

A greater cooperation is the prime
requisite and this 1s not far off when
it is seen that many of the members

THE CRY OF INDIA

. The plaintive ery of India now pierces the stolid wall of
British colonial policy against which its rampart must withstand
the pressure of a thunderous murmur for independence.

The political foes of the Labor regime in England have been
provided with an argument for their bitter attacks on the tole-
rant administration of the colonial policy by the present govern-
ment. India demands her independence. The reason does
not date from the time the present MacDonald government was
inducted to office but when Labor was still a conception and con-
servative bureaucratic administrations ruled the British Empire
with an iron hand. It was more the intolerant, narrow, nationalis-
tic colonial policy which worked conservatively with the rule of
force and domination that loosened England’s hold upon India
and, yes, the British Sudan, than any tolerant and intelligent
administration of an age old'colonial policy by the Labor govern-
men-:.

This fact is assured. Forty-four
Congress of India first came into being. Its birth ‘was accounted
for only by Britain’s mailed fist which stringently dominated
India and her three hundred and fifty million people. The cry
for freedom was raised only after it became evident that the
people of India were not to have a voice in government and that
the shackles of an imperralistic British rule were never to be
thrown away.

The crls.r}r for independence, inadvertent as it may Seem to
the Labor government at the present time, was but a natural
result of the high tension under which the national consclousSness
of India was placed by the tight and iron rule of conservative
British governments. It is quite evident that the cry would
undoubtedly have been raised though a conservative government
were to be in rule. The attacks on the Labor government are
unjustified in that the tolerant administration of‘Brltam‘s.col_o-
nial policy intended to develop a national conscilousness 1n its
colonial states to tie them more strongly to the Empire. The
policy of administration was intelligent. It sought to educate
the natives and to develop a sense of allegiance to the Empire
by eventually giving them a voice in government. In other
words what the Labor government purposed to accomplish was
tc make of India a dominion when her masses were educated
to administrate her own affairs as a part of the British Common-
wealth. |

The song of India is no longer that of the English yoke. The
cry of India is that of independence. It 1s a powerful human
olaint that autocracy and imgerialism have not been able to crush
since time immemorial. That the Labor regime will be _fprce_d
on its guard by this cry and the bitter attacks of the opposition 1S
quite natural now but the blame for the Indian outburst cannot
verv well be laid at the doorsteps of the present English govern-
ment. The cry was in the raising from years back and today 1t 1S
being heard. As a result a dominion state may be the outcome 1n
India and again, the chances are that the mailed fist will be put
to work to subjugate and shackle the Indian nation. The present
labor policy of administration for its colonial states has been a
decade too late in the coming. Whatever turns up, whatever
may be the course of English action the one motive of India
