Thn time for June graduation is
fast approaching, and for the many

naval conference being held here. |
The rumors of the past several |

days have not been inspiring of a
five power naval pact and the dif-
ferences involving France Italy and
Great Britain have not been smoothed
out to satisfy any of the three count-
ries named. There has been some talk
of a security pact with article sixteen
of the league of Nations covenant
and apnex F of the Locarno treaty
being incorporated in the pact for
the assurance of French safety from
naval agression, in lieu of sufficien’
reductions, but this has not matured
in a draft form as yet.

Some Cry Failure

There are critica here who are
wont to consider this parley a dismal
failure in that its prime objective
of consummating =a five-power
naval reductions pact has not been
achieved but a few others feel that
the three power agreement based
on the Reed-Matsudaira compromise
takes up the longest part of the yarn
of naval scrapping. The failure or
success of the conference was not de-
pendent upon neither France nor
Italy, and the agreement by the big
three on a common basis of reduc-
tions is as much as any five power
naval conferénce could have expected
at this time, it seems.

The records of the Washington
parley show that neither France no)
Italy were satisfied with the tonnage
of. capital ships allotted them and
it was inevitable probably that they
should demand, especially in the case
of France, a larger tonnage of auxi-
liary crafts. Around this attitude o
French naval demands, Italy's posi-
tion revolved on an adamant stand
of parity with Frace.

England Key Power

Diplomatically speaking the Frenct
probably never dreamed of having
the conference remain satisfied with
her estimate proposed as a necessity
for her national defense without a
security pact, since her figure would
constitute a threat to the U
Kingdom. However, in order to effect
superiority over Italy, her Meditera-
nean neighbor, or to have some secur-
ity gurantee, England was placed In
2. key position.

‘The key has not been a fortunate
one for the British. It is believed by
some that the English could have
capitalized on the situation by being
forced to hold the magic wand dicta-
ting her own terms by consenting
to give the French the demanded se-
curity pact. The fortune of the
conference would, thereby, have been
placed in their laps, but, the French
demand fook the positive as to place
theo British in a retreating position.

Altruistic As Well As Economic
' Motives Behind Sentiment

The one strong reason for the nec-
essity of modifying the exclusion law

restricting the entry of Japanese im-
migrants to this country, is now be-

ing portrayed through economic con-
siderations, but underlying the struc-

ture of these arguments, it is pos-

sible to note that a certain altruis-
tic thought to adjust an ill in the
international body politic seems to
have taken a trend on the Coast.

Economically the exclusion law has
done more harm, of which there can
be no doubt, but the question at hand
seems to imply that the businessmen
are not thinking in terms of trade
relations as they are in altruistically
believing that wrong must be righted.

Justice Keynote

Simple as this might sound, jus-
tice seems to be the keynote and not
supplanting this foundation of their
argument but developed on top of
it are the more practical and cold
arguments of economic considerations
reaching into the traditional relations
between the United States and Japan.

The
Japanese are not the only group who
have had to meet the problems aris-
ing out of race and culture adjust-
ment. And the problems of the sec-
ond generation Japanese, though in
certain aspects probably more inten-
sified because of greater differences
of culture and physical characteris-
tics, are essentially but a repetition
of the problems of the second genera-
tion of other nationals who have
come to these shores to make their
homes and who are by degrees fit-
ting themselves into the heterogene-
ous pattern of American life.

Raceo Prejudice, |

Explanation of our iudividual
troubles “is facilitated by attribut-
ing the source to race prejudice.
Though we do accept the fact that
racial barrier is a significant factor,
we must at the same time recognize
that American students, as well as
those of Japanese ancestry, have em-
ployment problems to face. Have
they not frequently met with dis-
appointment in finding positions com-
mensurate with their training and
ability? Have they mot, also, dis-
covered that true merit is not al-
ways instantly recognized?

That life is not founded altogethe
on a rational basis is a deduction
not exclusive to the second generation
Japanese but shared generally by hu-
manity as a whole. Having once
recognized that fact, we must make
the best with what facilities and op-
portunities are at hand.

Some of the problems which ex-

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A TRI-POWER TREATY

The final curtain seems about to drop on
the London drama, which some are wont to tag
as an expensive fiasco, but even out of that
maelstrom of indecisive deliberations, a happy

omen for the future seems to have been made
significant by the tri-partite naval reductions
agreement, ready to ensue.

Consitent with their prime motives the three

great naval and maritime nations of the world,
the United States, Great Britain and Japan,
have come to an arrangement agreeable to all
concerned to effect a treaty whereby the re-
Juction of armaments is to be assured. If the
<uccess of the conference is qualified to the
measure of these three nations, alone, it has
yvet been successful In taking a stride towdrd
morally influencing the world toward the path
of permanent peace through their singular ac-
tion. Both France and Italy should feel the
moral force of this action which was taken
from the underlying faith that it will not be
taken advantage of by any of these two
countries.

The Reed-Matsudaira compromise as the
agreement, involving Great Britain, also, 1S
termed, brings Japan and the United States
primarily, to a closer understanding of the nav-
al situation. Neither nation harbored fears
of any sort in regard to their positions. The
measure which was approved by Tokio, signi-
fied that. The United States has been unsel-
fish in its understanding of the Island Em-
pire’s motive of defense. Japan, on the other
hand, in conceding to the compromise has been
understanding of the necessily which has
forced this country to request the compromise.
It was a mutual arrangement, the result of
which seeks to look for a greater reduction of
naval tonnages, which this
__for the five powers in conference.

Whatever, may happen after 1936, one thing
ic certain and that is, these three powers will
join. hands in convening another naval confer-
ence for further naval reductions What will be
France and Italy's attitude, then, cannot be
predicted nor fathomed, now, but it is quite
certain that both nations will come to think
that they might just as well have joined in on
the present pact about to ensue.

The potent reason holding any of the two
smaller powers from building to greater ad-
vantage, as against England,; remains In the
f2cot that Great Britain has reserved the right
to withdraw from the copvention at any time
her position is menaced by a greater naval ton-
nage, say by France or Italy. Great Britain, un-

doubtedly, possesses resources to enhance her |

navy to a greater armada than that of France.
That is the threat which will lie for France
and Italy if the step is taken 1o take advantage
of the tri-partite arrangement.

The tri-power naval reductions sounds a
olear note for world peace and paves the foun-
dation and way for French and [talian adhesion
to the program.

note and they will, undoubtedly give expression
to their sense of justice. Originally, the anti-
Japanese wave began on the Coast. It was by
virtue of this antipathetic feeling against the
Japanese people which finally resulted in the
exclusion law. But, now the Coast, with con-
ditions changed from what they were prior to
1907, is growing to realize the un-Americanism
of the principle involyed in the exclusion sta-
tute and many prominent businessmen are
strongly of the intent to right a wrong.

The Pacific Coast is the nearest American
shore to the Orient and the most neighborly
contact is necessary. The inspired business-
men of the Coast, who intend to keep human
justice and equality as sacred principles of
American government, are awakening to the
necessity of modifying the discriminatory sta-
tute by applying virtual exclusion of Japanese
immigrants without placing a stigma of inferi-
ority upon the Japanese nation. If the entire
American population of the Coast could see it
this way, the wrong will be righted and Ameri-
can Justice will not be placed before the stake
of doubt. No one should question American
Justice. It is a fundamental principle. It should
be allowed proper expression.

A HIGH IDEALISM

The sparkling adventures of life are few
and far between and which are often dulled and
erased by the trials and hardships of existence,
but to the second generation or the Americans
of Japanese ancestry the one sustaining spirit
to sweep across the difficult experiences dwells
in the retention of a high idealism.

No doubt, Miss Kikuye Otani, an American
of Japanese ancestry and who contributed a
column to this week’s issue, reveals a psycholo-
oy peculiar to the second generation, but more
important is her expression of a high idealism
which, again, is peculiar to the thinking of the
younger generation.

The Americans of Japanese ancestry have a
thorny road to tread. What with the differ-
ences of racial characteristics besetting their
path in American life, the handicaps they must
overcome, through greater effort and industry
than average Americans, is at once apparent.
Owing to this feature of second generation life,
it is not unfathomable especially, among those
who are of an age to seek their fortunes in the
world that the trials are aplenty which may
discourage them from cutting out their proper
niche in life. Here the question arises, of an
introduction of second generation ability to
smooth the way toward adapting and fitting
themselves into the various channels of profes-
sions. industry and trade, but all this is depend-
ent upon the contacts to be made.

On this point, the task is a difficult one.
On every side the average second generation 1S
bound to meet with rebuffs and discourage-
ment. Yet. there is assurance enough that if
the ideal of a better and closer understanding
and friendship between the Japanese and Amer-
ican peoples is bright enough and strong
enough, the proper contacts with American life
can be made to sweeten and to alleviate some
of the trials and pains they are forced to over-
come.

In whatever they do or accomplish the sec-
ond generation will be contributing in some de-
oree, to effecting those lines of a better under-
standing and friendship between the race of
their parents and the American people. The
difflcult experiences they must face, must be
looked upon by them as a passing phase in their
existence and march persistently toward the
ideal for which they are in a position to attain.
As Miss Otani has suggested, the Americans of
Japanese ancestry must carry on.

DbBecause countless
numbers seek entry each year, America’s 1m-
migrant legislation 1s a highly important
problem.
