OVER PROPOSED BROMLEY FLIGHT

TOKIO — It seems that the air
force authorities are puzzled over the
situation created by Harold Bromley,

American aviator, by his proposed
Tokio-Tacoma non-stop flight, over
the North Pacific,

Rarly in the month, with the first
report of the contemplated Bromley
flight from Japan to Tacoma. it was
reported to the American Embassy by
officials of the air force that there
were no fields large enough to al-
low a heavy type plane, such as
Bromley's, to take-off, in the country.
It is wunderstood here that the
Bromley Emsco plane carries Six
hundred gallons of gasoline and in
order to allow such a plane to take
off it would require a long runaway.

The trouble is, it seems, that there
are no such runaways long enough
and this means that if Bromley goes
through with his plane he will be
forced to take-off without filling his
tanks to capacity and must refuel
in the air. However, on this point

the air force authorities point out
that there are no islands along the
course to be taken, with air fields
which might allow a refueling planes
to accomodate the flyer,

Furthermore the situation is com-
plicated by the reason that the Min-
istry of Communications had only
given out its sanction for Bromley to
land at Tachikawa on a Tacoma-
Tokio flights and that his application
to take-off from any part of the
country has not been made yet. This,
of course, requires some time and in
the meanwhile the weather conditions
in the North Pacific for flying pur-
pose is rapidly becoming to be un-
favorable, -

However, it is felt here that the
air authorities will endeavor to faci-
litate the American flyer in every
possible way but it is also believed
that the Ministry of Communications
will not, feel it possible to i1ssue a
permit if prevailing conditions would
make it impossible to attempt the
flight.

3 SHIPS SCRAPPED
IN ASSUMING LEAD

Utah, Florida And Wyoming
Ordered To Port From Active
Service; Latter For Training
ship

WASHINGTON Anticipating
the ratification of the London naval
treaty by Japan, the American Navy
Department has taken the first step
to scrap three ships, has ordered the
dismantaling of the three battleships,
the Utah, Florida and the Wyoming,
on Monday.

Thne United States and Great Bri-
tain have already ratified the treaty
and Japan alone remains to make the
naval reductions pact effective. The
date of effect is decided in the treaty
as when the ratified documents are
deposited in London.

America Takes Lead

This action by the United States
navy ordering the three battleships
into port is the first step to be taken
by the three signatories in this di-
rection. It might be emphasized here,
also, that America was the first to
ratify the pact and the navy depart-
ment’s action indicates the determina-
tion of this country not only to fol-
low the pact in spirit but to the let-
ter as well. ’

The order was prompted by the
navy wher the message of President
Hoover, recently, asked that all go-
vernment bureaus reduce expendi-
tures without causing unemployment
or inefficiency in offices.

Means Big Savings

By ordering the dismantling of the
three ships, it is estimated that some
Four Million Dollars will be saved.
After October 1, when the ships are
to come into port from active service,
the officers and men are to be dis-
tributed throughout the fleet that
every ship may be manned to a more

i capable degree.

American’s Faith Shown

As said before, the only nation
signatory to the pacl necessary to
make it effective is Japan and it 1S
anticipated here that she will ratify
it soon.

By going through this first step to-
ward reduction, America 1S showing
her faith in the treaty and confidence
in other nations that they will not
miss the spirit of the pact. The pact
was the center of hot discussions in
the special session of the Senate but
it is not believed that the anti-treaty
foes will take up this action of the
nayy department to prolong the fight
against the administration.

To Scrap Two

In spite of the reason that the
three vessels need not be scrapped
from 1 year to 18 months after the
treaty becomes effective this country
will bring the Utah and the Florida
into port for dismantling on October
1

According to the specifications of
the pact the Wyoming may be set
aside as a training ship and this
means that two ships will be actually
serapped while the third will be taken
off the active service list.

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THE NATIONAL COUNCIL

If it is a salient feature of Pacific Coast
Japanese-American citizens bodies to be tied
together as a unit in a National Council," 1t
is a satisfactory indication, indeed, to lea_rn
that this national body will take an active
step toward its greater recognition and idenl-
fication with American institutions of politics
by holding its first bi-annual convention in
this city, several weeks hence.

The time has arrived, at last, when the
second generation is growing more proudly
concious of their voting franchise and in order
to make the most intelligent use of this privi-
lege, the National Council of Japanese-Ameri-
can Citizens Leagues was established. No one
can doubt the necessity of this organization.

If only for the purpose of introducing Ame-
rican voters of Japanese anceptry into the
political forum of the nation, it will have been
justified in its establishment and by virtue
of its work in keeping. the various citizens
bodies in active participation in politics, it will
have won the recognition for its foundation.

The National Council is still young. But in its
youth there is the vitality of the young to
stimulate proper action in politics and as it
erows older it should be the most able and
handy agency by which political ideas, infor-
mation and judgment might be had. For the
growing number of citizens, this organization
should be an important one in that it will be
instrumental in bringing to young Americans
of Japanese ancestry the sense of responsibi-
lities of a citizen. If the National Council can
properly educate young citizens, through the
various league members of the organization,
it will have become an important factor 1n
the lives of Japanese-American citizens.

INTERNATIONAL INSTITUTE

Out of the Kyoto conference of the Pacific
Relations Institute, held last fall, has come
the first light of amity between the intel+
ligent peoples of China and Japan to shed
the scintillations of good-will on the future
relations between these two countries, and
now in Berkeley, California, the Institute of
International Relations holds forth to enliven
that spirit of accord among peoples through
a proper dissemination of information in an
intelligent and educational manner.

It is. an interesting feature of this Inter-
national conference to note that subjects deal-
ing with Oriental nations, Japan in particular,
will be discussed not merely in the manner
that their problems and relations to the world,
would serve as a curious afttraction to the
delegates. Of the Oriental nations Japan espe-
cially has played and will be called upon to
play a prominent role in the adjustments to
be made toward permanently establishing
world peace, as she has, already, during the
Washington and London naval conferences,
and it can seem only in line with the policy
of the international gathering that more au-
thoritative information on Japan’s financial,
economic, social and political conditions are
disseminated in an intelligent and educational
manner.

Too often Japan has been misjudged and
under-rated as to her potential ability 1n con-
tributing toward world peace that suspicion
has, almost invariably, attended anything
Japanese. Of course, it has been difficult for
western nations and peoples to fully under-
stand Japan since her participation in inter-
national affairs has been comparatively over
a short period of time, but without lengthen-
ing that period, it is quite conceivable, that
through a proper information of her problems,
economically and politically; her life, cultural-
ly and spiritually and the guidance of which,
ethically and philosophically as it has been
accrued through her culture, the Japanese na-
tion can come to be known and understood.

This may be a short cut to knowing a peo-
ple and their character whose nation had
not held open to international intercourse for
nearly 2000 years.

That*the Pacific Era 1s approaching and
upon the shoulders of Japan and her closest
Occidental neighbor, the American nation, will
ultimately rest the responsibility for that civi-
lization to blossom into the great period, al-
ready, heralded by contemporary and past
historians, cannot be denied. That Japan’s part
in this coming Pacific drama must be one of
greatness and her qualifications to assume
that role, has been made patent as the infor-
mation to be disseminated at the International
conference will show.,

The Kvoto conference of the Institute of
elations effected the end it sought In
the parts toward a common under-
when Japanese and Chinese delegates

ically opposite in their views in regard

to their respective stands on questions of
the Orient, walked out of their conference
rooms arm In arm and expressed their feel-
ing of mutual good-will after a long period
of antagonism. The International conference,
if it can effect the end of completing that
circle of good-will among the nations of the
world and races, will have accomplished an-
other important step toward placing the world
on a pedestal of peace and harmony.

The International conference tables, may
yet become the substitute of armament.,

THE PITY

The red fangs of communism now bare
themselves in strife-torn China but the pity
of it all is that the menace does not dawn upon
the two rival factions, battling for supremacy,
to unite themselves against this third element
threatening to upset China’s age old institu-
tions.

Yes, the pity of it all is that in China, to-
day, two wars exist instead of the civil war,
which the general public is wont to believe as
the only strife in that country. The Northern
Allience under General Feng and General Yang
are leading the Kuominchung against the Na-
tionalist army forces while in the western pro-
vinces Chinese hordes waving the Red flag
are making war on quiet but helpless Chinese
and foreigners.

Neither the government nor the rebels from

the north seem able to cope with this danger. -

Neither seem to show a care what goes on in the
Yangtze river valley but are intent on their
own private war. The trouble is that this new
menace to China does not dawn upon the
fighting leaders to fuse themselves into a
unified force to crush out the war which is
being made upon the people of China by the
Reds.

It is obvious that a communist victory in
the war on the people will not benefit neither
the Nationalist government nor the Northern
Allience if the latter should vanquish the Nank-
ing foe. Who ever wins the civil war will be
forced to face the Red threat. That 1s certain.

It would seem that the Northern Allience,
known as the “people’s army’”, would strike
up a truce while the Nationalist government,
known as a Republican administration, would
do likewise to combat a common foe.

After that, when they have crushed out
a potential threat to either one who attains
victory, they may go peacefully about their
task of picking up the threads of the civil war
or they may come to a mutual understanding
effected from fighting shoulder to shoulder.

That this is lost upon them, is the pity.

THE NAVY'S ACTION

Once more this country has taken the lead
in paving the way toward the reduction of
naval armament, through the action of the
Navy Department to scrap two battleships and
to take off a third ship from the active serv-
1ce list.

Through this action even before the London
naval treaty has become a working agree-
ment, Four Million Dollars will be saved the
country by eliminating the operating expenses
of these ships untill the time the battleships
were to be scrapped under treaty.

In this Navy Department order the saving
to the nation is apparent but it i1s also to be
taken, perhaps, as a rebuff to Senate treaty
foes who had opposed ratification of the pact.
But above all it shows America’s good faith
to carry out treaty requirements. Great Britain
was the second nation to ratify the pact but
Japan as yet has not fallen into line. The
Navy’s action should encourage Japan to
hasten ratification.

DO AS ROMANS

The usage of the Japanese language by the
second generation is neither bad nor unnatural
but, certainly, as a medium of golfing and
baseball expressions on American links and
diamonds will not do it nor the younger gen-
eration players the proper justice.

Recently, two complaints were registered.
One from a Japanese and the other an Ameri-
can. The Japanese complaint found its origi-
nation on - -the golf links and the other from
the diamonds.

In both cases the protests were made In
the interest of the second generation and the
advice to be like Romans while in Rome, simple
as it may sound, may well be heeded for the
young people’s advantage.

The Japanese language is not inferior to
English. It has a history behind it that the
Japanese people may well take pride in.. Time
has cultured it into becoming the leading
language of the East.

Yet its usage at golf links or on baseball
diamonds here does not seem to fit in just
right. If it sounds raucous to American ears,
in public places, those who use it have only
themselves to blame and not the language.

[t i1s rather peculiar that the second gene-
ration must speak Japanese on golf links and
diamonds while at home English seems to be
the langlhage between brothers and sisters
and where parents find it difficult to get into
the swing of the conversation.

When on a hunt for a room, Aa
Japanese Knows exactly the size he

than our indefinate meaningless way
of discribing a room as “lm:.ge ,
sgmall”, or “about the size of ST POk
other equally vague specifications.
Found Delightful FPlace

After almost a futile search for a
room near my place of work, 1 final!y
located a very delightful one of SIX
mats., within walking distance.

It was & new house of a small
family of three and evidently, my
room had not been used for the smell
of fresh timber, always unpainted,
permeated the air. The straw matted
floor felt cold under my stocking
feet

Like A Japanese

Here on this clean floor I was {0
live my life in Japanese style. 1 ’?’JDuld
have big square cushions to sit on.
In the evening, I would spread my
bedding, and to be pul away in the
morning inside the “oshi-ire” or
closet.

As in all Japanese homes there
was the place of honor, the “tokono-
me”. a small platform where a flower
arranged most perfectly will be
placed to be admired by the guests.

Nothing Placed Near _

Nothing else will be placed near it
to interfere with its effect. The scroll
of painting or “kakemono” is always
hung by the tokonoma.

It assumes a vital importance to
the artist of tea ceremony or flower
arrangement. It will be his first duty
to hang the scroll in accord with the
seasonal or his momentary moods.

Furnituret Scant

With the exception of a table a
foot high and a charcoal brazier or
“hibachi”, the only means of heat,
there are no other furmtures.

Such constitutes the home of the
Japanse, very simple and to us al-
most barren, but with which they
have remaind entirely satisfied and
happy for centuries.

Modernity Invades Homes

But with the invasion of foreign
ideas, 2 great many of the Japanesge
have found their mode of living in-
convenient and uncomfortable. In
many of the wealthy Japanese homes
you will find a foreign room with
carpet, chairs, higher table, ar-
ray of pictures and bric-a-brac.

Many salaried men have made sim-
ple modifications by adding a chair
or 2 bed. I have seen a great number
of foreign type houses in painted
wood or tera cotta with open gardens
and lawns.

Contrast Noted

It is an interesting contrast from
the unpainted drab wooden houses
and the garden of the well-to-do_shut
in entirely from public view.

The manner in which they sit as
they study, read, perform tea cere-
monies flower arrangements and after
duties, have inured them in develop-
ing. patience, self-control and con-
centration, 1 believe.

Tea Etiquette Strict

The girl who cannot sit on her
knees for two bours while perform-
ing the tea ceremony is not only
breaking the rules of etiquette but
does not know the important requisite
of the tea art.

The seats in all public places have
habituated them to gitting in oc-
cidental style that to sit down grace-
fully and to rise with ease, after an
arduous motionless squat, 1s begin-
ning to be a trial to women as well.

MEXICO CITY — —At last I saw
a bull-fight, I went with apprehen-
sions of intolerable crualty fto anl-
mals, disgusting bestiality and posi-
tive répugnance of these nauseating, |
modern gladiatorial contests; but
came home with an inexplicable en-
thusiasm for this Spanish sport.

True enough, I am still convinced
and my experience confirmed the hor-
rible cruelty.— unnecessary it seems
— toward these animals. Two horses
were gored to death by the fierce
bulls, who in turn were inflicted
merciless wounds before being stab-
ned to death.

Going To Bull-Fight

My friend who invited me there
had been for ten years an employee
and knew all the personnel, the sci-
ence and intricacies of this sport
as it is indulged in Mexico City. He
has subsequently promised me that
before 1 leave I shall know this bull-
fighting business from A to Z. We
are going again with two American
girls who are living here in the same
house — dear old Venecia, 10.

thousand. In pictures it resembles
very much the Yale Bowl, In explain-
ing this to my friend, an educated
business man, Yale simply connoted
to him locks on door!

Describes Bowl

He had grand stand seats (sombra-
shade), but to my surprise the seats
were identically the same as theq
bleachers (sol-sun). A wooden fence
divides the bowl into half, and I sup-
pose on sunny days the grand stand
portion does get some shade.

BEvidently the rich go to the. bull-
fights to see and not to be seen.

A brass band perched high up in
the stands plays the overture as the
toreadors (bull-fighters) enter the ring,
the three matadors leading the pro-
cession followed by their aids, SiX
of them on hoérseback. After their sa-
lute to the judge, the ring is cleared
and in rushes a fierce, snorting black
bull.

L Fight Scene Told

The aids wave their red capes and
the enraged bull rushes perilously
close to the men, who evade his horns
with a dexterous side step. Then the
picadors, those on horseback carry-
ing long lances (garrocina), enter the
ring. The horses are blind-folded and
are scrawny that in comparison Ro-
cinate, Don Quixote’s famous charger,
appears like a handsome steed. AS
the bull charges upon the horse, the
picador gives a bloody stab, drawing
first blood from the enraged beast,

Three times the picadors stab the
bull, Two picadors are alloted to each
matador: how many horses I don't
know. Many times the horses are
mortally wounded; sometimes his
entrails are completely sprawled out.

Matador, The Hero

After these first three stabs, the
matador (if he is a good one) or his
assistants thrust three pairs of sharp,
steel-pointed sticks, (banderillas)
decorated in various colors with what
Seems to me crepe paper.

If the thrust is poor, the
suffering bull prances violently for
several minutes and then either gives
up the ghost to enter the bovine par-
adise or else is dealt a deft strukeﬂ
with a short knife right into his
brainsg, I suppose. I really don't know
where a bull's brains is located. Thus
another bull butchered to make a
Mexican holiday.

It the thrust is an especially good
one, they cut off his ears and the
bushy of his tail. Whether they make
ox-tail soup.of that portion, I really
can’'t tell you. Then with these thro-
phies, the matador circles the ring
to acknowledge the vociferous ac-
claims of the enthusiastic spectators.
