THE SINO-JAPANESE ISSUE

It may be well enough to assume, per-
haps, that no restraint is placed on China’s
privilege to seek the support of outside
powers in her controversy with Japan over

the Manchurian situation but at the same
time no student of Far Eastern affairs can
escape the fact that China chose her own
bed in the present difficulties by not being
disposed to recognize and respect the sanclily
of treaties.

The present situation is involved with
the complexities of manifold issue in the peace-
able and permanent settlement of which, an ad-
herence to the fundamental principle of the
sanctity of treaties first becomes necessary.
Despite China’s contention questioning the
validity of her treaty arrangements with
Japan, it is plain that the agreement has
guided the normal relations between the
two countries until the attempted outrage
at Peitaying on September 18, last, signalizing
the danger to Japanese lives and property In
Manchuria. Her immediate attitude after
the Peitaying incident did not dispel the
sugpicion that China was wont to remain
indifferent to the protection of Japanese
lives and property while subsequent actions
in resisting the policing attempts of Japanese
troops from the South Manchuria Rallway
zone complicated the situation by her flagrant
disregard of the sanctity of her treaty with
Japan.

Obviously, the real question at hand is
not what is termed the invasion of Man-
churia by Japan but revolves around the
issue of whether China will or will not re-
cognize and respect the sanctity of a treaty.
If it is China's position to argue the In-
validity of her treaty with Japan and thus
her flagrant disregard of its sanctity, Japan's
proof of its validity and recognized status 1s
shown in her One Billion Seventy Three
Million Dollars investment made in South
Manchuria not to say of the Five Hundred
Million Dollars invested in China proper.

It is significant that these investments
together with the trade intercourse with
China until recently, would not, have been
made without treaty regulations accepted as
valid by both nations and respedted as
such to tie the two countries into closer
friendship and harmony.

While China has laid her appeal on the
League Council’s table disregarding the
real issue at stake and asking the support
of outside powers to force the withdrawal
of Japanese troops into the South Man-
churia Railway zone, it is pertinent to note
that no assurance guaranteeing the safety
and security of Japanese lives and property
in accordance with her obligation under the
Sino-Japanese treaty, has been forthcoming
from neither the Nanking government nor
from General Chang Hsueh-liang, the Man-
churian war lord.

Whether or not it will be possible for
the League Council to come to the assistance
of China. under the present circumstznces,
remains a question but it is obvious that in
the event the outside powers should take
2 hand in the present controversy, the issue
will undoubtedly return to the question con-
cerning China's attitude on the validity and
sanctity of her treaty with Japan. In this
r&gard: the validity and sanctity of her treaty
cannot be questioned by China without weak-
ening her own position and a basis of the
international agreements and conventions
entered into by her with other foreign powers.

Japan's proffer to settle the present dis-
pute through direct negotiations, based on
a principle of recognition for an established
treaty. is not only logical and just but of-
fore a way toward the peaceable and perma-
nent solution of the present Manchurian Sl-

tuation.

WAR DEBTS AND DISARMAMENT

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that our country is neither asking for the
pound of flesh nor to kill the goose thal
lays the golden eggs.

A war debts revision together with a
greater economy on the expenditures of
armaments, through genuine disarmament
to redouble the financial strength of Kurope
and if that will mean the economic restora-
tion of Europe, it will not find this na-
tion lacking 1n attention.

The recent French Premier's visit is al-
ready beginning to bear fruit in the seeming
rapprochment between France and Ger-
many despite the thorny angles presented
by the reparations issue. Foreign Minister
Grandi's visit augurs well of helping us to
understand the European situation as well as
helping to form a policy under which Ku-
rope may be brought out of her present
financial morass and her nightmare of arma-
ments.

SELECTIVE SALES TAX

It is seemingly difficult to believe that
we have come to such a pass that taxatiou
on a broader scale has become necessary
to refill our depleted treasury.

Yet that is the case, today, and at the
next session of Congress in President Hoover's
budget program will be incorporated the
selective sales tax policy sponsored by Secre-
tary of the Treasury Mellon. Whether this
is the best form or not in rehabilitating our
national coffers would, of course, remain a
question of manifold contentions pro and
con, but it is obvious that the step has been
forced as a natural means for'the reenlive-
ning of the present financial status as well
as to bolster the treasury.

There is no doubt that the selective sales
tax policy once put into operation will throw
the gear into a high cost of living with
some attendant ill results. But it is obviously
true that the nation must keep on and as
a nation it must work out its problems on a
common sense basis.

If the selective sales tax would prohibit
buying and encourage unemployment it would
still mean money in our coffers to promote
public works with its resultant effect In
buying and keeping the wheels of industry
turning to meet the needs of the people.

The sales tax, of course, will not be per-
manent, and it must be understood that i.
is the most logical means to refill our depleted
treasury In the present emergency.

THE PEOPLE'S ENTERPRISE

The present move to reestablish the clos-
ed Pacific Commercial Bank as an enter-
prise which can be carried into the second gen-
eration day not only shows the permanent
motive by which it is guided but the desire
to leave to the people of the coming day a
financial unit that can materially help In
their firm economic foundation.

While the bank itself will be known gen-
erally by its Japanese support, it will, an-
doubtedly, be directed in its management by
the cooperative efforts of both Japanese and
American businessmen. This should be for-
tunate, indeed, from the viewpoint that soon-
er or later this community of Japanese peo-
ple must strengthen their ties with the
outer sections of the city and toward which
the second generation are already an In-
fluencing factor.

This is the trend that present day af-
fairs here must take. No community or dis-
trict can exist by itself and as an econom-
ic unit its fortunes are tied with the wel-
fare of the whole. This 1s being demons-
trated in the present day when it may well
be said that if it were not for the strong
credit system which had been established
here, it would be no exaggeration to say
that forty percent or more of the business
establishments owned in this community
will face bankrupcy with a resultant 1ll ef-
fect on business conditions in the outer
sections of the city.

It cannot be more strongly pointed out
that business is interdependent than through
the fact that the bank closure has forced
the necessity of cooperation and a unit-
ed effort to surmount the present difficulti-
es if individual enterprise is to survive.

Such being the case, it 1s an appropriate
moment to shape the destiny of the bank
now in the process of reorganization to be-
come a cooperative enterprise and in which
both the American and Japanese people will
become partners in the venture. This would
be setting a precedent which can be followed
with success 1n the second generation day
and which set down now would be giving
the coming people a good beginning.

The present move to reopen the bank by
making it a community institution and In
which American support will be welcome,
should be pushed not only from the angle
of reorganizing the institution but from a
viewpoint of building it as a monument signi
fying a partnership between the second gen-
eration and the people from the other sec-
tions of the city as a mutual enterprise
