TOKIO, Japan—The rejection by
former Premier Wakatsuki of the
coalition cabinet plan, advocated by
ex-Home Minister Kenzo Adachi, is
generally understood here as the
reason causing the untimely resigna-
tion of the entire Minsei liberal
cabinet, thereby enabling the Seiyu
conservative party to come into
power as a matter of course.

For some time past, a rift in the
Minsei ranks was broadly rumored
but it became even more apparent
as the time neared the Sixtieth Diet
meeting. The major problems which
had been harassing the Minsei cab-
inet were the gold embargo, de-
ficiency in the national incomes, the
current Manchurian affair, the
seemingly unfavorable developments

for the Japan at the League Coun-|

cil in Paris, and the coalition cab-
inet plan as above mentioned.

It was reported to have been
Mr. Adachi's firm belief, despite the
Minsei majority in parliament, only
a coalition cabinet save the c}ay
for the government at the coming
Diet in the face of all these prob-

lems.

Nearly
all the prefectural govenrnors, coun-
try officials and other political of-
fice-holders have either been changed
or replaced by the new government.

Meanwhile there seems to be an

undercurrent of dissatisfaction a-
mong sympathizers of the unsuccess-
ful Adachi-Kuhara plan. The future
policies of Mr. Adachi and Mr. Ku-
hara seem to be an interesting topic
of speculation, as they appear to
be quite out of their respective
parties.
Mr. Kuhara's refusal to accept
post in the newly formed cabinet,
coupled with the discord between
Mr. Wakatsuki and Mr, Adachi
in the Minsei party, may be taken
to mean a possible storm in the
political world, here.

STIMSON CONSIDERS
“REGRET” APOLOGY

Secretary Asks For Further Details
Of Attack On American
Consul

WASHINGTON—Ambassador Kat-
suji Debuchi expressed sincere re-
gret for the attack on Consul Culver
B. Chamberlain to Secretary of
State Stimson, who considered it
a formal apology from Japan.

The Foreign Office in Tokio Tre-
vealed that it had received no
expression of dissatisfaction from
Stimson through Debuchi, but re-
gretted his request for a more
detailed explanation.

While the civilian interpreter had
been discharged from the army
employ, the two soldiers who stop-
ped the consul were not punished
because it was felt that they had
not participated in the attack.

Secretary Stimson conferred with
the English, Italian and French
ambassadors here on the Far East
situation, but would not reveal de-
tails. It was felt, in view of the
advance through Manchuria of Japa-
nese troops cleaning up bandit rem-
nants, that some message to Japan
would be forwarded. Whether the
policy expressed by the big powers
would be severe in attitude toward
Japan was not known.

British Paper Lauds
Generosity of U. S.

LONDON—That agitation in the
United States against debt can-
cellation was not the work of poli-
ticians but the feelings of reason-
able progressive men, was recognized
by the Manchester Guardian this
week.

America has been generous, declar-
ed the newspaper, but Europe has
been slow to show her gratitude. She
has done little to convince the Ame-
rican people that ghe has been
grateful, was the comment.

At the same time it was revealed
that England would propose a three-
year extension of the reparations
moratorium.

BOMBAY, India—After harsh
measures had fought the new inde-
pendence movement following the
arrest of Gandhi almost to a stand-
still, Viceroy Lord Willingdon made
his first offer for conciliation to-
ward Indian Nationalists when he
invited Sir Teg Sapru to discuss
the movement with him.

Almost all of the big leaders of
the Nationalists were under arrest
throughout India. Mahatma K. Gand-
hi was arrested early Monday morn-
ing, together with his lieutenant,
J. V. Patel. Rajendra Prasad Bihar,
who succeeded as leader of the
movement, was also arrested, Every
noted leader of the All-India Na-
tional Congress has been jailed.

While lacking leaders the National-
ists carried on their policy of Sa-
waraj, or civil disobedience. While
this passive resistence was supposed
to be peaceful, riots took place
throughout the nation.

Five hundred Nationalists organli-
zations were outlawed, peaceful
picketing and boycotting was forbid-
den on pain of arrest and hard labor,
while officials were empowered withn
almost ultimated rights to deal
with the strikers.

country are read aloud, together
with those of the Emperor, Empress,
the princes and princessés and high
court officials.

The former premier of Japan,
Wakatsuki, is a familiar figure to
you, because he was the visitor in
Seattle just two years ago. His
favorite pastime, like that of so
many of the Japanese gentry of his
age, is composing verses in class-
ical Chinese. -

The simple, vigorous literature of
ancient Japan was later enriched
by contact with Chinese thoughts,
and with Buddhist ideas, which
came into our country through
China and Korea. In recent years
it has been further varied by the
acquaintance with western literature
of all countries and all ages.

In_ spite of all those foreign in-
fluences, Japanese literature has
always retained its characteristic
traits which are unique, and 1im-
possible of appreciation in trans-
lation. I think it was Goethe that
said, “To learn a language is 1o
conquer a nation.”

Whether the Japanese are in
Formosa or Korea or Manchuria
the national policy is the same. Not
to open these coutries for Japanese
colonization, but to provide food fr
Japan and raw materials for Japa-
nese factories. Japan obtains her
sugar from Formosa and soyva beans

from Manchuria to help in the food
problem.

Manchuria supplies coal and iron
to Japan for Japan is lamentably de-
ficient in coal and iron and a na-
tion's commercial greatness today
can best be measured in her poten-
tial resources of coal and iron. The
coal and iron of Manchuria explain
Japan's interest in South Manchu-
ria. ad helps to explain her invest-
ment of half a billion dollars in thar
country for only strong economic
pressure would force Japan to invest
her money in a country where she
is liable to be forced out when
China is strong enough.

South Manchuria is Japan's bz
problem next to that of population
for South Manchuria is an enormous
factor in Japan's factory output.
The loss of economic domination in
Manchuria for the Japanese will be
the signal for the disappearance of
Japan as a world power. The (Chi-
nese may rave about the Japanese
in Manchuria, as a matter challeng-
ing the sovereignity of China, but
with Japan it is not a question of
an abstract principle but self pre-
servation. A world war in which
Japan would be one of the princi-
pal combatants is the only thing

which can force Japan out of Man-
churia.,

Reclamation Planned

Japan’s attempt to provide more
rice land is almost pitiable with
every resource at their dis osal
and in view of the urgent need of
more land the Japanese government
has embarked wupo an ambitious
plan of land reclamation of 75,000
acres a year for the next 20 years
to provide more rice. This is just
50% of the land required fo. the
excess annual population. The Ja-
panese farmer is producing twice
as much rice per acre as the
farmerss of Java or the United
States and still the demand is
increasing. The truth of the matter
is that it will require a lot of money
to bring additional land under Julti-
vation for rice, as anyone Knows
who has visited Japan and has seen
the way the hills are terraced
order' to grow rice.

Experiments are under way in
Japan to change the diet, but this
is a slow and heartbreaking task.
Wheat flour is being used quite ex-
tensively in the Japanese navy, not
only as a matter of education but to
stimulate physical growth and vigor.
If the Japanese would eat more
wheat flour there is considerable
acreage in Japan which is unsuit-
able for rice but would grow wheat.
The Japanese on account of Budd-
hism are small meat eaters. The
average American eats more meat
in two weeks than the average Ja-
panese does in a year. The annual
average per capita consumption of
meat in Japan is four pounds. IT
the Japanese could be taught 1o
use more meat they could raise
sheep, goats, cattle and hogs on
steep slopes where water cannot
be used for rice. To change a na-
tion’s diet however is a slow job.

Over-Population Problem

Japan has her problems, such as
the fear of communism, the Russian
invasion in Manchuria, the question
of a pacified friendly China, the
development of Korea, the subjuga-
tion of Formosa, but these are all
problems which may adjust them-
selves, Japan's big problem, the one

While it is not a progressive fact to
forget the past and to move into the future
blindly, no progress Or advancement can be
assured by living the past. What has been,
has been, and nations and peoples must find
their footing upon the institutions which have
been preserved to build higher the monument

of civilization.

However, remotely the question of repara-
tions and war debis may be connected with
world peace and civilization, there can be
no doubt that economic stability must be
fundamental in their attainment.

Today Germany has been given a respite
rom her straitened financial and economic
circumstances but only a year’s breathing
space as offered by the one-year debts holi-
day, made effective recently, cannot stave ofif
the threat of collapse to her economic life.
Whether or not the repudiation of reparations
payments by Germany in the future will be jus-
tified, is a matter for reflection but certainly
where she must come to such straits to force
her repudiation the paramount need will be
a solution for the situation. If such should
come to pass to strike at her national exis-
tence, the interest must become world-wide
in averting such a calamity unless its dire

reflections are to be cast to the outside.

The allied war debts, of course, would
scem to be another matter and have cate-
gorically been kept a separate question. How-
ever, under present economic circumstances
the payments of these debts were helped
by the reparations payments from Germany.
RBeason may seem to point out that the two
matters are entirely separate in their obliga-
tory sense but the singular fact is that toe
debts would seem to have been incurred to

win reparations.

However, the cancellation of reparations
does not mean necessarily that it would make
right the cancellation of war debts. The re-
parations were gotten under demands. The
war debts were an obligation involving the
good faith of mations. The two matters are
distantly connected but there is a fineness of
difference which must be recognized.

The cancellation of war debts is not a safe
measure to be laid down as a precedent for
the future. Its revision under the present
cireumstances should help the debtor nations
of Europe as well as to facilitate them in
discharging their proper obligation.

The super-war into which the world has
been drawn must decide the future course
of nations and peoples. If a satisfactory ar-
rangement of reparations and war debts will
help lay a proper foundation for the econom-
ic stability of the world In future, all na-
tions must join in cooperation to this end.

The world at the crossroads, today, must
be guided by proper decisions of settlement on
the fundamental 1ssues at stake.

—

THE FRENCH THESIS

In the wake of France's high-spirited na-
tionalism comes now a reorganized cabinet
under Premier Laval to support her stand
for security and it will not be an unforeseen
event should the French delegation demand
national safety through political pacts, 1if
necessary, in lieu of disarmament.

The appointment of former Premier Andre
Tardieu as Minister of War and who is to
head the French delegation to the Geneva
conference is fully significant of the deter-
mined stand to be taken by France on the
question of security whenever disarmament
s to be discussed. It was M. Tardieu who as
the leader of the French delegation to the

their advance to |

naval conference in 1930, laid the
cornerstone in the French thesis of security
and condensed what was to have been a five-
power naval agreement L0 a practical work-
ing treaty between the United States, Great
Britain and Japan.

At that time the noteworthy fact was
that France's position was chiefly dictated
by her desire to gain supremacy over [taly
and consequently the rivalry between the two
hations was thrown on the conference board
thie of a Ir demand {for
security through a political pact with Kng-
land guaranteeing her national safety. This
hecame the French stand from which neither
England nor Italy could budge her and at
the Geneva conference shortly following the
London meet the security creed ol France
was patented.

The part that M. Tardieu will play 1n
Geneva next month cannot be mistaken. That
he will remain consistent, 1s a certainty. His
stallation as the Minister of War, this week,
is significant of France's desire to put for-
ward a strong claim -for national securily
and in which the question of political pacts
will of necessity play a part.

It is in most, around this French thesis
that the Geneva conference must revolve.
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THE G. 0. P. DILEMMA

Somewhere, sometime the Republican boat
is expected to spring a leak
but coming as it may during this period of
the nation’s worst economic stress, 1t must
become plain that should the G. O. P. lose
the confidence of the people the party’s rise
to popularity will be a long time in the show-
ing again.

Already as matters stand, President Hoov-
or has not been the popular figure he was
expected to be in 1928 and a split in party
ranks at the coming G. O. P. convention
on the question of his renomination may be-
come inevitable. Where the Republicans will
stand when the nominations fall due is the
immediate question at hand which 1s not
an easy one to solve. Veritably, the Republi-
cans are in a dilemma.

Who the Republican candidates will be
for party nomination, remains a question
as yet. There are, of COUTISE, such men as
Gov. Gifford Pinchot of Penna., Sen. Hiram
Johnson of California and possibly Sen. Wil-
liam E. Borah of Ida., who may become can-
didates for the nomination but in looking over
this field perhaps President Hoover would
yet carry a more popular appeal.

What the party faces today 1s no joke.
If the Republicans have ever been split into
two camps, that fact is made obvious today
by the lack of greater support for President
Hoover.

However, to place another candidate in
the field for the November elections would
be tantamount to a repudiation of the present
administration policies by the party and In
that event a rising Democratic tide of Ppo-
pularity cannot be offset. By renominating
President Hoover, a possible split may need
be looked for by the party.

The question is not a happy one to look
at either way for the G. O. P.

PERMANENT REGISTRATION

One of the important mOVeS sponsored
by the Municipal League of Seattle is for
the permanent registration of voters in the
State of Washington and which plan as de-
monstrated in thirty states of the Union has
proven its practicability as both a time and
money saver not to say of unnecessary re-
petition.

Under this plan, if adopted, a real service
can be performed for the voters in the State
of Washington and at the same kime it would
be helpful in bringing that element of voters
out to the polls, who may be too busy to
register for the elections each time it 1s ne-
cessary. It would become even helpful In
bringing out the lax voters whose intentions
are right but who never get to the registra-
tion books, each time,.

The amount to be saved by eliminating
the process every two years, would soon be-
come a real boon to the taxpayers of the
State. Taking Seattle alone 1t should mean
the saving of some $35,000 to nearly $40,000
for the biennium period of elections. “

The saving it would mean to the State
in the way of money would also become link-
ed with the saving of time and to thousands,
time means money. Being too
essentially mean the lack of time
plan being sponsored by the Municipal League
would imply the facilitation to voters 1n
every walk.

The petition to make this plan an In-
itiative in the fall elections requires the names
of fifty thousand voters. HEvery citizen and
voter who feels that it is high time to cut
out the unnecessary repetition and help an
economy measure of money and time should
support the Municipal League petition.

There is really no good argument against
permanent registration.
