Plan Speakers

Under the present plan, speakers
are listed to bring information to
the various chapters of the Japa-
nese-American Citizens' League
which sprang up after the first
biennial convention held here in
1930, regarding the foundation of

the national organization. In respect |

to this matter, it 1s understood
that Georbe Ishihara, president of
the local league, and Clarence 41y
Arai, who together with the former
were delegates from this city to
a citizens conference held in Calif-
ornia durinng 1929, have volunteer-
ed their services.

Both men have been connected
with the local League since 1ts
beginning and it is felt their ex-
perience in promoting the citizens
movement will help enhance the
program of the board.

Although no discussion was held
as to the transportation of a booster
delegation to the [.os Angeles na-
tional meet in July, it is likely
that the board will leave this matter
up to the individual chapters, and
after sufficient responses have been
received. it is to be broughl up
before the council.

To Push Check-up

Together with the campaign to
be started by the Northwest board,
it is also planned to urge all chap-
ters in this district to make a
close check-up on the number of
American voters of Japanese an-
cestry. At the first biennial meet
held here a resolution Wwas passed
calling for a report of the number
of American citizens in each. chap-
tor district to be made at the 1932
meet and it is the reason under-
lying the registration drive now
being urged.

In this drive to regisier more
eligible members James Yamamoto,
mresident, Puyallup League, George
vasumura, president, Valley Civic
League, and George Ishihara, pres-
ident, Seattle League, will un-
doubtedly start the ball rolling by
assuming the lead in their respec-
tive districts. The Yakima Valley
lL.eague, under Johnson Shimizu's
lead is also expected to fall in with
their program.

The Portland district under the
lead of Roy Yokota, is expected to
push the citizens drive as well as
the registration. The next meeling
of the board will undoubtedly be
called for June under present plans.

(erman Péople Give
Hindenburg Policies
Stamp Ofd Approval

BERLIN an ovir-
whelming plurality of 19,000,000
votes, the German nation on last
Sunday returned Paul von Hinden-
burg to the Presidengy of the Re-
public which he has headed since
its formation.

President von Hindenburg's clean
cut victory over his closest rival
Adolph Hitler, the fascist leader,
coupled with the big plurality given
him, is being taken in many quart-
ers as an expression of German
unity behind the| adminisgration
policies instituted by the gray hair-
ed chief executive since he first
took office seven years ago, While
no one doubted the President's
strength to win, there was Some
belief prior to the elegtions that
Hitler would receive more than he
was given in the May elections at
which time Hindenburg was slight-
ly short of majority to be reelected.

LLast Sunday's elections was a
run-off affair and contrary to be-
lief Hitler received much less than
the 15,000,000 votes it was predicted
he would receive., The communist
candidate Thaelmann and Theodore
Duesterberg, nationalist were given
less than 3,000,000 votes each. The
elections, therefor, was virtually a
stamp of approval given to the
Hindenburg policies and has some-
what dimmed the prospects of the
fascists and communist possibilities
in raising to power at least for the
present,

One of the

happiest men in all
Germany over the result of the
elections was Chancellor Heinrich
Bruening who had staunchly de-
fended the President's policies and
had advocated his reelection In
numerous campaign speeches. How-
ever, the one speech in the cup oOf
victory just in the immediate pres-
ent is the decree issued by the
minister of defense Gen. Wilhelm
Groener to demobilize the fasgists
as a measure of safety against
any possible civil strife as the
indications seemed to be during the
week. The decree if it is fo become
such must first be signed by the
President and this coming almost
immediately after his sweeping Vic-
tory is expected to prove an em-
barrassement to Hindenburg as it is
generally known that dictatorial
methods have proven some what
dissasterous in the past regarding
disasterous in the past regarding

Japanese Plan Bond
Flotation In U. ).

Japan will float bond 1ssues
amounting to some $150,000,000 in
this country, soon was reported in
a cablegram to the Department
of Commerce from H. A. Butltls,
American commercial attache, sta-
tioned at Tokio, and in which it
was also stated that 7,000,000 Yen
approximately $2,312,000 in gold was
shipped early this month to the
United States.

According to the report of the
cablegram, the $150,000.000 bond
flotations is for the purpose of
covering the anticipated deficit in
the government budget for the fiscal
year of 1932 to 1933, which is ex-
pected to be about 111,000,000 Yen.
The report further states that the
1032 to 1933 expenditures is ex-
pected to be around 1,490,000,000
Yen while the revenue is placed at
1,380,000,000.

The government’s plan, it is un-
derstood from the report, is intend-
ed to bond issues approximating
from 4 0,000,000 Yen to 470,000,000
Yen in the next fiscal year.

While there may seem to be some
question as whether the issue to be
floated here will go toward covering
new authorization of floatations,
it was announced.

The recent bond issues authorized
in special session of the Diet last
month to meet the expenditures of
the Japanese expeditionary forces
inn China are not included in this
the special of the Japanese army
expeditions to Manchuria and Shang-
hai, it was definitely made known

Chinese Communists
Peril Foreign Lives

SHANGHATI—The lives of Ame-
rican, British and other foreigners
are being endangered by the activ-
ites of Chinese communist soldiers
in Fukien province was reported
here on Thursday.

DEMOS WILL BACK
QUICK LEGISLATION
FOR REVENUE BILL

Sen. Robinson Lines up Demo-
cratic Support For Early
Action On Bill

OUSTS PARTISAN POLITICS

WASHINGTON—Eliminating the
possibilities of patisan politics in
legislating the revenue bill to bal-
ance the budget, Senate Democrats,
early this week, proposed unanim-
ously to support any move which
would make for the expeditious
passage of the measure.

It is understood that as soon as
the bill has been perfected to reap
the results necessary, the democrats
will bring their full support to the
measure thus ensuring the early
passage of the bill without un-
necessary discussions as to the
possible limitations of the bill. The
democratic senators under the lead-
ership of Sen. Robinson, Ark. de-
cided to support the expedition of
the bill after a four hour con-
ference held early this week and
this seems to have perceptibly
brightened the chances of having
quick action on the bill

Prior to the democratic confer-
ence. it 1s understood, Sen. Robin-
son at the instance of President
Hoover went into conference with
the Chief Executive regarding ithe
bill and which is believed to have
harmonized whatever differences
there might have been.

While it has not been made known
definitely, it is believed President
Hoover may call in the leading
business figures of the country
to confer on the present deflating
influences of pnices. This matter is
understood as being under contemp-
lation by the President and if 1t
sould be callgd specific recom-
mendations are expected to be made
to put a stop to the present falling
of prices.

A fight on the tariff features of
the revenue bill still looms but
there seems to be some optimism
regarding g5 solution of any pPpos-
sible squabbles with the move by
Sen. Watson, Republican lealder,
to institute a policy of lompromise.
This move by the republican lead-
er is also expected to contribute
out of the question on although
toward taking partisan  politics
it is known that Sen. Watson fav-
ors only limited changes in the bill.

Demos Rise Against
Vet. Bonus Payment

WASHINGTON—Joining with ad-
ministration forces, house demo-
crats, early this week, were lining
up to make any mnecessary fight
against the cash payment of the
soldiers’ bonus should the question
come on the floor.

Cash bonus proponents were heard
before the ways and means com-
mittee and at which time their
arguments embodied a plan to raise
sufficient money through the Iis-
suance of nmew curremcy. Rep.
Rainey, democratic house leader,
took issue on this plan declaring
that any such measure would be
detrimental to the mnation’s fin-
ancial and economic interest and
welfare.

In the upper house, Sen. Robin-
son, democratic leader, also, voiced
his opposition to the cash payment
of the soldiers’ bonus in no un-
certain terms.

DEMAND IRISH OATH

LONDON—Standing by the sli-
pulation of the Anglo-Irish treaty,
J. H. Thomas, secretary of domin-
ions, made it clear in the House
of Commons, early this week, the
British government would insist
the Irish Free State maintain the
oath of allegiance to the crown,

FRENCH OBJECT
AT GENEVA TO
U. S. PROPOSALS

GENEVA—Coming before the gen-

eral disarmament conference, which
reconvened early this week, Hugh S.
Gibson, American ambassador to
Belgium and representing his na-
tion, made definite proposal for
the abolition of heavy land artil-
lery, tanks and poisonous gases.

The resolution calling for the ad-
option of the proposal forwarded by
Gibson struck a snag of French op-
position. Premier Andre Tardieu,
that the American proposal was
limited in its scope and did not
include naval armament.

While Gibson's stand partially re-
flected the French attitude of sec-
urity when he declared that defense
must be given first consideration,
Tardieu did not take up the ques-
tion and instead reiterated the
French proposal.

The French proposal in essence
is to place all arms under the con-
trol of the League of Nations for
policing purposes. He further stated
the French plan to abolish sub-
marines and battleships.

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THE VETERANS' BONUS

With no safe assurance that the next
several years will hold the bright hopes
of a turn from the depression and with no
guarantee that the cash payment of the
soldiers’ bonus will bring back prosperity to
the country let alone to the soldiers them-
selves. it would be sad folly for a grateful
nation to let its better judgment be unseated
by ill-founded notions of sympathy to turn
the bonus into cash and thus take away
the last remaining award made to the ex-
veterans for their patriotic services.

Vet there are some in Congress, toda}y.
as well as people in the daily walks of }1fe
who, through a mistaken idea of service,
would redeem the insurance certificates for
cash and temper the full benefit of the
bonus in the years to come when 1ts safe-
keeping would mean a saving laid aside for
old age. It is not to be doubted that there
are many ex-veterans out of work and In
need of succor but it is, also, not to ‘:?e
doubted that should the certificates be paid
up to afford a measure of relief, it cannot
be credited in the same breath as having
the full value of the benefit as the veteran
might receive by keeping it for times of
greater emergency 1o himself and old age.

For the next seven years President Paul
von Hindenburg, reelected on last Sunday
for his second term, will have his hands
full in keeping peace within the nation more

Whether or not it can be taken in this light
remains a question but it 1s certain that
Hitler has been President Hindenburg's
strongest rival and the decree that now
hits his organization can only spell the
prolonged enemity of the fascist leader.

A Germany in the hands of Herr Hitler
cannot pursue a constructive course ' out-
lined by the policies of President von Hin-
denburg. Despite emergency decrees the
venerable President of Germany has remained

and the yearly land annuities to the English
Crown contain 1n the Anglo-Irish Treaty,
upon which the Irish Free State came into
being, will live on even after his time.

There may be those whose admiration
for the Insh Free State President,
make them partial to the Irish stand for
the abolition of the oath of allegiance and
the land annuities but at the present time
it 1s plain that to allow this liberty to
the Irish Free State will strike at the so-
vereignty of the English Crown and who
knows but it may stamp a precedent of dis-
integration for the British Empire. London,
no doubt, is in a tight place but it only
forces the government to keep a tight hold
on the Irish Free State to respect the

treaty which gave them the independent
State.

As a matter of fact England, today, can-
not afford to permit Ireland take an aloof
attitude but on the other hand the security
of the Irish Free State, itself, is dependent

upon the strength of the British Crown to
hold the British Empire together.

JAPAN KNOWS HOW TO DEAL WITH
CHINESE BANDITS

(Reprinted from the Seattle Post Intelligencer,
Saturday, April 9, 1932.)

Here 1is a dispatch from Shanghai, China,
that ought to bring the blush of shame and indigna-
tion to the cheek of every American citizen.

“Charles Baker, aged American river barge
captain, kidnaped near Hangkow on January 19,

is preparing for death at the hands of his Chinese
Communist captors.

“Efforts of the Nanking government to ef-
fect his release for $10,000 were double-crossed

after action taken by Nelson Johnson, American
minister to China, had been in vain'”.

This is not an isolated case. It is only the

latest example of the appalling condition throughout
bandit-ridden, Communist-cursed and chaotic China.

In view of the outrages which poor, helpless
Citizen Baker and other innocent mationals of the
United States and other countries have suffered
at the hands of Chinese bandits, it is worse than
needless, it is cowardly and criminal, for any
American to waste any more sympathy on the
government and people of China that permit the
anarchy there to continue.

When Japan notified the world that China
was overrun by bandits, China lost no time in
proving to the world that Japan's charge was well
founded.

What Japan announced, the United States

knew to be true.

Our department of state has for many months
received report after report to the same effect
from our legation in Peiping, and from our consul-
ates all over China.

The United States is apparently indifferent
enough to sit supinely by while American citizens
are murdered, kidnaped, robbed and beaten by
China’'s gunmen.

But Japan has more spirit. Japan has more
patriotism, Japan has more courage. And for so
having, the government and people of Japan are
entitled to the respect and the commendation of
the civilized world.

Under the shocking conditions existing in Chi-
na today, the better disciplining Japan gives Lo
bandit-ridden China, and the sooner that dis-
ciplining is given, the better it will be for the
peace and safety not only of the United States
but of every other member of the family of free
nations.

Instead of meddling, interfering and criticizing
the determination of Japan to put a stop to the
outrages upon its own citizens in China, the least
the g.nvernment at Washington can do is to show
the éympathy of the American people with what
Japan is trying to do.

When Japan sends her armed forces to punish
Chinese banditry, China has come to that
Japan means business.

But China is not apt to take seriously the
representations of the government at Washington,
which seems content to deal with banditry Dby
writing notes about it and indulging in pusillanimous
expressions of impotent indignation.
