Task Of Economy

WASHINGTON —Through
with the tax bill mow the
Senate faces the question of
naking cuts in government
salaries to shape an economy
bill that will reduce the ex-
penditures of the government
for the next fiscal year by some

$238,000,000.

Just where the upper house
will reach on this problem 1S
a matter for conjecture but 1t
is certain that some cuts will
be made if not the ten per
cent which has been prescribed.
These cuts must be made if the
tax bill which was passed On
Wednesday is to be an 1m-
portant program in the general
objective of balancing the gov-
ernment budget.

It is understood that there
are certain Senators like Hiram
Johnson of California who IS
against the reduction of salaries
for government employees but
despite the wishes of this ele-
ment it is believed the Senate
will work out some plan that
will meet with the public de-
mand for economy in govern-
ment expenditures which is
vitally necessary 1if emergency
tax legislations are not to be
passed.

Just where the cuts in sal-
aries shall end is the big ques-
tion but it is understood, drast-
ic as the ten per cent cut may
seemm those who are mnot Te-
ceiving any too large salary
will be spared, it is understood,
if a close study of conditions
affecting salary winners are
studied.

U. S .—Incame Drops
As Against Expenses

WASHINGTON-—With a fJe-
ficit of over $2,584,000 facing
the Treasury for the current
fiscal year, the mnecessily of
economy and balancing the bud-
get has been stressed by the
Treasury Department, this
week.

The principal cause for the
large deficit was made known
as the result of collections
which have been difficult to
make and the rising amount
of expenditures. Last Yyear the
income taxes, alone, collected
amounted to $1,564 628,881 as
compared to what was received
this year so far, $95,978,640.

Thus has been the chief de-
cline in revenues and at the
same time the expenditures,
it was mentioned, rose.

WASHINGTON-—Through the

TAX BILL PANSED
IN UPPER HOUSE

T'wo Billilon Dollars Kavenue
Rasing Bill To Balance
Budget Passed

WASHINGTON—R e w r itten
three times the budget-balanc-
ing budget designed to bring
revenues estimated at $2,121,-

000,000 was passed in the Sen-
ate early on Wednesday morn-
ing.

The vote of 72, to 11, gave
the final stamp of approval to
the measure which at present
1S being discussed in conference
before it comes up before the
lower house for its vote. While
this measure falls short of rals-
ing sufficient revenues to
balance the budget, it has been
designed to work with other
measures of economy and has
been made the impontant cog in
a tax and economy program to
clear the treasury deficit.

This emergency taxation bill
1s regarded as a measure which
will go down in the annals
of Senate history from a view-
point of the wvarious avenues
sought to raise revenues as
well by the many hard fought
battles to either insert or delete

f,ax measures believed diserim-
inatory.

. Compromise Bill

Although the measure marks
one of the most drastic drafted
Il years from the angle of
taxing incomes and commoditi-
es, 1t mnevertheless, is looked
upon as a measure of compro-
mise to satisfy the majority. It
IS possible to believe the bill
will strike some elements in a
dissatisfactory manner but un-
der the circumstances it has
generally affected the sections
of the public as equitably as
possible, is the opinion among
some observers.

While it cannot satisfy all,
as mentioned, the bill shows
the determination of the Senate
to balance the budget in accord-
ance with the wishes of Pres-
ident Hoover and Secretary of
Treasury Ogden Mills.

Forced on three occasions to
be rewritten, it marked one
of the greatest clashes of means
to attain the objective.

The battle-marked bill, how-
ever, has been the product or
impartial judgment on the part
of the Senate and while some
of its drastic features will find
objections in certain corners
of public opinions it cannot be
gain-said the measure was
framed without the encroach-
ments of partisan polities.

General Sales Out

Despite the efforts of Sen.]

David Walsh, R., Mass.,
bring his bill for a general
sales tax out on the floor for
discugsion to provide for
it was sprusd by the Senate
additional $200,000,000 revenue,
where a petition on Monday
was taken up to eliminate the
measure from being brought
on the floor.

COALITION FORM
OF NEW CABINET

Non-Partisan Form Of Sai-
to Cabinet Finds Favor

With Nation

CONFIDENCE RESTORED

TOKIO-—In spite of the un-
certainty which seemed to pre-
vail during the period the new-
ly inducted cabinet was in its
formation, the empire, today,
gives an outlook of settling
down to a determined and
stable process of regaining ils
normal equilibrium.

The new government under
Premier Viscount Makoto Saito
1S winning favor on all sides
and while there seems an ele-
ment of die-hards, who are
not convinced as to the efficient
method of the coalition cabinet
in raising the present level of
the economic situation, general-
ly, the empire’s keel has been
righted and sentiment is grow-
g stronger against petty poli-
tics and politicians. It is signi-
ficant, as an observer has com-
mented, the new government
has been like a cooling spring
breeze on a hot summer day.

Although it cannot be stated
with any positive proof the
politicians had 'been getting
their own way until a group
of army and navy cadets and
officers were axasperated and
resulted in the assasination of
Premier Tsuyoshi Inukai.

Politicians Taxed Patience

While the empire as g whole
did not seem to be arroused
tg ire through the many criti-
cisms of the politicians made
in public by some, there is no
doubt the patience of this small
group of cadets and officers
was taxed and found expression
in the assasination. The motive,
undoubtedly, was loyalty and
for what seemed to this group,
for the welfare of the nation.

On the other hand, it is pos-
sible "to find some who feel the
action was too rash and that
the politicians were making
!‘lﬁ'é}d way but to this argument
it is significant that people with
opposite views who have never
expressed themselvs before now
come out openly to declare that
things ar turning for the bet-
ter and that a certain stability
has settled upon ithe country.

The general consensus seems
to be the nation will now make
& stronger bid to climb out
of t}}e depression and that
sweeping petty politics out of
the way has generally been en-
couraging.

Saito Strong Character
The new Premier is regarded
4s a quiet but man of strong
character. His eight years as
Gov. General of Korea is often
b;‘nught as a period when not a
single complaint had been re-

gistered against the government
by Korean natives.

.The non-partisan character or
his cabinet is - regarded most
favorably by the people in
every walk of life and the
confidence seems manifest tha:
the empire’s wheels of govern-
ment will move smoothly over the
tracl::s of the deep-rutted eco-
nomic relapse to normalcy and
prosperity.

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JAPAN TAKES T0 | JAPAN’S PEACE POLICY
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'PROVED, SAYS PREMIER

Japanese Troop Evacuation From Shanghai Demonstrates
Japan Has No Political Design In China
Declares Japan’s New Premier

FOREIGN POLICY

OUTLINED IN DIET

TOKIO—Outlining Japan's for-
eigm policy and describing her po-
sition regarding the Sino-Japa-
nese controversy,
count Makoto Saito, acting in
the capacity of Foreign Min-
ister, declared the complete
withdrawal of Japanese troops
from Shanghal conclusively prov-
ed that Japan held no polit-
ical designs in China and hoped
for world peace and recovery
from the present depression In
refering to his country's stand
at the Geneva arms conference,
before the sixty second Imperial
Diet yesterday.

The complete text of Premier
Saito's address 1s ‘given as fol-
lOWS:

I have the privilege of re-
viewing on this occasion the
latest developments in the for-
eign relations of this country.

We agre gratified to, watch the
rapld restoration of peaceful
conditions in the Shanghai area
following the conclusion on May
oth of the Sino-Japanese agree-
ment for the cessation of hostil-
1ties.

I may say that in the course
of negotiations leading up to
this agreement, we encountered
not a few difficulties, and that
the earnest labors of the Brit-
ish Minister to China and the
representatives of other friendly
Powers on the spot, as well
as cur own attitude of fairness
and rectitude, largely contribut-
ed to the final happy outcome.

And I desire to avail myself
of this opportunity to express
my sincere gratitude to the
officers and men of our Army
and Navy who fought in tne
Shanghai area and rendered
signal service to our Father-
land. I also desire to express
my profound sympathy with the
victims of the bombing in-
cident of April 29th, and, parti-
cularly, my infinite grief at the
death of General Shirakawa,
Commander-in-Chief of the ex-
peditionary force.

Terms Of Truce

According to the terms of
the agreement, the Chinese
troops are to remain at tne
prescribed distance from Shang-
hai and the Chinese forces are
to cease, as far as it lies with-
in their power, all hostile actions
in Shanghai and its vicinity.
Should the action of the Chinese
Army give occasion for ap-
prehension, the representatives
of the four Powers, Great
Britain, the United States of
America, France and Italy, are
to ascertain the situation.

As long as these terms of the
agreement are observed there
1s little likelihood for the pres-
eni, at least, that any fresh
disturbances will be caused

by the Chinese soldiers in the )

Shanghai district.

In these circumstances it has
been decided to call home the
whole of our military forces
relying, as stated in the de-

Premier Vis- |

nese Government and which was
contemplated in the resolution
of the Council of the League
of Nations, adopted with the

concurrence of China or Feb.
29th.

Manchu Moving

In Manchuria,' we note that
the new State is making a
steady progress with fresh zeal
and resolute will. I am well
aware of the great interest
which 1is naturally manifested
by our people in the future of
Manchukuo, and I believe that
it is no longer possible 1o
ignore the existence of ‘that
State in any international read-
justments which may be made
with reference to the Manchu-
rian Incident.

I believe that it is of utmost
importance for the tranquility
of the Far East, as well as for
the restoration of peace and
prosperity in Manchuria, that
the new State should attaln a
healthy growth.

Order Difficult Yet

However, the new government
has not reached the stage at
which it can command sufficient
recources for the restoration of
order while the activities of
soldiers, bandits and other Iaw-
less elements, often instigated
from ithe outside, are extremely
difficult to suppress.

Consequently, our troops In
Manchuria, are compelled to
extend their necessary coopera-
tion to the protective functions
of the new Government and
guard against any eventualities
that might endanger the lives
and properly of our countrymen
or eventuate in general ®&stur-
bances on a major scale. Our
profound thanks are due to the
military and police forces sery-
ing in Manchuria in the face of
constant danger, day and night
at the risk of their lives.

Precedents Found

Precedents can easily be
drawn from the history of other
countries to show that political
changes such as have taRen
place in Manchuria are bowad
to be accomplished by activities
on the part of malcontents
and lawless elements even where
no external institution comes
into play and it takes some
time in such cases before the
governmental manchinery of the
new state can be fully set in
order. I am strongly oppesed
to any impatient and impetu-
ous attitude toward the progress
of events in Manchuria. It Is
essential to give it time and
to address oneself to the erecting
of a sure solution of the prob-
lems with which we are con-
fronted.

In the course of the pres-
ent affair it became necesary
for the Japanese to operate
against soldier bandits in North
Manchuria for the protection
of the Japanese residents there,

No Political Design

I am sure that the complete
withdrawal of our troops will
demonstrate, as nothing else
could, the truth of repeated de-
clarations of our Government
ase Lo the absence of any poli-
tical design in our recent ex-
peditions. However, it is only the
terms for ending hostilities be-
tween the Chinese and Japa-
nese forces that have so far
been arranged. No measures have
yet been taken to establish
permanent peace in the Shang-
hai district.

It is absolutely necessary to
take further steps in order to
establish such conditions as
will enable both Chinese and
foreigners in Shanghai to live
in safety and pursue their busi-
ness in peace, if prosperity of
this international metropolis
built up by their peaceful labors
for many decades, is to be main-
tained.

Would Prove Boon

Indeed, if that city could be
freed from menace of such
sporadic disturbances of vari-
ous kinds as have occurred time
and again in the past it would
prove a boon not only to its
residents, Chinese and foreign,
but also to China and all the
Powers interested in China.

I cannot, Ll;zerefnre. but look
eagerly forward fo an early
opening and complete success
of a round table conference
which is desired by the Japa-

! Union in that region and have
taken scrupulous care not to in-
fringe or injure them is clearly
proved by the conduct of our
army. Moreover, the Japanese
Government have repeatedly as-
sured the Spviet Government
as to the true motive of our
advance to the north which does
not extend beyond the protec-
tion of Japanese life and pro-
perty. -

I am certain that the Moscow
Government fully appreciates
our position. Nevertheless, there
are some who talk as though
there were danger of war be-
tween Japan and Russia as a
sequal to the Manchurian In-
cident. I am sure I can appeal
to the good sense and discern-
ment of our people not to be
misled by such rumors.

Laegue Held Watech

The League of Nations, as
you know, maintained close
watch over developments In
Shanghai. During the temporary
deadlock in negotiations for
cessation of hostilities, thé ac-
tion of China, who Ilaid the
matter before the League,
produced various complications.
Nevertheless, as the success
of the mnegotiations Dbecame
practically assured, the League
decided to tide over the crisis
by relying upon the progress of
the affairs on the spoL

On April 30, the exilra-
ordinary session of the assembly
was convoked, at which the
resolution inviting speedy set-
tlement of the Shanghal nego-
tiations was adopted and the
matters were brought to a close.

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JAPAN'S NEW CABINET

In the rather sudden choice of a
non-partisan government which has been
thrust upon Japan, the atmosphere
which seemed to conjecture a national
crisis to the outside world has been
cleared and whatever the arguments,
now, the empire has taken a sterner
erip upon her national equilibrium.

The ‘non-partisan cabinet formed by
Premier Viscount Makoto Saito 1s not
a repudiation of representative or par-
liamentary government in Japan and
instead it can only be viewed as a simple
cesture and remedy for a situation which
zave no other recourse than for the
independent and serious element of Ja-
pan to take a hand in averting what
seemed a. possibility of a greater and
wider clash between the diplomatic and
militaristic schools of thought. In this
new government is placed the confidence
of the serious-minded public to eliminate
the petty considerations of politics 45
well as the extreme gestures of mili-
tarists with a stern hand under the simple
logic and procedure to bring out the
real essence of representative govern-

ment.

As a matter of fact, if there 1s any-
thing that can be termed a handicap
to the new Saito government, 1t may
lie in parliament where the preceding
eiyvu conservative cabinet gained‘ a
ajority in the last general election
but in the coalition form of the new
administration it cannot help but win
the support of the entire nation. Eveﬁn
parliament cannot afford to sidestep this
national pressure of support of a gov-
ernment impartial in its makeup and
character and sound in its simple re-
medy to prescribe for a situation that
required a return to the simplicity of
representative government without the
encumbrances of petty politics or de-
mands. :

In the form and policy of its present
organization, the cabinet differs none at
all from the British national govern-
ment of Ramsay MacDonald to meet
the emergencies of the present depres-
sion and it is not as the superficial
minded of critics will state that the new
administration is the beginning of a dic-
tatorship for Japan under fascist prin-
ciples of rule.

The new government of Japan may
last for a number of years and again 1t
may last only for a temporary period.
This, however, will depend upon the
course of depression and the manner
by which the empire can successfully
settle her political house in a much bet-
ter order.

The Saito cabinet is an emergency cab-
inet during a period of emergency to lead
Japan on to the road of progress dur-
ing a time when the entire world is both
lacking in leadership and vision.

ARTIFICIAL STIMULATION

Much as it would seem a big Federal
bond issue would help our public works
program and speed the employment of
millions of workers to bring our eco-
nomic condition back to a point of nor-
maley, the real question at hand is in
balancing the budget if a constructive
march is to be made out of this depres-
sion.

It is obvious that a treasury with
depleted resources cannot expect to
promote the measures, which would be

[ the most good to the nation’s welfare,

d the consequent taxation would even-
tually thwart the march toward prog-
ress of any business. With business car-
rying a handicap it stands to reason
that there would be unemployment and an
otherwise normally balanced buying
public must become an impotent element
in our economic life.

It is a fallacy to believe that busi-
ness, today, is lacking initiative. The
initiative is there but the proper incen-
tive is lacking through the absence of
any encouragement that the government

can liquidate i1ts borrowings without
horrowing again to pay off the public
debt. It is this public debt which hangs
ke the Sword of Damocles over the
heads of American tax pavers and busi-
1HESS.

With a little constructive vision ex-
ercised toward rebullding and re-
habilitating the nation's economic struc-
lure by beginning at the bottom, sound
reason will return and sound business
can again enlarge upon 1ts normal 1in-
itiative in building the country back to
prosperity.

A Five Billion Dollar Federal bond
issue such as is proposed in the Senate
and the Garner public works program
originating in the House can only mean
an enormous public debt to be shoul-
dered by the government and in the last
analysis the people. It may seem that
these measures could ameliorate the
present depressed economic state but
taking the matter of depression as a
whole it can only mean a passing fancy,
o straw in a load of hay, which will not
warrant the huge debt to be shouldered
by the government and the people of
the United States.

Such proposals can only mean arti-
ficial stimulation.

AN UNHEALTHY PROCEDURE

Cutting out the general excise taxX
from the considerations of the tax bill
may not have been unwarranted but at
a time when new avenues of taxes have
been made necessary to balance the
budget, the manner in which 1t was
closed to discussion has not been the
healthiest procedure for the country.

It was quite with some Surprise,
therefore, that the Senate took up a
petition signed by some fifty-five mem-
bers to waylay the measure drafted
as an amendment by Sen. David I
Walsh. of Mass.,, to bring added re-
venues to the extent of $200,000,000. If
the general sales levy would have proved
unfair to the country, it should have
been brought out in debate. If the gen-
eral levy would have proven a fair meas-
ur to all. it should have been brought
out in debate to the satisfaction of the
nation and Senate. But this was not
done.

It is evident that while the general
excise tax might have proved a futile
attempt, it may have opened a new way'
to taxation that is both equitable and
fair in that it places a levy on luxuries
which must be paid by those who can
afford to do so.

«Tax the rich” may be well under
the present depressed circumstances of
our counfry but from a fundarn_ental
viewpoint there must be some rational
basis of taxation that will not place.
the entire burden of government taxes
upon a select class and not upon all
who enjoy the privileges afforded by
representative government.

Whether or not the general sales
tax is wrong 1is not, now, SO much
the question at hand, as it must now
be the question of whether or not, the
method applied to kill the Walsh bill
before it was given a hearing, was

right.

HAWAII FOR NAVY?

Placing the Hawaiian Islands under
the control of the Navy Department
may seem to be as a move that is neces-
sary for the national defense as well
as to maintain law and order there but
as a matter of fact the real politics be-

hind the scenes would seem to imply that

it is nothing but a move for a big navy
using the plea of lawlessness on the
Islands as an excuse.

Not until the recent Massey case
did anything which might seem to re-
flect upon the civil authorities of the
golden Isles come out in the sensational
style that it did. In fact before the re-
cent case Hawaii was the treasure Is-
land of the Pacific for vacationists
and thousands have enjoyed not only
the cooling breeze of Waikiki Beach
but the law and order to make any
stay or visit a genuine pleasure.

The arguments of such people as
Floyd Gibbons painting a picture of un-
protected Hawaii bringing in such tom-
myrot that would portray every Japa-
nese living there as Shintoists whose
living god is the Emperor of Japan must
be taken down with more than a grain
of salt. Even the utterances of Rep. F.
Britten that should every Japanese home
on the Islands be searched there would
be found charter schemes to blow up
naval stations and military posts, must
be condemned as pure foolishness with
no essence of truth nor proof.

There is no other person than Mr.
Clarence Darrow, himself, who defended
Lieut. Massey and his companions, re-
cently, that gives his stamp of ap-
proval to the peaceful and normal con-
ditions existing in Hawalil.

Hawaii will bear ill-proof to sub-
stantiaté any support for a big navy
movement by only making it a lawless
territory out of just one incident.

national trade.

Iems‘which await international
solution.

The future of our foreign re-
lations is beset with grave dif-
ficulties and national unity and
solidarity are needed now more
than ever before. In dealing
with this difficult situation let
me plead for support and coope-
ration of you all and I shall do
the best I can.

Shanghai, Tokio, Manchu Scenes
To Be Shown Tonight At
Nippon Kan

The changing contour of his-
tory in the Orient and ‘the
events which have transpired
since the recent Manchurian
controversy is to be shown
tonight at the Nippon Kan in
a talkie film brought here by
K. Kanetomi, staff correspon-
dent of the Tokio Asahi for edu-

cational purposes.

This film will show the first
step taken in the embarkation
of Japanese marines for home
from Shanghai as well as other
scenes in the recently troublec
area. The ceremony attended
by Henry Pu Yi inaugurating
the formation of the new Man-
chukuo state, is also woven
into the picture.

Scenes of Tokio are also In-
cluded in the film showing a
military review given in honor
of Emperor Hirohito’s birthday
while ceremony of the fiftieth
anniversary of the Military
Code of Ethics inaugurated by
the Emperor Meiji makes up
another portion of the film.

This latter scene is in re-
lation to the five points of
honorable conduct by the of-
ficers and men of the navy and
army instituted by Emperor
Meiji fifty years ago. Admiral
Yamamoto is to be heard in the
film making an address to Ja-
panese marine who have reach-
ed home from the Shanghal
expedition.
