McReynolds Bill Is
Passed By House

WASHINGTON—Passed as a
measure to demonstrate this
nation’s good will toward Mexi-
co, the McReynolds bill to com-
pensate two Mexican families
whose sons were Killed by A-
merican deputies at Ardmore,
Okla., June 7, 1931, was ap-
proved in the House on Monday.

The bill forwarded by chailr-
man McReynolds, of the House
Foreign Affairs committee, was
considered a measure of peculiar
importance by speaker Garner
who umzed McReynolds to move
for a suspension of rules and
procedure. The bill would pro-
vide for a sum of $15,000 each
for the two families of the dead
Mexican youths who were shot
by the deputies in the course
of their duty.

This act was extended as a
measure aside from the legal
aspects of the case.

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A SOUND REIOMMENDATION

In his special message to Congress
this week President Hoover recom-
mended the formation of a special com-
mission to undertake a review of the
.war debts situation as a preliminary to
the proposed world economic conference
to be held in London next spring. This
recommendation on the President’s part
is more than a passing fancy. It will be
a great aid in ascertaining some mEans
by which the world may perhaps be
pulled from the depths of the depression.

It is difficult to deny that a thorough
review of the war debts problem which
under present conditions is inseparably
connected with the economic and finan-
cial life of every nation involved together
with a specific recommendation for 1ts
solution is a vital factor In unravelling
the tangled skein into which the depres-
sion has drawn the affairs of the world.

While certain legislators in Wash-
ington may take the President's sug-
gestions apathetically, if not lightly, the
President’'s proposal for a non-official
commission to study the war debts and
to participate in the economic conference
for the purpose of making recommenda-
tions to Congress is a sound one. Whether
or not such a commission could make
any suggestions which would solve the
problem is not as important as the fact
that it would amass important and
necessary information that will serve to

ve a better and clearer analysis of the

rld situation. Such an analysis would

W urse involve the attitudes of other

nations and the methods which they
“are using to fight off the depression.

Of course, it would be foolish to say
that the war debts are so closely tied
up with the depression that anything
+hat would settle the debts question
would automatically bring the world out
of the depression. Nevertheless the fact
cannot be dodged that the two are Tre-
lated for anything which involves fi-
nancial problems, as the war debts cer-
tainly do, is involved In the problem oI
the depression. It is not amiss then that
4 commission patterned after the Pres-
-dent’s recommendation should have at
least a passive part in the coming world
sconomic conference.

The President is to be commended
for his efforts to set machinery in mMo-
tion that would possibly lessen the task
of his successor in office. It cannot be
__doubted that he is earnmestly endeavoring
to pave the way for the solution of a
problem which he realizes cannot be
solved in the short time that he has
to remain in office.

BEER FOR REVENUE

Wet leaders in Congress as well as
many humbler citizens hailed the pas-
sing of the Collier heer-for-revenue bill
as the first official sight of an o0asls
that this land has glimpsed in twelve
long and arid years of prohibition. Not
aonly that but these hopeful souls have
regarded the bil as being the magic
rod whose tap will cause a flood of gold
to pour from the bung-holes of beer

casks.

The house ways and means com-
mittee estimates that the bill, if 1t es-
capes the president’s veto, will bring be-
tween $200,000,000 and $300,000,000 1n-
{6 the coffers of the United States treas-
ury. That is a lot of beer in any lang-
uage. Just how much per glass the
tax will be no statistician has bothered
to figure out. But one thing is certain
and that is the fact that the $1,000 fine
op six months' imprisonment for brewing
one's own in the privacy of one's cellar

]l put a crimp into one of our In-

nt industries, that of home-brewing
which is one of the few fields of manu-
facturing which is left open to the in-
dividual.

One thing that the sponsors and the
supporters of the Collier beer-for-re-
venue bill have apparently overlooked
i< the fact that it may be a powerful
factor in making this countiry a more
temperate one at the same time that
i+ makes it a wetter one. It is certain
that if the government tax tilts the
price of a glass of beer through taxation

i

there will be few people who can afford
to spend enough money to get drunk
on beer. If Congress really wants to
divert streams of money into the treas-
ury by means of a beer tax 1t should
first get everyone a job so that he would
have the money to spend for beer.

Another point 1s that the country
1s rapidly getting to be so taxridden that
the great American public might quit
drinking beer altogether in order to
escape paying one more tax into gov-
ernment coffers. '

But whether or not the beer revenue
bill will be successful in its aim will not
be known until it has had an opportunity
to operate for a year. Only then shall
we know how much gold may be ob-
tained from beer.

THE END OF THE TRAIL

At the end of the year it is the usual
thing to look forward to the coming
year with shining eyes and bated
breath, waiting eagerly to see what it
holds in store. All too often 1t 1s the
usual thing to reserve only a few deri-
sive jeers for that decrepit old year
which is so silently shuffling off this
mortal coil. The noise-making at mid-
night celebrates the birth of the new
year not the death of the old.

Often we are only too glad to forget
the pains, the sorrows, the disappoint-
ments of the old year, but it 1s quite ap-
parent that the slate is not wiped en-
tirely clean at the stroke of twelve on
December 31. That is fortunate because
often seeds are planted in the old year
which will not burgeon until the new
is well under way. Such seems to be
the case in regard to Old 1932 and New
1933.

When 1932 was still in its swaddling
clothes we were quite sure that it could
not be any worse than 1931 had
been. It was, but we have lived through
it and have seen in the past few months
signs that perhaps an economic thaw
has set in and that soon we shall be
enjoying a flood of jobs and cash.

Many have based their hopes for a
better year on the fact that a new ad-
ministration has promised a ‘new deal”
when it comes officially into power next
March. Others will base their optimism
on the fact that some stocks have shown
gains and that employment figures have
shown a slight upward tendency. These
few straws in the wind may mean much
or they may mean little. But they do
indicate that it is not without the realm
of possibility that the country is slowly
returning to consciousness after having
been put down for a nine-count by the de-
pression.

Perhaps we can leave 1932 with a
sich of relief, but that does not neces-
sarily mean that we should go to the
other extreme and hail 1933 as being
the first year in another cycle of giddy
prosperity.

Hope for better things and eager
curiosity to see what the future holds
should be the emotions with which we
should greet the new year. Certainly
we should not leave the old without
a sigh of sorrow at losing its joys or a
sich of relief for escaping its pain.

THE SPIRIT OF THE YULE

Tomorrow all Christendom will cele-
brate its most holy day. This year per-
haps more than In any other recent
vear will the day be tinged with less
merriment. |

Economic factors have operated t0
deprive many of the usual pleasures
which have long been associated with
the Christmas holiday season. Others
have been forced to curtail the pleasures
which come from the bestowing of oifts
and the consumption of holiday dainties.
Relief organizations and big-hearted
citizens have combined to bring Christ-
mas cheer to many families, but to
reach all has been impossible.

It has been well that many of the
more prosperous class have been com-
pelled to reduce their usual holiday €X-
penditures. It will serve to bring back
to them a2 realization of the more solemn
character of the season. It 1s after all
the spiritual, not the material side of
the Yuletide that should be emphasized.
Of late vears too much stress has been
laid on the material side through or-
ganized campalgns to make everyone
buy more Christmas gifts.

The spiritual side of the Christmas
season involves more than religion. It
is the season of family reunions more
than is any other time of the year. It
‘s a time when the bond between the
members of a family is felt to be closer,
o time when man comes to a keener
awareness of his relations with his fel-
lows., a time when the words of the Ser-
mon on the Mount come to have a oreal-
er significance.

Personal suffering as well as daily
contact with the victims of the depres-
<ion has instilled in men a grealer fel-
low-feeling and has taken from them
much of the self-sufficient arrogance
that marked our boom Yyears. A more
subdued humanity will derive a deeper
and more significant pleasure from

Christmas this year.
