Champion Of Nippon Cause
In Manchoukuo Dies

SAITO ATTENDS RITES
TOKIO—Dr. Frederick Starr,

beloved by the people of Ameri-
ca and Japan, died this week
of bronchial pneumonia at St.
Luke’s hospital here.

Dr. Starr was known the
world over as an anthropologist.
His early studies were con-
cerned with geology as he ob-
tained his doctor of philosophy
degree in that field. He later
turned to biology and then to
anthropology, the field in which
he obtained his greatest re-
nown.

“Ofuda-Hakase', as Dr. Starr
was affectionately known by
his Japanese friends, spent a
large part of his time in the
Orient since he severed his con-
nections with the University of
Chicago where he had been a
member of the first faculty of
that institution. He also had a

Japan, Mexico, the Congo, the
Philippine Islands, Korea and
Liberia have all been scenes of
Dr. Starr’'s field work. His
work in anthropology won him
many foreign honors and decor-
ation. He was the author of
many noted scientific works.

It was on his fifteenth f{trip
to the Orient that Dr. Starr
died. He left Seattle June 16
on the N.Y.K. liner Hikawa
Maru.

As curator of the anthropolo-
gical section of the Walker Mu-
seum, Dr. Starr was at the
University of Chicago from 1895
tor 1923. Before going to Chi-
cago he was in charge of
ethnology at the American Mu-
seum of Natural History.

Political Views

Dr. Starr was also noted for
his pronouncements on the” po-
litical situation in the Far East.
He urged China to concentrate
on developing a national unity
and to forget her interest in
Manchuria, Mongolia and Tur-
kestan, He also believed that
Japan was justified in her at-
titude toward Manchoukuo. Re-
turning from his last trip to
the Orient, Dr. Starr in a se-
ries of lectures said that Man-
churia had never been 5 part
of China and that the Great
Wall had been expressly built
for the,K purpose of keeping
Manchurians out of China. He
also denounced the Lytton re-
port as being senseless.

Knew Fujivama

Dr. Starr was also an au-
thority on Fujiyama, his book
about it being one of the most
famous works regarding it. He
wrote many accounts of its
sacred aspects, Two years ago
at the age of 72 he scaled the
mountain.

Funeral services were con-
ducted here in Trinity Cathedral.
Premier Makoto Saito was pre-
gsent at the services, returning
here especially after seeing the
Emperor embark from Yoko-
suka for naval maneuvers.

CAMPAIGN BEGINS
10 BRING STEEL

INDUSTRY IN NRA|

Leaders Believe Steel, Oil
Coal, Motor Industries
United

INFLATION ACT RESORT

WASHINGTON—A drive to
get the steel industry under
the National Recovery Act fea-
tured the week’s activity of
NRA. For weeks steel officials
have been bickering over a
code to raise wages, shorten
hours, and assure the right of
workers to collective bargain-
ing.

President Roosevelt has
threatened to step in to bring
the steel industry into line. The
gravity of the situation is em-
phasized by the fact that steel
is closely involved in the coal,
o0il and automobile industries.

May Invoke Licensing

It has been rumored that the
president may go so far as to
invoke the licensing provisions
of the recovery act in order
to solve the steel problem. The
president conferred at the White
House this week with Myron
C. Taylor, chairman of the
board of U.S. Steel Corporation
and Charles M. Shwab, chair-
man of Bethlehem Steel. It is re-

| ported that both the steel men

left the White House glum and
silent,

Leaders in NRA circles are
convinced that the steel, oil,
coal and automobile interests
have banded together in order
to get favorable terms under
the recovery codes. The NRA
officials believe that once these
interests are gotten into line the
whole relief program will be
given impetus.

New Oil Code Up

The redrafted administration
code for the oil industry was
completed this week and has
been submitted by Administra-
tor Hugh S. Johnson {0 a com-
mittee of twenty-four oil men.

Increase of 7.2 in factory em-
ployment and 7.9 per cent in
factory pay rolls in July com-
pared with a year ago were an-
nounced this week. There were
also gains in July over June
this year which is contrary to
usual seasonal trends.

The national labor board and
NRA heads are still attempting
to settle strikes in New York,
Pennsylvania and New Orleans.
The theatre code has been
signed by Administrator Johnson
and sent to the president.

Inflation Regarded

The question of inflation rests
on whether or not commodity
prices rise or fall. If they con-
tinue on a moderate upswing
there will probably be no in-
fiation, but if they start to hit
the toboggan then the presi-
dent will probably act under the
broad inflationary powers re-
cently conferred upon /‘him by
congress.

The state department revealed

this week that Great Britain
will send a special commission

here in October to seek a
substantial reduction in war
debt payments. It is believed

that the commission will seek a
90 per cent reduction in Bri-
tain’s debt to this country. It
is not known at the present
time who will conduct negotia-
tions for the TUnited States.

S. Tomn Succeeds
Kaname Wakasugi

TOKIO—Shu Tomii, who was
announced as the new consul
general to succeed Kaname
Wakasugi at San Francisco
Wednesday by the Foreign Of-
fice, will leave in September
to assume his new duties, it
was reported here,

Tomii, who is the son of
Baron Seisho Tomii, is at
present with the Foreign Of-
fice here. He was formerly
consul in New York.
Wakasugi is expected to
leave for Japan next month.

Bureau Planned
For Pan-America
Deal By Japan

TORIO—A new Pan-Ameri-
can bureau is to be estab-
lished in the Japanese Foreign
Office due to the increasing
importance of American na-
tions in Japan’s foreign re-

lations. The new bureau will
conduct relations between

dapan and the nations of
North, Central and South
America.

Information from authorita-
tive sources reveals that ap-
propriation for the new de-
partment ha®e been made in
the 1934-5 budget. Up to this
time one Foreign Office mem-

ber has had charge of all
relations with Europe and

the Americas.
Another bureau for Mongo-

lian and Manchurian affairs is
planned,

The traffic' was heavy in
Springfield. Stores were full. 1
inquired if prosperity had
“turned the corner” in this city.
“Hell, NO! the banks just opened
credit to farmers which they
do at this time every year, and
the farmers are in to fill up
their empty pantries,” said a
policeman. Again I was shown
something by a Missourian be-
cause I am from North Dakota.

It was springtime in Missouri.
The disagreeable trip through
Arkansas and the Ozarks all
alone in a blizzard, was only a

gent with the perfume of apple
and peach blossoms. Robins
played gayly. Brooks were bab-
bling ‘“sweet nothings” in the
ereen meadows. Cattle were
roaming in the deep alfalfa. Un-
consciously I was whistling
“Missouri Waltz”, I felt dreamy
and lazy. Sally and I stopped
for a Coca Cola and.a hot dog.

Toward Carthage I gave a
man a lift. He was going 1o
o lead and zinc mine to work.
He had come all the way from
the Scranton coal mining dis-
trict of Pennsylvania. He was
a Welshman, cold and practical.

Normal Times

According to his theory, he
believed that we were not go-
ing through any depression at
all, but that these were normal
times. We had to get used to
these times and these wage
gcales and adjust our living con-
ditions accordingly.

He further stated that those
pre-'29 years of economic intoxi-
cation were gone. That ‘“those
parlous days when the world’s
nose dive was mistaken for full
speed ahead were now history.
So put yourself on a cooling
bench, son, and like it. This
is a new deal and new era.

'NEBRASKA FARMS
MAKE INCOME OF
$15,000 PER YEAR

Nipponese Live In Comfort;
Standard Higher Than

In Japan

(EDITOR’S NOTE: Before
discussing the work Hisanori
Kano has done among the
Japanese in Nebraska, the
writer deals with the advent
of the race, its early struggles
and progress in this state.
Henry Tatsumi of the U. of
W. Oriental department has
courteously furnished outline
notes, having translated them
from the article, “The Japa-
nese in Nebraska” by Hiko-
taro Ichikawa, from “An
Outline Geography of Japan”
(Sup. 3, pp. 344-347.)

‘When Ichikawa made his sur-
vey of the Nebraska Japanese,
he visited his countrymen per-
sonally, making intimate con-

tacts. He stated that the con-
d_it_inn of the Japanese farmers
living in this state could not

be compared with that of those
in Japan.

The Nebraskans live in com-
fort. He said'that he saw no
!hun;e5 without a piano, and the
radio sets were worth hundreds
of yen in Japan. The farmers
live simply and work diligently,
he found, but have reserve.
A significant fact that he noted
was the fact that there was
no discrimination against them,

j but that they were welcomed.

The first Japanese to enter
the state worked on the rail-
roads. Today they own about
-1000 acres, besides leasing con-
siderable acreage. The minimum
average in the size of the
farms runs to about 80 acres,
with the maximum average as
high as 160 acres.

Yield Good

In a good crop year, Ichikawa
discovered, sugar beets vyielded
$100 an acre. Corn gave $30
to $40 an acre. Potatoes proved
to be the best crop in financial
returns, yielding $250 to $300
an acre, However, in 1928 prices
dipped until the yield each acre
ran only to $80.

‘While agricultural products
form the foundation of these
Nebraskans' livelihood, they al-
so deal in by products. Among
these are the raising of horses,
cattle and hogs, which give
profitable returns.

As in other parts of these
United States, wives help their
husbands, raising vegetables,
flowers, hogs and chickens. This
besides bringing up their children
to become good American citi-
zens. Ichikawa discovered that
some of the farmers earned a
yearly income as high as 3$15,-
000.

Various Races

In Nebraska, which is the
size of Korea, with a popula-
tion of 1,200,000 and a density
of 15 a square mile, various
races live site by side. Neigh-
bors of the Japanese include
German, Scandinavian, Dultch,
Irish, Polish, English and other
races that go to make the Amer-
ican Melting Pot. Outside of
Omaha there are few negroes,
while Mexicans are hired on the
sugar beet farms.

Of the annual production of
$500,000,000, sugar beels, pro-
duced in the North Platte River
region, where many of the Japa-
nese settled, form 80 per cent
of the agricultural products.
Corn, wheat, oat, alfalfa, pota-
to and lettuce are the principal
products. Canning and cattle
yield the rest of the half billion

dollars.

ARE WE MISFITS?

A certain group of pessimists are
prone to make statements to the effect
that American citizens of. Japanese an-
cestry are misfits, that they will never
become a part of American culture.

These pessimists are speaking with
apparently little justification. In the
first place at the present time, but a
small part of the second generation
is at an age where 1t start
considering its own problems. A recent
survey showed that the average age of
the members of the second generation 1s

but twelve years.

In the second place the coming con-
vention of the Japanese-American Citi-
zens' League in Portland on Labor Day
will show that those of the second gen-
eration who have reached their majority
are taking a very real interest in the
problems of making their way in this
country.

At the convention there will be four
main committees, the political, the agri-
cultural. the economic and the social.
These four committees will consider all
the major problems that will come up
for discussion by the delegates. The
comprehensiveness of this grouping
shows that the second generation is by
no means shirking its responsibilities.

The members of the secona genera-
tion are all American citizens and have
had American training. The second gen-
eration is not unmindful of the debt that
it owes the first generation. They will
not be the worse citizens for what they
have received from the parent generation.

Through the interest that they have
displayed In such organizations as the
Japanese-American Citizens’ League, the
training they have received as Ameri-
can citizens, and the influence they have
gained from the first generation, the
second generation is rapidly making for
itself a2 real place in American life. Far
from being misfits, the second generation
is every day adding something to Ameri-
can culture through its own efforts.

DETERMINATION

One of the greatest factors on which
depends the success of the NRA drive
is an imponderable one, that of determi-
nation. Unless the nation swings into ac-
tion filled with a determination to pull
itself out of the depression, all the ap-
peals to patriotism, to loyalty and to
good sense will go for naught.

The NRA drive 1s an emergency mea-
sure. It had to be for the state of the
nation was such that drastic methods
had to be resorted to in an effort to re-
suseitate business. Since it 1s an emer-
gency measure, every citizen must put
his shoulder to the wheel to insure the
success of the program. This is no time
for slip-shod or half-hearted effort.

All citizens cannot sign the NRA
agreement for the obvious reason that
they are not heads of businesses, but
every citizen can do his bit by patronizing
those merchants who are supporting the
NRA drive not only by word but also by
deed.

Critics have already loosed their bolts
at NRA. They say that it places too

great a burden on the business man,

that it won’t do anything to relieve un-
employment, that nobody knows what is
going on, that it is just a lot of meaning-
less propaganda. These criticisms are not
justified for NRA 1s too young yet. In
the course of the next few months those

A BELOVED SCHOLAR

His attitude toward the world
was that of a realist, but his realism was
not of the type known as ‘“hard-boiled”.
He was a realist who used his realism
as a stepping stone to a higher and
stronger idealism.

He was a true citizen of the world,
possessed of .a broad interest in the af-
fairs of all people and all races, one of
that rare type of individual that weaves
closer together the bonds of interna-
tional friendship.

Dr. Starr has passed on, but his
memory will long be green both In the
& Occident and the Orient.
