Honored by Bar

In 1918 he was elected an hon-
orary member of both the Ameri-
can and Canadian Bar Associa-
tions, Further legal honors were
heaped upon him in 1924 when he
visited London and Paris as the
guest of the Bar of England
and of the Bar of Paris. He has
also been made an associate mem-
ber of the Association of the Bar
of the City of New York.

Dr. Miyaoka was given a sig-
nal honor in 1928 by President
Coolidge, In that year he was
made the Amrican non-national
member of the permanent inter-
national commission provided foc
in the treaty of 1924 between the
United States and Uruguay for
the advancement of peace.

He has long been regarded as
a4 leader in the fields of legal
practice, international law, dip-
lomacy, and world peace.

The length of Dr. Miyaoka's
stay in this country is not yet
known, but he will probably go
farther East after attending the
Rotary International in Chicago.

The first benefit, they believed,
would be the improvement of the
bond market by encouraging the
investment of idle capital now de-
posited in banks in sources which
would net higher returns. Some
of the officlals are of the opinion
that this would also tend to
make more money available to
float many of the government's
investment loans,

It was also believed that a
general increase in the fluidity
of capital would result. Other
results expected are: a check on
the decline in bond and mortgage
yields which would stimulate the
government's building program it
is believed; a lowering by slow
degrees of the Federal Reserve
pbank rediscount rates which are
now above two and a half per
cent: and finally supplementary
action by state banking depart-
ments which will make the new
rules uniform,

Based on Long Study
The Federal reserve board and

St. San Francisco.

1. The names and present
addresses of veterans who de-
sire citizenship. -
2. The place and gate of en-
listment into the United States
military forces,.

3. The company and the regi-
ment or division they belonged
to.

4. Date of discharge.

5. Duty performed during the
World War,

6. List medals or honorable
mention for distinguished ser-
VICeS.

7. Whether served overseas;
if so, whether wounded or not.
Slocum who is representing
the veterans in Washington re-
guests that this information be
sent in detail. The leaders in
the fight want the bill to be
drawn up with no possibility of
any future weaknesses cropping
up ang it is absolutely necessary
to have this information.

According to Slocum, there is
a possibility that the bill will
not come up for consideration
during the T74th session of Con-
gress which is to convene Jan.
3. The calendar is reported U0
be overcrowded in the Immigra-
tion and Naturalization commit-
tees.

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PERIOD OF ADJUSTMENT

Throughout the Coast sector there ex-
ists a condition in regard to the second
generation to which little attention has
been called.

Today the second generation 1s really
going through a period of re-adjustment.
The first generation is gradually going
out of active community life while the
second generation has not yet fully es-
tablshed itself. It is perhaps for that rea-
son that the second generation is In a
precarious economic position.

But that the second generation is re-
ally coming into its own cannot be denied
in the face of the outstanding success that
marked the third biennial convention of the
Japanese-American Citizens’ League which
was held in San Francisco late last summer.
The work that the delegates accomplished
at this convention is a very certain indi-
cation that the second generation can take
care of itself.

The whole convention was marked by
a spirit of unity and the delegates showed
that they fully appreciated the problems
that the second generation found itself
faced with. If there was any doubt be-
fore there is none today that the second
generation will play a part in American
life in a truly American manner.

In the political, social and economic fields
the second generation is slowly and surely
coming into its own. Politically, through
League the second genera-
tion is establishing itself. Candidates for
local public office are displaying more and
more eagerness to speak before the chap-
ters at pre-election meetings.

In the social side of community welfare
the second generation is starting in where
the first generation left off. The first gen-
eration has always been noted for its gen-
erosity in raising funds for such worthy
causes as the Community Chest, and the
Red Cross, and the second generation 1Is
showing every inclination to do likewise.

Economically, the second generation
has not reached full development. But there
is an undeniable willingness to attack the
problem from all sides. For example, at
the convention much time was spent on
the availability of scientific agriculture as
a field for the second generation. The re-
cent Northwest District Council Board meet-
ing recommended to all its chapters that
this problem be studied more.

For the second generation this is a
period of adjustment, a time when a prop-
er foundation for the future should be
laid. Only if the second generation builds
well will the coming generations really
attain the position in American life that
should be theirs.

BIG THAW

It may be that in the history of Ameri-
can banking, the week before Christmas,
1934, will be remembered as the year of
the “big thaw’.

The Treasury department, the federal
reserve board, and the deposit insurance
corporation all acted in concert this week
to make funds more available for business.
The federal reserve board and the federal
deposit insurance corporation released a
joint announcement to the effect that maxi-
mum interest rates on time and savings
deposits would be reduced from three to
two and a half per cent.

By this move it was hoped that deposit-
ors would show a greater willingness to
invest their money in business enterprises
rather than to let it stagnate in banks.

The treasury department after a seri-
ous study of the Chicago federal reserve
district announced that banks and bank ex-
aminers are experiencing a wave of right-
eousness and that they are far too strict
in their demands in regard to the security
of loans. It also declared that a nation-wide
system of credit agencies should be es-
tablished to aid in the flow of money to
business.

This more liberal policy on the part of
these governmnt agencies should aid mat-
erially in starting the flow of capital to
business. The government has made many
moves to “un-freeze” capital to date, but
most of them have been unsuccessful. It
would seem that this new gesture has a
better chance of success than any of the
others.

The government with these moves shows

~ that it is definitely acting as Santa Claus
to business as well as to the humble citizen
on the relief rolls. And the Santa Claus
role is quite in tune with the season.

10. Law and administration

As it has been mentioned be-
fore, Prince Shootoku wrote a
constitution of seventeen articles.

These, however, were moral pre-
cepts and not articles of law.
The first attempt at law making
must be traced to the Oomi-ryoo
(the Civil and Administrative
codes of the Oomi court), a twen-

(y-volume work, completed in the
reign of Emperor Tenchi in 682
A. D.

Under the reign of Emperor
Temmu the Omi-ryoo underwent
a revision and a criminal code
wvas added, but the revised ryoo

was not completed until the reign|

of Emperor Jitoo. This was com-
pleted 'n twenty-two volumes and
s known as the Ryoo of the
Kiyomihara Court,

Then there is the famousTal-
hoo Ritsuryoo. This ritsuryoo
which was compiled in 701 wasS
made up of six volumes of ritsu
(criminal codes) and seventeen
volumes of ryoo, This ritsuryoo
did not survive and there is no
way of knowing its contents ex-
cept for what little on can ima-
gine from reading the comment-
aries called the Ryoo no gige
(833) and the Ryoo no Shiuge
(920).

Finally, the Taihoo codes were
received in 718 and a mew code
known asg the Yooroo Ritsuryoo
wasa promulgated. The ¥Xooroo
Ritsuryoo is often called the Tal-
hoo Ritsuryoo gimply for the rea-
son that the reputation of the
former had been established and
because the latter was after all,
a revised form of the former.

Briefly speaking, the codifica-
tion of law codes was only an-
other of the numerous phases
of the T'ang civilization of Chi-
na which Nippon had adopted.
The penal code (ritsu) of the
Nara period resembles the T'ang
codes to a considerable extent
except for the fact that the Nara
codes were not as civil as the
former. The civil and administra-
tive codes had to undergo a large
measure of revision to suit the
conditions in Nippon. It is inter-
esting to note that the ¥ooroo
ritsuryoo which was the
revision of the earlier codes and
was completed in 718 was not
enforced until 757 because the
government felt it was not ready
to carry out its measures, This
shows that the people of Nippon
from early times disliked cruelty
and the rigid enforcement of laws
that are not adaptable to the
