WHOSE TOUCH BRINGS GOLD

National interest this week, bored by the
prolonged debate on the court reorganiza-
tion and wage-hours proposals, turned on
the gold problem. Last week, $800,000,000
had to be borrowed by the Treasury depart-
ment to buy gold it does not want. It
seemed to many to be a paradox in the
cle of high finance to see the miner dig
gold ore out of the earth, sell it to the gov-
ernment, whose only use for it lies in bury-
ing it in the earth under Fort Knox. Not
long ago, every one was hoarding the precl-
ous metal; now every one is eager to sell it
to Uncle Sam who is paying $35 an ounce,
the highest price ever paid for it. Thus, In
the little more than three years since re-
valuation on January 31, 1934, more than
five billion dollars worth of gold has been
dumped on the Treasury.

Since America is the only nation in which
the price of the metal is fixed, all gold that

cannot be sold elsewhere in the world finds
its way eventually to the Treasury. Russia
and Japan, among other nations are dump-
ing golg.anettin‘f in return a claim on Amer-
ican goo‘cﬂ and services, The national ad-
ministration finds it necessary to hold down
prices.

else, increasing the gold in those countries
like Argentina which are capable of absorb-
ing the metal because of their expanding
trade balances.

However, as a consequence of present
world economic conditions, no solution has
yet arisen. The title of Uncle Sam as the
new Midas whose touch transforms every-
thing into gold seems to us particularly apt.

RESTLESS EUROPE

With another so-called Spanish crisis
over the bombing of the Deutschland and
the Nazis’ ruthless retaliation in. Almerla
now over the dam, Europe continued to
rumble beneath the surface, unknown to
the peoples of its involved countries. Pre-
mier Leon Blum of the popular front French
government came through with Communist
support when opposition developed over his
labor policy. Joseph Stalin, who tried and
executed eight leading generals for treason,
is reported facing a great crisis, the great-
est since he succeeded Lenin. The Red Army
has increased its demands that the military
be allowed greater voice in governmental
affairs. The curtailment of democracy In
the Red Army is said to have bred restless-
ness, not only in the corps itself but among
the masses with whom the army enjoys
popularity.

Central Europe was crisscrossed by over-
lapping visits and tours made by the diplo-
mats over the question of the Little Entente
and the Danube consolidation proposals.
The Fascist powers have sought by every
diplomatic means to weaken the combina-
tion of the Allied countries.

After Chancellor Kurt Schuschnigg of
Austria realized he can no longer rely on
the Dolfuss policy of setting off Italy
against Germany, he made two visits to
Hungary; Dr. Milan Hodza of Czechoslovak-
1a visited Vienna; and cooperation against
a common Fascist peril was being worked
out.

Countering this move, Count Ciano, Mus-
solini’s son-in-law, rushed to Belgrade, Yu-
goslavia to weaken the Little Entente fur-
ther. The Fascists were disappointed when
the Yugoslav-Bulgarian combine, instead of
proving an instrument of Nazi policy, moved
independently to improve relations with
Hungary, Greece, and Turkey.

Baron Constantin von Neurath, German
foreign minister, made secret visits to Yugo-
slavia, Bulgaria and Hungary as a result
of these activities. A previous Little Entente
conference in Belgrade secured the counter-
acting gestures desired by Czechoslovakia
and Rumania. President Eduard Benes ot
Czechoslovakia had pointed out that the
proposed Hungarian-Yugoslav pact would
mean the end of the Little Entente, which
1S based on the idea of a common front
against Hungary. An apology wds also se-
cured for the ‘“independent’” action taken
by Yugoslavia in concluding the Italo-Yugo-
slav agreement, and future negotiations
must be jointly made among the three Lait-
tle Entente members.

The present Fascist action is directed

against the Hodza plan for Danubian con-
solidation, which would provide for the
creation of a close preference system for
Austria, Hungary, Czechoslovakia, Ruman-
1a, Yugoslavia, and Bulgaria, with Germany
and Italy given a series of minor prefer-
ences.
_ Despite the tension, the diplomatic moves
indicate peaceful negotiation rather than
belligerent action. Europe outside of Spain
was In a relatively peaceful phase.

SCOUTS JAMBOREE

Late this month, 25,000 youths, members
of the boy scout organizations, will assem-
ble in Washington, D. C., for their first
Jamboree. The aims of the mobilization, the
leaders say, are to introduce the scouts in
different sections to each other, and nhar-
monize the work of local groups with the
national program.

The “Be-Prepared Good-Deed-a-Day'' ideal
of the boy scout unit is well known to every
one. Its summer outdoor camping trips, its
exercises, its festivities, and its cooperatlon
with civic authorities are all matters of
common knowledge.

Behind the activities are benefits:
strengthening of moral calibre, the develop-
ment of self-reliance .of which the Jamboree
s a phase, a colorful and national phase to
be sure, of the voluntary youth movement.

FISH STORY?

Until an accurate and unbiased report of
alleged fishing operations in the Bristol Bay
area has been turned in by the representa-
tives of the Department of State, one can-
not advance any conclusion on the asserted
operations of Japanese floating canneries In
extraterritorial waters.

At present, the reports are too conflict-
ing. Acording to latest information, Japan
is not the only country against which pro-
tests are to be lodged. British, Norweglan
and German activities have also been re-
ported. However, the Department of State,
relying on the basis of present reports, has
said: ‘““Alien fishing interests are not oper-
ating in American territorial waters and the
operations of Japanese vessels mentioned
are similar in scope and character to opera-
tions which Japanese vessels have engaged
in during previous seasons. Information
available here indicates the salmon run has
not yet started this year and the Japanese
vessels in the Bristol Bay are engaged in
crab-catching operations and are not injur-
ing the salmon run.”

We stand by on this statement, until
further concrete evidence is produced, and
agree with Miller Freeman, Seattle pub-
lisher, and former member of the Interna-
lional Fisheries Commission, that “the gov-
ernment can find an answer without stirring
up unnecessary prejudice.”

Like Willlam Faulkner and
Ernest Hemingway, John Stein-
beck is a master of literary tech-
nique, an experimenter In craft-

manship. His most recent novel,
Of Mice and Men, a story of two
California migratory farm labor-
ers in Salinas, is a masterpiece of
realistic portrayal.

Anyone who has lived In a
bunkhouse in communal existence,
for even a short time, will feel
within him the thuds and the con-
flicts of these diminished folk. For
example, the old man Candy,
whose dog smells up the place,
who doesn't want to part with
the dog who herded sheep witn
him. One of the hands (finally
takeés the mutt out and shoots {t.
The old man in the bunkhouse,
hearing the shot, rolls over slow-
ly and faces the wall. The emo-
tional scenes like In Hemingway
(or Chekhov or Katherine Mans-
field) are extermalized In casual
dialogue or in action,

Yet it is an imaginative story
of the simple-witted Lennte,
huge, strong, and of his pal
George, who Is small, sharp-
featured, who takes care of
Lennie, Both want to “belong”
somewhere; they want to rarse
-0 stake and buy a farm and
raise rabbits. But every time
when they become fixed In a
spot, Lennie gets in trouble.

He loves to pet mice and furry
creatures, but forgets to control
his strong fingers and kills (he
creatures., He likes to feel n girl's
dress, but how Is the girl to know
he just wants to feel her dress?
George and Lennie flee from =
necktie party, and wind up tn
Salinas valley,

Lennie Is a Faulkneresque gar-
govle. Dim-witted he kills the
pretty wife of the ranchowners
son, a frivolous creature who gives
everyone the eye, and just can't
keep away from the bunkhouse,
Lennie’'s first thought is that
George will be mad, and he flees
to the pond where the two once
spent the night.

“All the time he coulda had

such a good time if it wasn't for
you. He woulda took his pay ana
raised hell in a whore house, ana
he coulda set in a pool room an’
play snooker. But he got to take
care of you.” So Lennie ruminates

The Daughter
of Sugawara Takasue

The daughter of Sugawara Ta-
kasue is the author of the well-
known diary called the Sharashina
Nikki. Her father is a descendant
in the fifth generation of the
famous scholar and statesman
Sugawara no Michizane (845-903)
—now apotheocized as Tenjin, the
patron god of learning. Her moth-
er also came from a family ot
literary distinction. It is not diffi-
cult, therefore, to understand ner
love for literature. The following
translation by Annie Omor! and
Professor Doi will give the read-
ers the young lady's desire ror

literature most vividly:

“I was brought up in a distant

province which lies farther than
the farthest end of the Eastern
road. I am ashamed to think
that inhabitants of the Royal
Qity will think me an uncul-
tured girl.

“Somehow I came to Xnow
that there are such things as
romanceés in the world and
wished to read them. When
there was nothing to do by day
or at night, one tale or another
was told me by my elder sister
I of stepmother, and I heard sev-

eral chapters about the shining
Prince Genji. My longing for
such stories increased, but how
could they recite them all from
memory? I became very rest-
less and got an image of Yaku-
shi Buddha made as large as

myself. When I was alone I |

washed my hands and went se-
cretly before the altar and
prayed to him with all my life,
bowing my head down fo the
floor. ‘Please let me go to the
Royal City, There I can find

many tales, Let me read all of |

Nothing outside of what she
had written about herself in her
diary is known to history except
a solitary poem written by her-
self that had been included In the
Kokin-shiu (922), Those who are
acquainted with this poem will
very likely expect the author of
Sarashina Dairy to be a lady with
a cheerful disposition, but facts

taken from her diary seem to
point to the contrary.

h Her poem in the Kokinshiu sung
in praise of spring was composed y
in a contest and she versed it be-
cause all the others preferred the
autumn, It is obvious, therefore,
that the sentiment and words of
the poem may not be taken to
describe her natural disposition.

The earlier part of the diary
written in her early teens, how-
ever, is much more optimistic -
than the latter part wnritten in
more advanced years when she "
was living in disappointment.

There are a number of Inter-
esting passages in the earlier part
of this diary which describe her
experiences on her way from the |
Province of Kazusa to the capital
accompanied by her father, the
erstwhile governor of the Province
of Kazusa, her stepmother, and
her elder brother and sister.

“When thirteen years old, T was
taken to the Royal City. On the
| third of the Long-moon month
(September), T removed (from my
house) to Imatate, the old house
where 1 had played as a child
being broken up. At sunset In the
foggy twilight, just*as 1 was get-
ting into the palanquin, I thought
of the Buddha before which T had
gone secretly to pray—I was
sorry and secretly shed tears to
leave him behind.” '

| “On the seventeenth, started

early in the morning, and crossed
a deep river.
