Twent ars ago- yesterday the order
came to }:‘e{:se f?fmg? on the KEuropean
front, and the world welcomed the cessation
of hostilities with eglaa:l acclaim. The strug-
gle had been hailed on the part of the al-
lies as a war to end wars. =

- However that may be, the fact remains
that the effects of that struggle are still
largely to the front in almost every coun-
try in the world. No warfare had ever been
conducted on such a wide scale actually
speaking, but it is a mistake to say, as
some do, that it was the greatest world
war in history. Wars in ancient days were
as widespread in the then known world.
The stage was merely wider in this case.

Germany, as the leader and principal
combatant on one side in that great strug-
gle, had to take what was handed to her
at Versailles. It was said then that she was
forever crushed. Yet, two decades later the
British and French premiers went hat In
hand to the present-day ruler of Germany.

So, what did the World War gain for
humanity? It has been said by a cynic that

the principal results of the World War

were prohibition in the United States, and
bolshevism in Russia. Prohibition has been
discarded in America, but bolshevism
marches on. Its sinister influence obtains
in many countries. What will be the final
result no one can say. There is, however,
evidence that among democracies there 1s
tide against Communism, the off-
ring of bolshevism. This opposition to
gtmmunism appears stronger in our own
country today than ever, and we believe 1t
is reasonable to say that this is due largely

Along with the resurgence of Commun-
ism there also is war talk. No one deplores
war more than those boys who faced it In
Europe. No one is more strongly for peace.
Time and again The Legion has pro-
claimed its desire for peace, and its opposi-
tion to war, but still the war clouds lower.

Commander Chad-
wick recently in Washington voiced his
approval for proper defense in a military
way. This in no way conflicts with The
Legion's desire for peace in our country,
for while The Legion stands for prepared-
ness, it will continue its -efforts toward
problems that
may arise between this and other coun-

tries.

CO-OPERATION IN THE ORIENT

Somewhat cheerful news comes out of
the Far East where there has been strife
for some 16 months. The silver lining to
the war cloud is more visible at present
than the darker shadows.

Many of those who were inclined to
sympathize with China have been asking
what Japan would do with China when and
if she was victorious. The answer now
seems to be the same that Japan has given
in the past few months. Official pronounce-
ments and official action indicate that
Japan holds to her original program of
co-operating with the constructive element
in ina, rehabilitating that %reat terri-
tory, and bringing a measure of peace and
stability that has been lacking for many
years.

Despite dispatches that seek to give the
impression that Japan would close the Open
Door and bar out western powers, the of-
ficial statement at Tokio the other day
reiterates that Japan will recognize the
rights of powers that have long been estab-
lished. This would seem to be in line with
broad statesmanship, as well as justice.
Japan, Manchoukuo and China will still
need the assistance of western powers, and
the only basis on which appeal can be
made for such assistance and co-operation
is that of justice and neighborly dealing.

Japan is not today the closed kingdom
she was when Commodore Perry paid his
historic visit, nor does she wish to l:l::e Her
people are world-minded, as has been many
times shown.

In the North China area Japan previous-
ly had set up an organization to carry on
rehabilitation. Having taken possession of
Central China, she has done the same thing.

The day of reconstruction is at hand.
This will take two different forms. Physical
reconstruction is first and urgent. The
ruined areas must be built up. In this
work the other powers may share largely.
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The mate:;ﬁl;"'fﬁflkbhyaieal reconstruction
must’ come mostly from the United States

and South America and Europe. Admitted-

ly Japan does not possess the raw mater-
ials, such as lumber, for instance, that will
be needed,

On the other hand, there is the spirit-
ual reconstruction that must be carried out
before China is again a country wherein
the people may live happily and safely.

Japan faces a tremendous task in this
reconstruction, and it will be carried out
only with the help of other nations. In
bot'i phases the western nations will profit,
when and if the goal is attained. The happy
day will be brought closer, or delayed, ac-
cording to the degree with which the other
nations co-operate,

So that, while it would seem only jus-
tice for Japan to recognize the long-seated
rights of other nations in the Orient, it
also appears that such interests would be
best served by friendly co-operation. |

POLITICAL TENSION EASES |

Looked at in a broad light it would
seem that the results of the election last
Tuesday will tend to have a good influence
on the political life of the country. Both
sides express satisfaction. The Democrats
hail the verdict as favorable to their cause,
while the Republicans profess to see en-
couragement.

There are two aspects that stand out
nationally. First, the Republicans gained
approximately 80 seats in the lower house,
giving them about 170. Besides, there are
two Progressives. This leaves the Demo-
crats ~ with approximately 40 majority.
There are also eight new Republican sen-
ators. This cuts the administration’s heavy
majority. There are also a number of dis-
affected Democrats. This condition no
doubt will produce a balance that has been
lacking in recent years, and should result
in more deliberate and careful consideration
of public business.

Both parties admitted before the elec-
tion that this off-year contest would point
the way for the 1940 presidential election,
and might determine the future of the New
Deal. In the forecasts, political experts
asserted that so far as 1940 was concerned,
It was more important for the Republicans
to gain governorships than to increase the
party’s membership in Congress. The party
in power in a state is in position to organ-
ize and carry on a political campaign.

The Republicans captured 17 governor-
ships, 12 of which had been held by Demo-
crats and two by minor parties. The Demo-
crats took 15 gubernatorial posts, of which
three had been held by Republicans.

In general the metropolitan newspapers
profess to view the result as a swing to-
ward conservatism.- The political tension

has eased considerably.

The whole background
of modern Japan is set out, with
its vast underworld — including
the underworld of official prosti-
tution and drugtrafficking—and
the moral philosophy of the Japa-
nese ruling cast is revealed at
its true worth."

To this damaging
ment, Edgar Snow,
known as author of *“Red
Star Over China” adds the
contention that “If this book
could be published and circu-
lated In Japan, it might
cause a revolution there.”

The logical question is: “Just
who is this Vespa and how does
he know so much?"

Vespa, according to one source
of Information, was born an Ita-
llan citizen, later became a Chi-
nese citizen and worked in the
Intelligence Department of the
Nationalist. (Chiang Kai-shek's)
government many years ago. He
speaks several Chinese dialects.

After a few years with Chiang,
he gave up his position, went to
Manchuria and worked for the
Manchu government under Mar-
shal Chang Hsueh-liang., He was
still working in that position
when the Manchurian Incident of
1931 took place. When Chang
Hsueh-liang's army was defeated
he switched over to the Japanese
side and was employed by the
new government of Manchoukuo
and spent some time in Harbin.

The story is told by Charles
Bishop Kinney of the South Man-
churia Rallway company that he
met Vespa in Shanghai in June,
1937. “Quite

writes, “and he told me very

frankly that he had written a
book on the secret service In
Manchuria and that he wanted
to negotiate with the Japanese
authorities that they pay him
a sum of 20,000 yen for his man-
uscript. Otherwise, he informed
me, he would sell the manuscript
to some Amerlcan or British pub-
lishing company.

“I told him that 1 had no Iin-
terest in this matter, that it did
not concern me nor the South
Manchuria Railway company, and
that he had better take this mat-
Lter up personally with the Japa-
nese authorities themselves. He
wanted me to carry his message
to the Japanese authorities but
this I refused to do stating that
I did not wish to be mixed up
in this affair.

“On my return to Dairen

I spoke to a Japanese of-
ficial connected with the po-
lice, who knew something
about Vespa's life, and when
I told himm my story he sug-
gested that I do nothing
about it. 1 followed this sug-
gestion., Evidently Mr. Vespa
at that time was trying to
blackmail the Japanese gov-
ernment.”

Cuisine Cues . . .

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A prime favorite for those who
would choose the always-popular
chocolate flavor in the line of
sweels, would be a chocolate
drop cookle, crunchy with nuts
and chewy with ralsins!

The quick and practical method
is used, for there is no chilling,
slicing or rolling to do; just drop
them by teaspoonfuls on the bak-
ing sheet an whisk it in the oven.

Then watch them disappear from
the table!

Chocolate Drop Cookids

1 cup brown sugar
One-half cup shortening
2 squares unsweetened chocolate
1 egg
one-half cup milk
One and one-half cup flour
One-fourth tsp. salt
One-half tsp. soda
1 tsp. baking powder
1 cup walnuts
1 cup raisins _
One and one-half Isp. vanilla

Melt chocolate and add to the
creamed shortening and sugar
mixture. Sift flour and dry in-
gredients together, and add alter-
nately with the milk. Flour the
nuts and raisins, and add to the
mixture last. Drop by teaspoon-
fuls on a baking sheet: bake in
a moderate oven, 15 to 20 min-
utes. Remove from pan immedi-
ately.

Use the following recipe if a
a frosting is desired, and spread
on the cookies while still warm.

Chocolate Frosting
1 egg yolk or one-half egg
_ (slightly beaten)
3 tbs. cream

One and one-half cups powdered
sugar

One and one-half squares un-
Sweelened chotolate (melted)
Add slightly beaten egg and

cream to the melted chocolate.

SUr in gradually, sifted powdered

Sugar until of the consistency to
spread.

““Recent historians allege that
politics influenced Peking's
choice. The Empress, a lady of
much light and learning, favoured
legalizing the sale of the drug.
Her Majesty's enemies, therefore,
took the opposite view for the
sake of enmity, and the Emperor,
Tacu-kwang, supported their ar-
guments, his judgement being
warped by grief for the loss of
his son, who had just died from
the efifects of the drug.

That theory obtains credence
among writers in whose eyes any
hypothesis seems preferable to
the direct assumption that opium
was denounced for its own sake.
Yet evervthing goes to indicate
that the Emperor and his advis-
ers were honestly shocked by the
extent of the opium evil, and that
their enactments reflected a
frank sense of duty.

politizal opportunity of an at-
traclive character,

"The Governor of Canton had

employed the Hong Merchants to
transmit the Chinese BEmperor's
alleged message for the British
sovereign to the superintendent.
Captain Elliot refused to receive
any such communication unless jt
came direct from the Chinese
Government, and thus the goy-
ernment had no choifce but to em-
ploy official messéngers jnstead
of the Hong Marchants, a signal
departure from the policy which
had repulsed Lord Napier, |

“Victory here was with the
British superintendent. As to the
driving away of opium ghips,
however, there was no result,
Captain Elllot had marked his
return to Canton by an acknowl-
edgement of duty and anxious
desire to conform in all things
to the imperial pleasure.

“An occasion now presented It-
self for evineing the honesty of
that avowal., He eluded it by
pleading that his commission did
not extend beyond the domain of

the regluar trade. To the Chineae

his reply must have appeared
manifestly disingenuous, To him-

self he justified it by doubts
about the sincerity of the gov-
ernor's sudden access of anti-
opium zeal.

““A British witneas examined by
a parliamentary committee In
London some years later stated
candidly, ‘We never paid any at-
tention to any law in China that
I recollected.” He might have ad-
ded with equal truth that the
Chinese never gseemed to pay any
attention to his habitual ignoring
of their regulations.

“Captain Elliot did not expect
them to be more exacting on this
occasion than they had been in
the past. He was mistaken. The
Chinese were now In eamnest.
Their measures proved Iit, for
they tortured” one of their na-
tionals and made him atand In
the pillory for participating iIn
the opium traffie.

His fate served as a warning to
others of his countrymen simi-
larly guilty, and several of them
fled from Canton.
