LEASE-LEND BILL HISTORIC

The battle in the Con over the
lease-lend bill raged with greater intensity
than ever this week. This measure is be-
coming the most important one before the
national body, to judge from news reports.
Apparently 1t will e rank with the war
bill in the Congress prior to the entry of
this nation into the World War.

Indeed, there is a similarity between the
situation now and then. The people should
take note of the fact that this latest bill
is not a partisan measure. Party lines are
split, with an active bloc of Democrats
opposing, and another bloc of Republicans
supporting.

There are two important aspects to the

resent bill. One is that certain people
Eﬂth in and out of the Congress think it
into war. Others say

the bill will keep the country out,

Quite apparent is the fact that certain
members of the Congress think that the
lawmakers are being asked to surrender
their constitutional rights to the Chief

Executive.

In the last amalysis, we believe it safe to
say that everyone in this country wants to
keep out of the war. The difference comes
on the point as to how best that may be
done. When there is such a wide differ-
ence between statesmen and high officials
at Washington it is manifestly impossible
for the average citizen to judge.

An unusual situation arose this week in
the Congress. Congressman James Wads-
worth, a leading Republican, supported the
| bill, with a few alterations. Gen. Robert E.
Wood, who was quartermaster general in
the World War, vigorously opposed it. Gen-
eral Wood said that it is “utterly prepos-
terous” to believe Germany could invade
this country. Other men have expressed
the belief that invasion is not only possible,
but probable. Secretary of War Stimson
is one of these. _ S LR

About the only thing that can be said
now 1s that the battle over the lease-lend
bill will go down in history as an historic
one, and that no one can say for certain
whether the bill will lead the United States
mto war, no matter in what form it is
finally passed.

ABOUT THE COMMUNISTS

Possibly State Senator Joseph Roberts
of King County has found the proper ap-
proach toward clearing up the situation in
this state with regard to the Communist
party. He announced this week that he
would introduce a bill outlawing that party
in this state.

This seems to be the result of the action
of the State Senate in denying a seat to
Lenus Westman. Generally speaking, it is
said that Westman was denied admittance
because he had not renounced his Commu-
nist beliefs. We have previously expressed
the opinion that the real reason the Senate
rejected Westman was that he seemed to
be following a line of evasion. He admitted
former membership in the party. But, he
said he found that he could not carry out
his program because he was attacked as
a Communist.

At any rate, the county commissioners
have appointed a man to take the place of
the rejected member.

There is now no question of the legal
standing of the Communist party in this
state. The secretary of state last Fall,
on advice of the attorney general, refused
to accept the filing of Communist candi-
dates. The case was taken to the State
Supreme Court, which ordered the filings
acceptted. art'gh? hlgih court said the Com-
munist p IS a legal party in the State
of Washington. That being true, the Com-
munists are entitled to the same rights and
privileges as any other political party.

School For Blind . . .

By RICHARD TOMITA

(Local second generation, and
former student at the school)

On the Washington site of the
Columbia River, right across from
Portland, Ore., in the City of
Vancouver, the State School for
the Blind is located. To this free

institution the parents of this
state send their children, who are
handicapped with partial or com-
plete blindness. Here there are
good facilities for blind,
hich enables them to acquire an
education similar to that received

by students of other public
schools,
This co-educational school has

an enroliment of about 90, with
a8 teaching staff numbering
around 16. Similar to other
Schools, eight years are required
to complete the grades, and four
years are nec to graduate
in the high school department.
The school year begins in Sep-
tember and ends in June.

When a person enters this
school he is taught the Braille
System, a method of reading and
writing for the blind. If he is up
in about the fifth or sixth grade
he is taught to operate the type-
writer, so that he can hand in
his assignments typewritten to
the teacher. The textbooks are
usually written in Braille. If
there are supplementary print
books to be read, there is a spe-
cial reader.

The United States map in the
history room is so constructed as
to resemble a jig-saw puzzle. The
states come out in sections. so
that each state may be felt to
learn its shape, size, cities. and
mountains,

The State School for the Blind
lays emphasis on teaching music
to the students. They have an
opportunity to play instruments
like the piano, violin. cello, trum-
pet, and the trombone. The music
for those instruments are taught
by dictation or by Braille music
books. In cases where the stu-
dents have enough vision, print
music is taught to them. Among
its musical organizations, the
school has the orchestra. the
chorus, the glee clubs, and the
violin ensemble. With thege
groups and different soloists the
students put on several musical
programs for the public during
the school year. Here the mem-
