Hawaii Team Returns

HONOLULU, T. H., — The Univer-
sity of Hawaii Pan Pacific Good Will
Team has returned to Honolulu, after
a three months’ tour of Japan, China,
and the Philippines.

The debating team visited all of
the universities and clubs of the Ori-
ent. with the purpose of furthering
understanding and friendship among
the countries of the Pacific.

The personnel of the team included

The expenditure for such a building
would entail a large sum of money,
yut it is declared that necessity knows
1o law. It is considered necessary
‘or the good of the community and
its future that such a building be
rounded for the young people. One
member of the Association Was of
the opinion that such a building wpul_d
cost at least $40,000 and that this 1S
such a large sum for the :_:un.lmumty
‘o raise by popular subscription that
t would take some time to put the
plan into practical operation.

There is no doubt, however, that
such a building 1S needed. If the
present state of rivalry between Or-
ganizations, based upon a strong but
narrow allegiance 1o ith‘e various
clubs, keeps existing, it is a fore-
gone conclusion that there will not
be much progress 1n the social }1fe
»f the community until such a build-

ing 1s founded.

The
generation of tomorrow, the burdens of the future are those
%hlch_flnd their roots in the present day and the well-being
of which deserves the earnest considerations, in industry and
thought, of the living present. The fulfillment of these con-
siderations is an obligatory responsibility just as the generation
before today and before them, blazed the trail for the well-
being and the progress of this generation.

In just guch a way has human progress, whether it be 1n
the community, city, state, nation or the world, been made In
the nourishing pasture of a natural parental instinct to care for
the well-being and to lay the proper foundation for children
and posterity.

Under this moral postulate governing the natural inclination
of human motives, upliftment and progress in the social life
wherever humanity gathers in quest of commercial and economic
enterprise, is but the normal desire given birth in the virtuous
cradle of conception. Yet this normal desire fathered by the
parental instinct to safeguard the welfare of posterily, never
has reached, in any community or center of population, the
idealistic level it hoped to attain. The reason is obvious. It
is merely that the material objects constructing environment,
good or evil, have provided less food for thought to support,
in practical and material ways, this virtuous desire of upliftment.

The particular pursuit of each
church. set, or organization, draws the full interest and atten-
tion of each to the extent of narrowing their visions of things
and engendering hatred with  intense rivalry for those who
do not follow in their wake.

This sort of rivalry and dogmatic selfishness may be but
the ordinary trend of affairs anywhere, but in a small com-
munity such as this, where that spirit of rivalry and prejudice
seeps into the economic fibre and becomes bred into the soul
of its inhabitants, it is neither normal nor natural, nor is it for
the future welfare of the community and posterity.

It is high time that this community and its leaders awoke
to the fact, with hundreds of second generation members grow-
ing fast In their 'teens, that their existence is not merely f_or
today. It is not too late, in the present, to put into practice
some practical plan to fuse the various and diversified human
elements together in unison to contribute, thereby, to the future
good of the community. _ At

A community building for the young and their organizations
is one practical plan to bring all into mutually fraternal con-
tacts. A community playground 1s another. There are other
plans which may be devised to bring all in unison and in accord
and thereby culminating any obstruction which may prove de-
trimental to the common good and the welfare of the community
and its future.

In any community, city, state, country, the problem wof
upliftment has proved to be a difficult one for solution, but
the degree of success each center of population has achieved
has not been an idle one and the normal desire founded upon

the moral postulate to safeguard and protect the future well-

being of posterity, is always there to lend an assisting 1impetus
to a practical enterprise of upliftment.

DROP SHOWN IN
FOREIGN TRADE

The foreign trade values for Sep-
tember are reported at 170,000 000
yen in exports, 154,000,000 yen in im-
ports and 16,000,000 yen in excess.
These figures indicate that the bal-
ance in favor of Japan did reach as
high a point as was expected.

This may be attributed to the im-
port excess in raw cotton and Amer-
ican lumbers and the contraction in
export of raw silk, and silk and tex-
tile goods. In comparison with last
year's figures, the total foreign trade
for the first nine months of 1928
shows a small decrease both in the
import and the export.

During the coming months, how-
ever, the foreign trade figures will
show a remarkable improvement, as
it is generally expected that the de-
mand for raw silk will be enlarged
owing to the prospective activity in
the silk manufacturing industry of
the U. S. A. New active de-
mand for Japanese merchandise will
be aroused among the Chinese and
South Seas ports owing to a short
stock after a prolonged boycott of
the Japanese goods. The exports to
China during September amounted to
of 48,000,000 yen with an export ex-
cess of 29,000,000 yen.

The money and stock markets are
reported quiet, the foreign exchange
rate maintains the price heretofore
reported. The removal of embargo
on gold is proposed by the resolution
passed by the Tokyo Clearing Houses'
Economic Investigation Committee.
