FISHERY MEASURE
SIGNED IN SOUTH

Long - Standing Controversy
May Be Settled; Men To
Be Finger-Printed

SAN FRANCISCO.—The long-
standing controversy over fish-
ing in California waters by aliens
has been eased to some extent,
if not settled, with final passage
and approval of the Dilworth anti-
espionage bill. Governor Olson
signed the bill last week-end.

After having been before the leg-
islature for the past several ses-
sions, an agreement was reached,
when the Japanese fishermen in-
dorsed the act. This was on the
basis of national defense. Vari-
Ous other organizations, among
them some including the second
generation, also gave approval to
the Dilworth bill.

Aimed At Japanese

The fishing bill was said by the
Governor to be aimed at the
Japanese fishermen, who in the
past have been operating their
craft close to warships in South-
ern California waters.

The President as accepted the
resignation of Chief Justice
Charles Evans Hughes, effective
July 1, for reasons of health. The
chief justice is 79 years old.

The President has notified
Senators McNary and Bone that
he hopes that legislation will be
enacted at the present session to
establish a permanent admini-
stration for federally constructed
projects on the Columbia River.

Waste Being Charged

Rep. Engel, Democrat, Michi-
gan, charged in the House this
week that 250 million dollars of
the first 800 million spent for
new Army barracks had been
wasled.
