"The individual men and women, of whatever race,
ereed or color, the groups whe serve and sacrifice,
whether in military or civilian life--they are the

people who will determlne mankind's direction for gen-
erations.”

It is encouraging +to note that America's leaders
are not only aware of, btut voice publiecly, this funda-
mental essence of true demooracy--that epidermal pig-
mentation is,after all, only skin deep; that democracy
includes all neoples, or it negates itself.

The myth of racisl superiority arose out of primitive
ignorence, and to accept it beday, as the fascists do,
is to revert onoce more to the days of witch doctors,
pyromency and resocience.

Hupan society has progressed mueh since those days,
and the belief in democrasy as a way of social conduct
--and the laying of the fallacy of raciel superiority--
is part of that progress towards enlightenment.

The great tragedy during this struggle out of prim-
